’TmJunnr&rmnm

At Lincoln, Neb,, there Is a boys
and girls’ garden club that has creat-
ed a new departure In the marketing of
garden products. The members of the
club—4,000 strong—produced more
garden fruits and vegetables than
thkey could use, How could they dis-
pose of the surplus crop? An opens
alr market was suggested. The board
of trade and chamber of commerce
favored the plan, and a Saturday
morning open-alr market was created.

At first the business men of Lin-
coln complained that it would inter-
fere with the regularly established
produce trade; later they learned that,
on the contrary, the boys and girls’
Saturday market created a larger de-
mand for produce during the week,
and they are now enthusiastic over the
arrangement. TEkat open-air market
has become a regular factor In the
econgmic scheme of things at Lincoln
and, curiously enough, 85 per cent of
the members of the club are girls

It may be popularly belleved that
the marketing end of farm production
should be conducted by the men. Fhat
may be true with regard to some com-
modities, but marketing experts of
the department of agriculture main-
tain that sometimes women are better
qualified to handle the marketing
work In connection with poultry,
eggs, and canned products.

Several hundred thousand gallons of
apples are used In Spokane, Wash,,
each year In the manufacture of bak-
ers’ ples. Two years ago 130,000 gal-
lons of apples annually were shipped
to Spokane from the state of New
York. Today, alttough the demand
Is greater, the quantity of Imported
apples has been reduced cemsiderably,
for the demand is supplied at home.
That accomplishment was mdade possi-
ble by 70 young giris—girls between
the ages of ten and eighteen—who
knew that thousands of gallons of cull
apples were going to waste on farms
in the vicinity of Spokane. Through
the assistance of the United States de-
partment of agriculture and Washing-
ton state agencies, a girls’ canning
club was formed, witkr the result that
these small canners are furnishing
Spokane bakers with a large part of
their canned-apple supplies. Not only
do these young girls attend to the
work of canning, but they handle the
entire transaction frem start to finish.

CARPET GRASS LIKES
WELL-PREPARED BED

Seed May Be Sown Any Time
Till After Midsummer.

Method of Seeding Often Used Is to
Cut Grass With Mature Seed and
Scatter Hay Over Land Where
a Pasture ls Desired.

On cultivated land, carpet grass sue
ceeds best on a well-firmed seed bed.
The seed may be sown any time from
early spring till after midsummer,
wher™the moisture conditions are fa-
vorable. To secure a full stand of the
grass promptly, seed should be sown
at the rate of ten pounds per acre. A
method of seeding that has often been
used I8 to cut grass with mature seed
and scatter the hay over the land
where It was desired to establish ear-

pet-grass pasture.

To establish carpet-grass pasture
in open forests or on cut-over land,
without going to the expense of clear-
ing, the standing trees should be dead-
ened by girdling. The land to be
seeded should be burned over in win-
ter in order to remove all the tall
straw or broom sedge, wire grass, and
other bunch grasses. Plowing or disk-
4dng Is not necessary. Carpet grass at
the rate of five pounds per acre may
then be sown at any time after the
weathef becomes warm, but preferably
when there is ample moisture.

She
Is little known to the villagers, living
an isolated existence, and shunning
any intimacy with the townsfolk ; nev-
ertheless she Is universally respected.
There 18, to be sure, an atmosphere of
mystery enshrouding this beautiful
stranger who Is possessed of a culture
and polse that place her a stratum
ahove the simply bred Inhabltants of
the sleepy liftle settlement, but since
she goes to church, is quiet and dec-
orous, and glves herself no alrs, she
furnishes no cause for criticism,

Her only vjsitor is Mr, Lloyd Prior,
known to Old Chester as her brother,

As the story proceeds, however, we
are made aware that Prior Is not her
brother, but is a Philadelphla widower
with one daughter whom he idolizes;
and that he and Mrs. Richie have for
thirteen years been living together
awalting the death of Frederic, Hel-
ena's husband, whose demise will
leave them free to marry. Frederic
has been a dissipated man whyo, when
not himself, has been responsible for
the death of the Richle baby; and he
is now living a dissolute life in Paris.
The tragedy of the baby's death has
| been the culminating factor In turning
| his wife's hatred and contempt for
him into revulsion, and determining
her to desert him and go to Prior. To
her lover she gives all the affection
which the loss of her child and the de-
struction of her hopes have turned
back into her nature.

Prior, on the other hand, has loved
her In the past, but now, after thir-
teen years of deferred happiness, his
passion is burned out.
