BE SURR TO TREAT
WHEAT FOR SMUT

There are three methods to
treat wheat or other grain.

First—Take two half barrels
and bore holes near the bottom.
Place wire sereen over the holes
on the inside and make stoppers
for the openings Place the
amount of grain you desire or
can handle in one tub and place
it up above the other so it will
drain into the lower one. Pour
over the grain your solution of
of one pound (one pint) of a
40 per cent formalin to forty-five
gallons of water. Stir the cor-
tents till all the grain is wet and
the light grains come to the top.
Then let the solution run into the
lower tub and take out the wheat
and spread it out to dry. Then
put the tub of water containing
the solution on top and begin
over.

Second method is to put what
grain you can handle in a sack
and immerse it into a tub of the
same solution and leave it ten
minutes, then hang sack out of
doors on the south side of the
house and keep turning until the
grain is dry enough to run thru
the drill.

Third method is to sprinkle and
1Y done thoroughly effective but
so often it is not thoroughly done
so 18 discouraged.

Some use forty gallons of water
to the pound of formalin and like
it best but the government recom-
mends the forty-five gallons of
water.

“Not Disappointing” s Description Of-
fered by Officials At Washington -
Nothing To Publish Yet.

Washington, of State
Colby announced that a reply to his
communication of August 21, request-
ing that Poland make public declara
tion that her armies would stop at her
technical borders and that no invasion
of Russia would be attempted has
been received. He refused to discuss
the contents further than to state that
they were beinz studied and “were
not disappointing.”

“Poland will stop at the Curzon line
i America and the allied governments
tell her she must. It would be omly
fair, however, if when Poland accedes
to the wish of the allies, of whom she
is one, similar pressure be brought up-
on Russia to make her armies stop.

SUFF AMENDMENT SIGNED

Seoretary Colby Decided to Do Away
With All Ceremonies.

Washington.—Secretary of State
Colby signed the proclamation certify-
ing that the nineteenth constitutional
amendment eanfranchising approxi
mately 27,000,000 American women, is
Low a part of the written law.

Mr. Colby's signature was afMxed
fn the library of his home with only
two state department officials as wit-
nesses. He adopted thls procedure,
he announced, because he found is fm-
possible to reconcile the wishes of the
two contending groups of suffragists,
the militants and the conservatives.

Ceremonies Blocked.

The national woman's party, or mil-
itant group, headed by Miss Alice Paul
had planned an elaborate ceremomey
to be held In Secretary Colby's office
at the state department to which
movie cameramen and many suffrage
workers were invited. Miss Paul was
to request Secretary Colby to sign
with a gold pen used by many gover
nors in signing suffrage proclamations
in their respective states.

But word was conveyed to the state
department that members of the Na-
tional American Woman Suffrage as-
sociation, headed by Mrs. Carrie Chap-
man Catt, would not participate In any
ceremony staged by the militant
group.

Mexican laborers should receive a
minimum wage of 35 cents an hour for
ten hours’' work and time and one-half
for overtime, according to the report
of the special Investigating commit-
tee consisting_of Abelardo B. Sabarzo,
representing the state of Sonora, Mex-
ico, and J. H. Pattee, named by Gov-
ernor Campbell to represent the state
of Arizona, assisted by Eduardo G.
Gonzales, Mexican consul at Phoenix.

Mrs. J. F. Brasfield of Santa Rita
was fatally Injured and Mrs. Warren
Kiner and Mrs. T. L. Harris were
painfully injured when the automobile
in which they were riding rolled down
& steep embankmeot -near Hadover.

The raising of wheat in the Portales
valley In New Mexico is no longer an
experiment, and the crop this season
will be the best ever raised in that
section. Much of the wheat has al-
ready been harvested, and the yleld
in many places has run better than
thirty bushels to the acre. It is ex-
pected that the acreage will be great-
ly increased during the coining year.

The largest fumigation house in the
world may be built soon on the Ari-
zona border. This was revealed by O.
D. Deputy, chief of border inspeetion,
Federal Horticultural Board. Mr, Dep-
uty also indicated that the border in-
spection service will station an inspee-
tor at Douglas if the traffic through
this port expands sufficiently to jus-
tify it. The proposed big fumigation
house on the Arizona border would
be located at Nogales,

The scenic highway In northern New
Mexico which has been under construe-

tion during the summer is now offl-'

cially completed, the approximate cost
being $140,000. The new road ranks
second to none in the United States,
' both from a construction and scenic
standpoint, and probably will become
one of the most popular tourist routes

1 in the West. The people of Raton are

proud of the new highway, and the
chamber of commerce will make a spe-
cial effort to advertise it theoughout
the East and North as the scenic gate-
way to New Mexico,

I. Solomon’s Preparation (5:1-18),

He secured from King Hiram:

L Wood for beams, ceilings, sheet-
ing, and chambers around the holy
house. :

Z Stones for the great foundation.
These were secured from the Phoeni-
cian quarries and also from the moun-
tain upon which the temple was built.
They were so shaped that when the
temple was erected there was no sound
of a hammer heard.

8. Skilled workmen. Among the Is-
raelites were not to be found men
skilled In this kind of work, so the
king arranged with Hiram t‘ furnish
capable men.

Il. Solomon
(6:1-88).

1. The location—Mount Morah (IX
Chron. 3:1). This was a sultable loca~
tien, as it was here that the Lord ap-
peared to Solomon's father, David.

2. The dimensions and materials, “If
a cubit was 18 inches, the temple
proper was 90 feet long, 30 feet wide
and 45 feet high.”

8. The contents: (1) Brazen altarg
(2) laver; (3) golden candlestick; (4)
cherubim.

11l. The Dedication of the Temple
(8:1-68).

The dedication of the temple was
arranged to take place at a very favor-
able time. The success of an under-
taking is largely determined by the
time Iin which it Is held. This was ar-
ranged to take place at the most joy-
ous of the several representative gath-
erings of the Jews. The dedicatoyy
services consisted of the following:

1. Bringing up the ark (vv., 1-11).
The ark was God's dwelling place.
The ark with the two tables of stone
under the mercy seat shows God
mwanifesting himself with “his people
on the ground of a law perfectly kept
and sins atoned for by the shedding
of blood. Following the completion
of the sacrifice, the temple was filled
with the glory of Jehovah.

2. Solomon's address to the people
(vv. 2-:21). He pointed out to the peo-
ple that God had chosen David to be
king, yet for certain reasons did not
allow him to builld the temple, but
promised that his son should do the
work. Now that the work was done,
the temple was bullt, and the ark of
the covenant was in its place, they
could be assured that God had ralsed
bim up in the room of his father.

8. Solomon’s dedicatory prayer (vv.
22-58). The ark having been placed in
& most holy place, and the address to
the people having been ended, the
king pours out his soul to God In
prayer. In this prayer Solomon grate-
fully acknowledges God’'s goodness In
the past, giving glory to him, and
pleads that his promise to his father
be verified (vv. 22-26). He prays that
God’s eyes may continually be opened
towards the temple which he had now
taken possession of (vv, 27-33), so that
(1) In case of contention between par-
ties he would judge between them (vv.
81-32); (2) in case of being smitten
by the enemy, even though they had
sinned, upon confession of the sin.
God would forgive and restore (vv, 33,
84); (3) In case of famine as chastise-
ment for sin, upon confession and
prayer before the temple, God would
forgive and send rain (vv. 85, 36);
(4) In case of pestilence apd sickness,
if they prayed to God toward the tem-
ple, God would hear and forgive (vv.
87-40) ; (5) In case of the coming of
the foreigner, who comes at the news
of God's greatness, praying toward
Jerusalem, his prayer should be heard
(vv. 41-45) ; (6) In case of going out to
battle, their cause should be main-
talned (vv. 44-45); (7) In case of be-
Ing in captivity becauge of sin, God
would hear their prayers and restore
(vv. 48-53).

4. Solomon blesses the people (vv.
54-61). On the strength of the cove-
pant promises, he Invokes God's pres-
ence always to be with them and te
keep them faithful, and exhorts the
people to have their hearts perfect be-
fore God, walking in his command-
menfs and statutes.

5. Solomon and the people offer sac-
rifices of thanksgiving (vv. 82-66). The
joy of the people was full; they blessed
God and the king.

| Tress Sheuld Be Located on Ground

Too Poor for Cultivation—Valuable
Timber May Be Produced With
Little Care.

A well “home”™ forest will
make the farm more prospérous, add to
the comfort of the farm bome, and en-
hance the value of the farm as an in-
vestment, says.  a new publication,
“Forestry and the Farm Income,” is-
sued by the Forest Service, United
States department of agriculture.
Farm forestry, properly practiced sup-
plies timber for farm needs, enables
the ‘owner to market surplus timber
profitably, furunishes employment for
men apd team in winter, makes waste
land yleld a profit, and Increases the
sale value of-the farm. Even If a
farmer sells .no timber, the wood-
land pays, says the bulletin. The time
and money saved by having firewood,
fence posts, and material for repair
and construction convenlently at hand,
and the protection afforded the crops,
farm bulldings, and stock are worth
considerably more than the slight
troyble and expense of raising and
caring for the trees.

Need Not Occupy Productive Land.

Farm woodland need not occupy
land that will grow other crops, It Is
pointed out.  Os the contrary, the
trees should be located on ground too
poor to cultivate. A little care given
in the winter or at other times when
the farm work is slack will make such
land produce valuable timber, If fully
stocked with trees and well cared for,
an acre of hardwoods should grow
from one-balf to one cord of wood
yearly, while pine should produce
from one to two cords.

The prime essential for success In
farm forestry, the bulletin states, s
adequate protection against fires. For-
est fires kill the little trees outright
and weaken full-grown ones, so that
they may become diseased or infested
with insects. It also destroys thé™
bumuos cover and causes depletion of
the soll. Burning over the ground for
the purpose of improving grazing Is
characterized as an expensive mis-
fake. Although It is possible to se-

cure green grass for the stock a week
or two eariler In the spring by such a
practice, many of the rich leguminous
| plants and annual grasses are killed,
leaving only the hardy bunch, wiry
and other coarse perennial grasses.

Discretion in Cutting Necessary.

Grazing almost I[nevitably causes
damage to the trees. Experiments
[ have shown that if the best results
’ are to be secured stock should be ex-
| cluded from the woodland. When
!tlmber is needed, the cutting should

be done 80 as to cause the least possi-
| ble waste of valuable wood and should

not damage other llving trees. The
first trees to be cut should be the dead
or dying and deformed and diseased
specimens, which shade out healthy
trees. Less valuable kinds, such as
| gray birch, aspen, blackjack oak, dog-
| wood, sow wood, blue birch, fronwood,
' and others, should be removed In
preference to the more wvaluable kind.
By following this practice the wood-
land is constantly lmproved and Iits
value is Increased.

Preservative treatment will con-
siderably Increase the life of timber
which_is used for fence posts and oth-
er similar uses, and is distinctly worth
while. Treatment with coal-tar creo-
sote has been found to be by far the
most satisfactory .process.

juries can be avoided by v“g
vigorous action on the part of the
grain growers. Insect outbreaks fre-
quently originate within limited areas,
and when this is the case it often is
possible to stamp them out before any
great demage has octurred. In other
instanices the outbreaks are of

cereal crops, such as the Hesslan fly,
the chinch bug, ‘and white grubs, be-
long to the latter class. In the case
of these and other widely distributed
Woes of the grains no means of stop-
ping their ravages will be fully suc-
cessful until community action can be
secured in adopting the methods of
combat at present advocated- by ento-
mologists.

Fall plowing doubtless is the most
universally beneficial practice for the
control of the insect’pests of cereal
crops, and this measure should be
adopted except where it Is rendered
impossible by loeal agricultural condi-
tions, says the United StaAtes depart-
ment of agriculture. = Corn. never
should be planted on freshly broken
sod land, because this practice Is al-
most certain to expose the crop to
the ravages of cutworms, wireworms,
and white grubs. Crops belonging to
the bean family, such as cowpeas, soy
beans, clover, alfalfa, ete., may be In-
terposed safely between sod and grain,
and especially between sod and corn,
in order that injury to the grain crops
by these pests may be avoided.

POOLING WOOL CLIP
IN COLLECTIVE SALE

Buyers in Large Number Are
- Thereby Attracted.

——

Makes It Possible for Growers to Re-
ceive Payment for Full Value of.
PW of Handling
Is Reduced.

g

The advantage of wool pooling and
co-operative selling may well be out-
lined as permitting the growers to sell
their wool collectively in a large vol-
ume, thus attracting a large number
of buyers and making possible the pay-
ment of the full value of the wool. The
larger buyers are not attracted by in-
dividpal clips unless they are of con-
siderable magnitude such as same of
those produced by the larger ranchers
in the West. Nor Is the local buyer
able to pay the full price for wools
which must be purchased a few
fleeces at a time and ecarried at his
personal expense and risk until suff-
cient volume has been accumulated to
permit its shipment to some ecentral
wool market.

Volume handling such as is possible
wkhere the entire clip of the communi-
ty is sold collectively reduces the cost
per pound of buying and handling and
will permit the purchaser, whether a
local wool merchant or some outside
buyer, to pay a higher price per paand
than is possible where it {s necessary
to purchase the wool In small lots.

The bureau of markets, United
States department of agriculture, Is
constantly giving assistance teo c¢o-
operative organizations In the way of
organization practices and selling
mettods and will be glad to extend
similar service In the co-operative
marketing of wool.

RIDS FARM OF SCRUB SIRES

Washington Farmer Lets Go of In-
ferior Boar and Bull in Ordes
to Get Purebreds.

“I got rid of a scrub Poland China
sire and also of a bull In order to get
purebreds.” With this explanation a
breeder of cattle, swine, and poultry
in Lewis county, Washington, enrolled
in the “Better Sires, Better Stock”
movement. Hereafter 42 sérub cows,
6 grade sows, and 40 mongrel hens
which he owns, in addition to a small
quantity of better females, will be
bred only to sires of pure breeding.

HE United States depart-
ment of agriculture Is
charged with the work of
promoting agriculture In
its broadest sense. Hence
the department contalns
many bureaus. The of-
fice of farm management,
for Instance, has for its
main object the improve-
ment of farm practice by introducing
better business methods and by apply-
ing the principles of science.

Then there are the weather bureau,
the bureaus of animal Industry and
plant industry, the forest service, the
bureaus of soils, entomology, blological
survey, crop estimates and so on.

Among these are the bureau of chem-
istry and thé bureat of markets. The
former is largely concerned with ana-
Iytical work and investigation opnder

the food and drugs act and questions,

of agricultural chemistry of public In-
terest. The burean of markets has a
wide scope. Its work Is divided Into
four branches—{nvestigational, demon-
strational, service and regulating. One
branch of its Investigational work Is
the securing of basic Information of
fundamental Importance regarding
marketing methods and conditions and
also regarding the standardization of
agricultural preducts and methods
used in their handling.

80 many of the activities of the de
partment revolve about the grain that
tb’ United States produces and eata
The specific activity with which this
article is concerned is “the miliing and
baking qualities of graln for which
standards have been established under
the United States graln standards act.”

Scientific milling and baking bhave
received the attention of a corps of In-
vestigators. An experimental mill and
baking laboratory have recently been
installed at a cost of $50,000. They
are quite up-to-date and by means of
them a large amount of accurate In-

| formation, hitherto unobtainable, bas
| been secured.

As comparatively small quanti-
ties are used In the willing tests, the
addition of molsture and the control
of all conditions surrounding this
process are relatively simple.

The milling Is done on a small non-
Automatic testing mill consisting of
four single stands of six by six Inch
rolls, three corrugated and one
smooth. The mlill Is so operated that
the flow of a five-break nine-reduction
roller mill, such as is In commercial
use, can be closely Imitated.

Every effort s made to standardise
the conditions under which the tests

One innovation In this connection,
which is considered of extreme impor-
tance, is apparatus for controlling the
bhumidity of the milling room. This
has proved to be a very valuable ad-
Junet, and is a distinetly new feature
as applled to work of this character.

After a short period In storage the
flour produced in the mill goes to th2
bakery, where Its actval quality is de-
termined by its conversion Into bread
under standardized conditions.

This bakery Is very completely
equipped for accurately controlled
work.

bread. Once baked, the expansion of |’

the loaf and the texture, color and fia-
vor of the bread are determined and
recorded.

Other tests of technical nature, such
as will show gluten, protein and mols-
ture content, are made on the flour,
to assist Im determining its commercial
value and Interpreting the results of
the baking tests. Much of this work Is
done In a well-equipped laboratory ad-
joining the bakery. In addition to this
the unsurpassed facilities of the bu-
reau of chemistry arg also avallable In
the conduct of investiga that lead
into the field of chemical rch.

The immediate direction of the work
of the laboratory is under the chief of
the bureau of markets, and the prob-
lems holding first place at the present
time reiate primarily to the many fac-
tors that must be considered In the
proper revision and Intelligent appl}-
cation of the federal wheat standards ;
however, the facilities offered by this
specialized equipment and corps of
workers are also avallable to other bu-
reaus of the department.
