Characteristics and Makeup of Local
Population Should Be Considered
in Formation of Association—
Other Essentials.

There Is no magic about co-opera-
tive marketing, although In hundreds
of cases it has produced remarkable
resuits. Nor does it serve as a cure
all for our present distribution prob-
lems, though it has proved a success-
ful remedy for many present evils.
There are 14,000 or more farmers’ co-
operative buying and selling associa-
tions in this country bearing testimony
to the practicabllity of the co-opera-
tive principle, which Is, In substance,
an economic adaptation of the old po-
litical slogan “In union there is
strength.”

It Is the desire of the United States
department of agriculture that per-
sons Interested in co-operative market-
ing thoroughly understand the basis
of such organized effort and follow
the right methods. The .bureau of
markets of the department of agricul-
ture, having made an extensive study
of this subject, Is prepared- to advise
with any group of farmers who want
to undertake buying—or selling—co-
operatively. A number of require-
ments must be met Lefore prospective
co-operators can succeed.

In the first place the characteristics
and make-up of the local population
should be considered In the formation’
of a co-operative marketing assocla-
tion. A community which produces a
considerable quantity of one product
or a few products offers better oppor-
tunities for an undertaking of this

sort than one which produces a little
of several different products, One ad-
vantage of joint effort arises from the
handling of relatively large quantities.
Unfortunately some groups of farmers
have tried to form marketing associs-
tions withoot having a sufficient vol-
ume of business and they have falled.

Loyalty to Co-operative ldea.

If the existing marketing agencles
fn the community—whether for grain,
wool, frult, garden produce, or what-
ever the lne contemplated for co-
operative selling—are efficient and rea-
sonnbly adequate, and If the farmers
in the cornmunity feel that they are
being served satisfactorily by these
private concerns it is doubtful If a co-
operative organization will succeed.
But If the existing private agencles
are Inadequate and if the fariners can
be made to see the saving that will
result to all concerned If they unife
heartily In an association, then there
Is a good chance of winning. But the
co-operative principle must be adherod
to. Members of an organization srp-
posed to be co-operative cannot be ex-
pected to have a vitnl Interest In a
praject which is really operated for
the profit of and controlled by a few
individuals,

Many persons do not have a clesr'y
defined idea of what a co-operative
organization is. The term *“co-opera-
tive” Is often used rather loosely.
Where a concern Is operated for the
profit of the persons Investing capital
In It and seeking dividends on It cap-
Ital, the undertnking Is nonco-opera-
tivee. On the other hand. In a ¢o
operative marketing or selling organi-
gation each member usually has one
vote (In a nonco-operative concern the
votes are In accord with the money In-
vested) 8o that one or a few members
will not control its operations., It Is
conducted to render service and effect
gavings for the memhers and not to
enarn profits for distribution as divi-
dends on the money invested. To he
sure. a falr rate of Interest Is granted
to capital Invested hy the members
and the halance of any surplus to he
distributed Is divided In accordance
with patronage ; that s, the amaunt of
husiness transacted with the organiza-
tion.

Essentials to Success,

Contracts hetween the members and
the organization wherehy they agree
to_minrket certaln products thrangh M
are vitally Iimportant In many o
stances, especinlly 18 the case of asso-
eintions handiing perishahle produects,
The Michigan Potato Growers' ex-
change, the Callfornia Frult Growers’
exchange and many other stecessfal
orpnnizationa follow this pinn.

The pooling of products sold through
the organizetion W also an Important
feature. By pooilng s meant averay-

Farmers’ co-operative marketing as-
sociations are formed with capital
stock or formed on the nonstock plan.
Both forms have favorahble features
which the bureau of markets wiil be
glad to explain to any Interested per-
son, Another matter to which eareful
attention should be given is the proper
financing of a co-operative project.
The by-laws of the assoclation should
be painstakingly drawn and shouid be
thoroughly discussed by the member-
ship so that there will be no misunder-
standing later. The question of Incor-
poration will also have to be decided.
While Incorporation Is not necessary,
in most cases It Is considered advis-
able. Unfortunately the state ldws
for bodies of the character here dis-
cussed are far from uniform, some of
them making no provision for co-
erative associations,

The above paragraphs serve only to

suggest some of the principal prob- |

lems that have to be considered In
forming a co-operatjve enterprise. Per-
sons wishing to Investigate this matter
further will find It profitable to comn-
municate with the United States de-
partment of agriculture, which will
supply them with literature contatn-
ing a full discussion of these and re-
iated questions.

WELCOME SOURCE OF
PIN MONEY IN SUMAC

Many Tons of It Allowed to Go to
Waste Each Year.

Plant Can Be Gathered and Cured Any
Time During Summer and Mar-
keted Whenever Convenient—

Bonus Given for Leavesa

The demand by manufacturers for
American sumac this season totals
500 to 700 carloads, or from 5,000 to
7,000 tons, according to Information
received by the United States depart-
ment of agriculture. The price ranges
around $2 a hundred pounds for sumac
delivered at the shipping point or at
the extract factory.

Country people shouid find a ready
market this year for all the sumac
they can guther. Being a wild plant,
sumac costs nothing to raise, and the
many tons of it allowed to remain un-
gathered each year can be readlly
turned Into profit. The sumac season
lasts about three months, Unlike
berry and other crops, sumnac does not
have to be harvested all at once. It
can be gathered hnd cured from time
to time throughout the summer and
marketed when large enough quaonti-
ties have been collected.

In addition to offering higher prices
this year, several manufacturers are
willing to pay sbonuses for sufficient
quantities of clean, bright, well-cured
sumac leaves, cootaining not more
than 10 per cent of stalk. By proper-
ly gathering and curing the sumac, the
gutherer can make more money and
will belp to establish more firmly the
domestic sumac industry, which
through development and expansion
should provide a welcome source of
Income and employment Iin normal
times.

Cured sumae rendy for market should
contain very little stalk, never over 25
per cent. If a good bit of stalk has
been gathered with the sumac It can
be easlly removed by flailing and fork-
ing out after the sumac has been
¢éured and Is ready for bagging. Do
not gather red or yellow leaves, or
berries and bloom. The bloom will
ruin good sumac. ‘As soon as the
sumae has heen gathered, place It In
the shade or under cover., Exposure
to the sum for an hour or two mdy do
no harm, but the pulled sumac should
never he left all dny in the sun. rs It
will quickly scald and be ruined !n
color.

SWEET POTATO CROP OFF

Two Million Bushels Reduction
Production |s Estimated.

Washington.—S8weet potato produe
tion this year promises to be only
2,000,000 bushels smaller than the rec-
«ard crop of last year, according to the
department of agriculture's foreeast.
‘With a total of 101,077,000 bushels,
Alabama leads the states with a pro-
duction of about one-seventh of the
‘crop.

Washington.—The export of manu-
factured articles from the United
States is iIncreasing in leaps and
bounds in spite of the decrease in to-
tal exports, accordmng to figures made
public. In July of this year they were
$343,000,000, or $11,600,000 per day as
opposed to $234,000,000 or $9,833,000
per day for July of last year.

Export of manufactured articles are |

divided into two groups, of which the
greater is “manufactured ready for
use.” They aggregated $264,000,000
this July as against $16,000,000 in July
1917,
Nor is the most gratifying increase
confined to any one month as is shown
by an aggregate of $2,451,000,000 in
mamufactured exports for the first sev-
en months of 1920 as opposed '
$2,000,000,000 for the same period last
year.

Manufactured articles rrom the bulk
of, our exports to Asla, Africa, Oce- |
ania and North and South American
countries, Vast gquantities of food-
stuffs but only a comparatively small
percentage of manufacturers go to Eu-
rope.
