it ls Estimated That at Least 80 Per
Cent of Retail Purchasing ls
Done by Feminine
Shoppers.

It has been sald that the hand that
rocks the cradle is the hand that rules
the world and nowhere is this more
literally true than in the world of
trade. The woman is the purchasing
agent of the household and man, as a
rule, is very glad to have her handle
the job.

It has been estimated by some stu-
dents of the merchandising game that
80 per cent of all retail buying is done
by women. This may be a high esti-
mate but a visit to the retall stores
of any town or city is enough to con-
vince one that the figures are not too
high. The prepqnderance of women
among the buyers is sufficient, at any
rate, to make not only the retaller bug
the manufacturer and the wholesaler
realize that it is the women that they
must please with their merchandise.

Because they do My far the greatar
part of the buying In any community,
the women have a responsibility that
they do not always appreciate. The
women of a town, through their buy-
ing power, can make or break the mer-
chants of @ town and as a natural con-
sequence they can make or break the
town. It is in their power-to make
it a prosperous town or a dead town.
When the women of a town acquire
the malil order habit, the town may
jJust as well begin making arrange-
ments for i{ts own obsequies.

Hard to Understand.

Just why a woman, whe* is a shop-
per by instinct and a shrewd judge
of values in merchandise, should suc-
camb to the lures of the mail order
house it is difficult to understand but,
unfortunately, some of them do. No
one knows better than the woman who
has had some experience in the buy-
ing of merchandise how difficult it is
to distinguish between the genuine and
the imitation even after a close inspec-
tion. The good shopper, when on buy-
Ing bent, does not always take the
first article that is offered for inspec-
tion. In fact this is the exception
rather than the rule. The merchants
know it and expect it. They expect a

woman, if she is a good shopper, to |

*“look around a little.”

If a woman should walk into 8 re-
tail store and purchase the first suit
that she tried on, for instance, the
shock probably would prove fatal' to
the storekeeper or the saleswoman.
The chances are that she will try on
a dozen suits anfd look at as many
more before she selects one that suits
her taste or pocketbook, and the store-
keeper not only expects but wishes
her to do this. He wishes her to be
satisfied as he knows that a satisfied
customer is the best advertisement
that he can obtain.

Taking a Chance.

This same woman, however, may or
der a suit from a mall order house on
the strength of nothing more than a

pretty picture and an alluring descrip- |

tion. She has not even the opportun-
ity to try it on, to say nothing of the
chance of examining the fabric, noting
the exact shade of the material and
inspecting the workmanship. She is
taking chancesson the suit fitting her,
on the material belng good and dur-
able, the shade becoming to her and
the workmanship of such a character
that the suit will not fall to pleces.
The woman who takes such chances
cannot be called a shrewd shopper.
It might be more easily understood
why mere man, unaccustomed gnd
averse, as a rule, to shopping excur-
sions,

logue than to go to a store and look
for the article that he wanted or he
might  take the position that' he

anyway If he went to the store and
he might as well take a chance on the
mall order gamble, but why the wom-
an who knows what she wants and
knows that she I8 getting what she

wants when she gets it should buy on

the “sight unseen” plan—well, that's
another question altogether,

. Woman’s Greatest Opportunity.

Women are taking a more and more
prominent part in public affairs afl
the time.

of Europe were consuming as
little as possible and waisting
nothing. In this country, after
we entered the war, we carried
on effective and _extemive ‘eam-
paigns for saving to decrease
consumption ; in fact to save on
every hand.

“In the face of rnuomng and
saving, ‘good . prices generally
prevailed. Since the war, with
government restrictions removed,
prices- of raw products have
dropped to the point of bank-
ruptey. Most all materials hi@tve
declined, but manufactured pro-
duets have made no such declines
as have farm produets. When
commerce was once more free,
the accumulation of raw materi-
als in countries cut off from
Europe, increased - the supply.
This naturally shonld have had
some effect on prices. It is doubt-
ful, however, if there was enough
surplus to till the gap ecaused
by using up supplies during the
war. So the main difference does
not lie in a great surplus. It
must therefore be found in our
financial policy.

“During the war and before
we entered it, we raised produce
for Europe and loaned her money
with which to buy it. Now we
have the produce she needs but
we refuse to help her buying
power. If it were sound to en-
able fighting Europe, especially
before our entrance into the war,
to buy what she needed from us,
wouldn’t . it be good policy to
enable weak and weary Europe
to buy what she needs now? Are
we so set upon reconstruetion
bringing disaster upon ps, that
we must deliberatély bring it
