The
showing that they have already
encounteredin their No. 1 .we'll
evidently must be good as it 18
reported , that they are leasing
every available acre of land in
that locality. _
Chaves and Eddy counties get
six more wells. Thé Illinois Pro-
ducing company has received a
large shipment of nitroglycerin
and expect to shoot their No. 1
or Lakewood well during the
coming week. Considerable oil
was baled at this well last week.
Their No. 2 or Dayton Hill well
at about 3,600 feet has a good
showing of oil and is gassing
heavily. Their new cable has
arrived and it is reported that
work will be resumed at once.
The general report on this well
is very gratifying, as heavy pro-

duection is expected at any time.

The Kansas-New Mexico company
has also.ordered shooting material
and will shoot as soon as ec{::iep-
ment arrives. Since oil has been
struck in this well, it is announ-
ced that the compainy has decided
to drill four more wells near their
No. 1, now in operation. The new
Chaves-Eddy company has closed
a contract to put down its first
deep test well in seetion 86, three
miles from Lakewdod.

The Sunshine Oil and Refining
company are also negotiating a
contraet for a well in township 21
range 23, and other similar big
deals are reported. All will be

¥ |drilling by early spring.

The general report from the
National Exploration company’s
No. 1 or Picacho well, Lincoln
county, is also very encouraging
as it is reported that they have a
good showing of oil and the for-
mation is right. Their No. 2 or
Orehard Park well is also re-
ported to have a good showing
with several feet of oil in the
hole, in a new discovery sand
about 75 to 100 feet above the
Redfield sand. Fair progress is
being made on their Nos. 3 and 4
and No. 5 is to be spudded in
about the tenth.

The recent finding of oil in the
various wells stimulates the belief

of New Mexico people and verifies

the geologists’ reports. There is
also much evidence of ‘building
pipe lines and erecting re i

in the near future. It now seems
that the only thing in the way of
commereial production of oil in
New Mexieo is the necessary pre-
parations to bring the wells, now
drilled to the oil bearing sands in.

PHOENIX WELL FINDS
40 POOT PRODUCING SAND

The Phoenix Syndicate well,
one of the deep tests in the seven

lakes field of northern MecKinley
county, has penetrated three oil
sands, but the driller, in search
of the big pool believed underly-
ing the field, didn't stop at any
of these. ' The well now is at the
depth of 2,100 feet and the deep-
est ‘well il the field.

At 410. feet the Phoenix Syndi-
cate found a 20-foot sand, a simi-
lar sand at 730 feet and a forty-
foot sand at1,120 feet, which, the
driller estimated, would produce
500 barrels, but whi¢h he passed
in the search for the big pool.
It is the syndicate’s intention to
go down 4,000 feet unless the
sought-for pool is found at lesser
depth. If, however, further drill-
ing proves futile, the syndicate
plans tapping the sand at the
1,120 foot level.

The Ruby company, also drill-
ing a deep test, has reached the
depth of 1,800 feet and is drilling
every day. The Phoenix syndi-
cate has suspended temporarily
but will resume drilling shortly.
The Ruby company’s log is not
available but, according to report,
this well has shown practically
the same formation as that ex-
posed by the Phoenix Syndicate.
The Ruby company has a stan-
dard rig and the Phoenix Syndi-
cate has a rotary.

The White company is drilling
on section 29, township 19, range
10, and the Section Nine Oil Com-
pany on section 9, township 17,
range 10, and there are at least
five other companies that plan
starting operations in the field
in the early spring.—Santa Fe
New Mexican.

“Thirty miles from Alexandropol, at
Kars, there is another group of Rus-
sian army barracks, which were given
us by the Armenisn government for

| rellef purposes. I was going through

the dormitories of this orphanage at
Kars when the young American col-
lege girl in charge turned to me and
said: ‘Mr. Vickrey, it sometimes makes
me feel just a little older than Me-
thuselah to be called “Mother” by
6,000 of those Armenian chjldren.’
And that is exactly what she was—
the only mother that these 8,000 Ar-
menian children have, except as she
avalls herself of the organized assist-
ance of native Armenian women, In
caring for this large family.

“In the hospital at Kars I found
1,150 beds, which, the day I was there,
were occupled by 1,268 patients, It
frequently being necessary to put twe
or more children in a single bed. At
Alexandropol we have In one hospital,
or group ‘of hospital bulldings, 1,560
trachoma patients. At Karaklls, forty
miles east of Alexandropol we have
an orphanage devoted exclusively to
the care and training of the blind
children. At Delijan we have another
erphanage, located on a mountain side,
for the care of tubercular children,
this segregation being as much for
the welfare of the healthy children In
the orphanages as for the care of the
unfortunate consumptives. At Erivan
we formerly had twenty-six distinct
orphanages, though they have now
been reduced and consolidated te
seven In number. There are some-

TO REMOVE TATTOO MARKS

Process ls by No Means Easy, Fhough
Modern Science Has Shown
to Be Practicable. -~
st )

Tattooing {s the mechanical intro-
duction of pigments under the skin
and a very well-known process. The
pigments employed are carbon, cinna-
bar, carmine and indigo.

Most methods employed to remove
these marks, says Sclence and Inven-
tion, are by a reactive and a destruc-
tive Inflammation which will ~result
in the formation of a crust, later cast
off together with tatiooed markings.
One method is to retattoo the marks
with a solution of 80 parts of sinc
chlorid and 40 parts of water. A
mild Iinflammation will result; a crust
forms and about a week later this
falls off, leaving a scar which gradual-
ly heals. Later a repetition of this
may be necessary. This may be done
by the professional tattooer.

The second method is to tattoo
agaln, making the punctures close to-
gether after the design has been drawn
over with a concentrated solution of
tannin. A stick of silver nitrate is
then firmly drawn over the surface
and after a period of several minutes
Jt is then wiped off. This is far more
I'eﬂ’ecﬁve ‘than the first and less scar
forms, Two other substances, per
haps more efficlent than either of the
Above, and applied in the same man-
ner as the first, are carold and glyce-
role of papoid.

8t. Mark’s Church, New York.

The site of St. yark'u chupeh is the
oldest church site in New York and
has been consecrated to religious serv-
ice for 260 years. Peter Stuyvesant,
the Dutch governor of New Nether-
lands, erected the first little private
chapel In 1660. He and his wife, Ju-
dith, were buried underneath the chap-
el. In her will she left the church to
the Dutch Reformed Church of New
York, providing that_the tomb be pre-
served. The bullding was allowed to
fall into decay until 1793, when Petrus
Stuyvesant, a great-grandson, proposed
to the vestry of Trinity church that
an Episcopal church be erected on the
site, the cornerstone of which was laid
In 1795 and the church completed May
9, 1790. The steeple was added In
1829 and the porch a few years later,
Since 1859 no material changes in the
present appearance of the church have
been made, and the church proper is
fdentically the pame as it was one
hundred years ago. Peter Stuyvesant
and his wife are buried In the vault
beneath the porch.of the church.

W. 0. T. U. WOULD STOP
MARRIAGE OF CHILDREN

A law which will prevent the
marriage of children under 16,
even with the consent of their
guardians, is being framed for
the local association of the Wom-
en’s Christian Temperance union,
for presentation to the legisla-

" ture. Plans were made at a meet-
ing which was heid Wednesday
afternoon at the home of Mrs,
J.,C. MeClung on High street,
for the support of certain legis-
lative reforms which will be
strongly urged.

The present law as given in
the statutes of 1915 set the age
of legal marriage at 21 for a man
and at 18 for a woman, while
girls of 15 and boys of 18 may
marry with the consent of their
guardians. There have been cases
in the state, it is asserted, where
girls of 12 and 13 have been
given in marriage, and the cer-
emony has been performed by
ignorant justices.

Striet divorse laws are advo-
cated by the W. C. T. U., which
would make it illegal to remarry
within a year after divorce.
Stringent anti-gambling laws are
among the legislative measures
which will be presented by Mrs.
R. P. Donahoo, of Tucumecari,
who is legislative superintendent
of the W. €.
