SANTA FE, N. M., Feb, 2.—
Tweuty poltical jobs for one is
the ‘modest proposal of the Mit-
chell road bill, introduced by the
senator from Union county. The
bill would abolish the 29 county
road superinténdents condemned
by both parties and by Governor
Mechem, and substitute 650 pre-
cinet road superintendents, each
permitted to draw county road
money.

The measure conflicts sharply
with the highway bill introduced
at the request of the state high-
way. eommission and supported
by the state engineer, the com.-
mission  bill reducing the road
pay roll from 29 county superin-
tendents to six district supervis-
ors. i

The republicans, foreseeing the
abolition 'of the mounted police
and other political plums, decided
to make one bold stroke which
would care for party workers in
every eounty in the state.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 31.—Pres-
ident Wilson has denied a recom-
mendation by Attorney General
Palmer that the ten-year sentence
of Eugene V. Debs be commuted
to s.expire next February 12, it
was announced at the White
House today.

No reason for the refusal was
given at the White House. It is
understood the letter reached the
White House only today and was
acted on immediately. Debs, who
has been socialist candidate for
president five times, is serving a
sentence in Atlanta prison for
violating the Espionage alw. It
is understood Palmer in his reec-
ommendation pointed out that
Debs was 65 years old and that
while he may not have been ade-
quately punished he had been
severely punished.

Palmer, it is understood, said
Debs was eligible for parole on
August 11,1922, and that if his
good behavior continues his sen-
tence would normally expire on
December 28, 1925,

As an aid to farmers the bu-
reau of Internal Revenue has pre-
pared a speeial form, 1040F, for
recording sales of live stock, pro-
duee, and summary of income and
expenses. This form should be
attached to the taxpayers’s in-
dividual return on Form 1040 or
1040A. Full instructions-for mak-
ing out the forms are contained
in each.

Under gross income a farmer is
required to include all proceeds
derived from the sale of farm
products whether produced on a
farm or purchased for resale.
When he exchanges his produce
for groceries, clothing, or other
merchandise he must inelude in
his income the value of the arti-
cles received and exchanged.

farm land or rent received for
the use thereof must also be in-

cluded.
Net Income

In determining his net income,
upon which the tax is assessed,
the farmer may deduct all neces-
sary expenses incurred in the op-
eration of his farm duri the
year. These include eost of ecul-
tivation, harvesting, and market-
ing of his crops, the cost of seed
and fertilizer used, amount spent
in repair to farm buildings other
than the dwelling, and to fences
and machinery. The cost of farm
tools used up in the course of the

of revenue measures if the ma-
jority continued their tastics of
delay, the republicans have finally
presented to the legislature th
taxation’ eode prepared by the
revenue commission.

A week ago, Col. D. K. B. Sel-
lers, senate minority floor leader,
announced for the democratic
party that the demoerats would
introduce & revenue code the first
of this week if the republicans
had failed to do so at that time.
He insisted that the public should
have a chance to know the con-
tents of pending legislation in
time to prevent .the passage of
objectionable bills.

The democrats new ex-
pect to push the' consideration of
the matters involved in order that
they may be thoroughly aired be-
fore the people of the state.

It was a
pleasure feo watch them try to eat
these with théir forks, for some, who
were léss adreit than the others,
dropped as many on their plates and
on the way to the mouth as they were
able ‘te get to their mouths.

“Afterward a great silver basin and
8 pitcher of water were brought and
the guests washed theis hands, though
it seems as if there would not be much
scent of meat and grease on them, for
they had touched their food only with

A COMMUNITY OENTER

munity which goes out after ed-
ueational advantages and the de-
termination of making a school
center, Center, Colorado, the
town in question is a familiar
spot to the writer, he having
lived there for over two years,
seven years ago. At that time
they were only a distriet school
of four or five teachér capacity
and were in a campaign to rank
#¥ a high school so that the high
school grades could be tought in
that school. It was a town of
about the size of Elida, and from
the following article you can see
what wonderful strides it has
made in an educational way.

The future of Portales and
Roosevelt county depends large-
ly on her school systems and. ed-
ucational enterprise.

““Center, Colo., & town with a
population of about 800, is an
excellent example of the small
town, or village, used as a con-
solidation point. This consolida-
ted school district was organized
September 18, 1918, by a union
of four rural districts with the
Center district. During 1919-20
another district was added, mak-
ing an area of more than 100,000
acres and a valuation of nearly
$3,500,000. Four hundred and
seventy-eight pupils are taught
by 15 well-qualified teachers;
248 pupils are transported in
eight automobile buses. The av-
erage length of route is 18 miles,
the longest being 22 miles. Each
bus driver receives $40 per month
and the average cost per month

er pupil for transportation is
:3.28.p’l‘pho school has the full 12
grades organized on the 6 and 6
plan.

The service of the school are
extended to adult population of
the community.
