PROCLAMATION
Whereas, a resolution has been 

adopted by the Board of Trustees 
of the Town of Portales, New 
Mexico, setting apart March 30th 
and 31st, 1921, as two days to be 
devoted to cleaning up tjie Town 
of Portales and planting trees 
^herein, and for the general eivie 
improvement of the said Town of 
Portales, New Mexico;

Therefore, the said named days 
March 30th and 31st, 1921, are 
hereby proclaimed and set apart 
for the purposes aforesaid.

It is the intention of said reso­
lution that March 30th be devo­
ted to cleaning the premises of 
the inhabitants of said town from 
all trash, rubbish and garbage; 
and each and every resident of 
the (own is requested and urged 
to gather up all trash, rubbish 
and garbage which may be upon 
his premises and place it in a 
pile at a convenient plaee, and 
the town scavenger will eall and 
haul away sueh garbage and rub­
bish, free of charge to all. The 
town will pay tk«i "Expense of 
such hauling. It is a well known 
fact that if we keep our premises 
clean it will greatly reduce the 
increase of flies and other inseets 
and thereby prevent the spread 
of disease, so that too great im­
portance cannot be placed upon 
having our town entirely clean 
and sanitary, and we trust every 
citizen will cooperate with the 
Town Council in this important 
work.

Nothing adds more to the at­
tractiveness of our town than 
treea. ah rubbery and flowers, and 
with the abundance of water 
which we have in the town, there 
is no excuse for not having trees 
shrubbery and flowers throughout 
the entire town. March 31st has 
been set aside aa the day for the

planting of trees and shrubs, and 
beautifying residence property as 
well as public property in the 
town; and we especially urge 
upon every citizen who does not 
already have sufficient trees and 
shrubs upon his premises, to co­
operate with the Town Board in

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‘No ear* for tuberculosis has 
discovered yet,"  declared Dr 
tea J . Hatfield, managing dir- 

#  of the National Tuberculosis 
tion, in a report received 

.by the New Mexico 
Jealth association, dealing 

with the widespread interest 
which haa been caused by the re­
peated reports of so-called tuber-

enlosis “ cures" which have been
coming from various European 

Klptfei—, such aa Paris, London, 
Borne and Geneva.

“ Everainee 1882," Dr. Hatfield 
Stated'in his report, “  When Rob­
ert Koch discovered the tubercle 
baccillus as a specific cause 
tuberculosis, men and women all 
over the world have been endeav­
oring to find a cure for the dis-
a ggn ,, '

“ So far as I  know, no specific 
remedy or cure for the disease haa 
been found," Dr. Hatfield em­
phatically declared.

“ There have been many honest 
investigators who have spent their 
lives in search of this remedy. 
There have been others who, mis­
taken in their judgment, have 
thought they have found or dis- 

' covered a cure for tuberculosis. 
| There have been others who have 

deliberately set out to play upon 
the victims of tuberculosis by of­
fering them a ‘cure’ which is in 
no sense a specific remedy for the 
disease. In condemnation of this 
last group, too much cannot be 
said. They not only cheat the 
consumptive out of his money, but 
in most instances they cheat him 
out of a chance to live.

“ The only cure known for the 
disease at the present time con­
sists in hygienic living, that is, 
rest, fresh air, good food, com­
ined With food medical treatment, 
»nd a proper mental attitude on 
the part of the patient. Thous­
ands of men and women are today 
walking the streets and doing 
their normal work in life who 
have been cured of tuberculosis by 
this method.

“ To cure tuberculosis by any 
other method requires first of all, 
that the tubercle baecilli embed­
ded in the tissues of the body be 
killed in the body, or that they 
be made innocuous; and second, 
that in accomplishing this end, 
the tissues of the body must re­
main uninjured and the lesions 
caused by the tubercle baecilli 
be bealed.

“ No serum, vaccine,*drug, gas 
inhalant, electrical or other meth­
od of treatment Aas yet been de­
vised that will accomplish these 
ends. I sincerely hope that some 
day such specific method may be 
<found."

In order to prevent the intro­
duction and spread of the alfalfa 
weevil, the sweet potato weevil, 
and the cotton boll weevil and 
pink boll worm, insects which 
may become very serious pests in 
this state if they once get a  firm 
foothold, Governor Mecham has 
issued three quarantine orders 
which can be summarized briefly 
as follows, and which should be 
carefully observed. The Board of 
Regents of the Agricultural Col­
lege ate designated to enforce 
these orders.

Quarantine Order No. 1.—In 
order to restrict the chances of 
introducing the Vlfalfa weevil, 
the importation into the state of 
New Mexico of hay, straw, grain, 
alfalfa seed, nursery stock, veg­
etables or fruit is prohibited from 
the states of Utah and Idaho; the 
counties of Units, Lincoln and 
Sweetwater in Wyoming; Delta, 
Gunnison and Montrose counties 
in Colorado; and Malheur and 
Baker eountias in Oregon.

Quaratine Order No. 2.—In 
order to prevent the introduction 
of the sweet potato weevil, the 
introduction of sweet potatoes 
and of sweet potato plants is pro­
hibited from the states of Texas, 
Louisiana, Florida, Mississippi, 
Georgia, and Alabama.

Quarantine Order No. 3.—In 
order to prevent the introduction 
and < dissemination of the cotton 
boll weevil and pink boll worm, 
the introduction into the state of 
New Mexico of cotton lint, lin- 
ten , waste, sweepings, and sam­
ples of cotton seed, seed cotton, 
cottonseed hulls, cotton ginning

S milling machinery, cotton 
ging, used eotton - pickers’ 
cs, snd all other things and 

materials which have been used 
in connection with growing, har­
vesting, baling, or manufacturing 
of cotton lint or cotton seed is 
prohibited from all states and 
foreign countries except Arizona 
and California. I t also prohibits 
ths importation of corn in the 
shuck or Spanish moss from any 
state where cotton boll weevil ex­
ists and prohibits the'transporta­
tion of cotton seed or seed cotton, 
from any county in New Mexico 
where either of these pests have 
been found, into another county.

On Friday, 
field plowing demonstrations will 
be given on the College farm. 
These meetings will be open to 
anyone who cares to attend.

FAREBES MANUFACTURE
THEIR OWE WOOL

Progress is being made by va­
rious farmers ’ organisations in 
helping to relieve the wool situ­
ation by manufacturing their 
own wool into blankets and 
suiting, according to a report 
coming from the American Farm 
Bureau Federation. Montana has 
directed seven carloads of wool 
to a certain mill to be manufac­
tured into cloth, blankets, and 
robes. Michigan fanners have 
placed orders for approximately 
2000 blankets. The Illinois Agri­
cultural Association is manufact­
uring blankets and bats. The 
Iowa Wool Growers' Association 
has under consideration a pro­
posal fram a reliable mill to ac­
cept Iowa wool at market price 
and return blankets of superior 
quality. Maryland and the New 
England stqtes are also consid­
ering similar action.

Before this is possible, howeyer, 
it is joece—ary for a large number 
of farmers to make their consign­
ments collectively aa no mill can 
afford to devote ita equipment to 
converting a small clip of wool 
into manufactured articles. The 
mills usually repuire a minimum 
order of fromm 500 to 1000 
blankets.

“ I believe that the lack of 
proper care of the tube is res­
ponsible for most of the troubles 
tires users experience. The ob­
servance of a few precautions 
would help wonderfully to elim­
inate these troubles.

“ The absence of sufficient talc 
between casing and tube allows 
the generation of heat which vul­
canizes the tube to the fabric of 
the casing. Then if you attempt 
to remove it, it tears.

“ Much tube splitting is occa­
sioned by the slipping of the tube 
between the casing and the rim, 
which soon results in a ‘pinch’. 
The remedy is eareful applying.

“ The protection of spare tubes 
is a matter that many tire users 
pass over too ightly. Usually 
spare tubes are carried loosely in 
the tool box, where they come in 
contact with grease, oil and tools.

“ The grease and oil greatly Ab­
duce the quality of the rubber, 
while the tools many times chafe 
the tubes and render them unfit 
for use.

“ It seems to me that the whole 
problem of obtaining the great­
est tube mileage resolves itself in­
to the simple matter of exercis­
ing proper care."
