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GARNER URGES FIVE
STATES IN TEXAS
INSTEAD DF;TWO

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Apr. 11,
—Proponents of the plan to di-
vide Texas today found a strong
epdorser in’ Congressman John N.
Garner, of Uvalde, dean of the
Texas congressional delegation,
and chairman of the Texas House
caucus.

Mr, Garner, however, tsrongly
demurred from the plan to divide
Texas into two states. He em-
phatically urged that it be made
into five commonwealths as pro-
vided for in the enabling act ad-
mitting the Lone Star State into
the Union,

Garner’s reasons for creating
five states, are:

It is too large and unwieldy to
continue to form one political unit
and it will grow more cumbersome
as its population grows and its
resources are developed.

It will become increasingly Aiff.
cult from year to year to obtain
the best men for state offices, be-
cause its area is so immense that
none but a rich man ean make a
race for state office, -

Five self-sustaining states could
be formed, each building a con-
stitution to suit its own needs,
each legislating aeccording to its
best interests, where as at pre-
sent interests are so dissimilar
that certain sections feel that they
are continually being diserimna-
ted against, .

Natioanlly, the power of the
government lies in the . United
States Senate. The partition of
Texas would give it ten United
States Senatofs instead of two.

‘‘I would name the states: East
Texas, West Texas, SBouth Texas,
North Texas and Central Texas,”’
Mr. Garner said. ‘‘Never would
I ponsent to the name of Texas
being taken from any of them.
Texas would be preserved-—the
Texas of glorious heritage. . All
would pue to worship at the

shrine of the Alamo and San Ja-

cinto, But it would be a practical
solution of a practical problem—
Texas is too large. g

Garner’s statement, which in
view of his prominence not only
in Texas, but throughout the Na-
tion, is certain to attract much
attention, was made in comment-
ing on recent agitation for a new
state in the western part of Texas.
It is definitely known here that
Mr. Garner has no ambition for
one of the eight new senatorships
that would be made by a five-
state partition. He has repeat.
edly refused to stand for the
Senate from Texas when offered
strong support, and has stated
that when he retires from the
House he wishes to go back to
private life.

It is also known that Mr, Gar-
ner has roughly sketched the bor.
ders of the five proposed states
examined their resources and eon-
fined his belief that each has suf-
ficient resourees to support a state
government. The least populous
of the states he outlined would
have more than,K a half million
population. .

Congressman Garner alsq be-
lieves that development of the
various states formed out of the
parent commonwealth would be
imore rapid, with_gach operating
‘ugder & new dnd up-to-date eon-
stitution, -each forming laws in
aecordance with its speecific needs
and -each with publie officials res-
ponding to the pulse beats of the
new state's ideas.

‘““The plan to have each state
bear the name of Texas, will, I
believe, remove the objection that
has heretofore arisen when the
subject of dividing the state lLias
been brought up,’’ said Mr. Gar-
ner. ‘‘It really amounts to the
creation of five states of Texas|
instead of ome, and it will give
each state what ' all democracies

ence upon the price, Demand is
much more important, The fall in
priee of erude oil is not the result
of any ascertained decline in the
eost of producing it. Nor is it the
result of decreased demand. On
the contrary, the demand is in-
sistently increasing, all over the
world, mueh faster than the sup-
ply is increasing. All authorities
are agreed upon this faet.

e present decline in oil is
abnormal and can only be tempo-
rary. The explanation is, entirely
financial. In the past panies gold
bars have been unshlable while
legal tender greenbacks were
frantically sought at high pre-
miums. This was because credit-
ors could be compelléd to accept
greenbacks when they could not
be eompelled to accept gold bars.

The slump in crude oil in the
mid.eontinent field is enormously
helping the automobile industry
and is rapidly stimulating the
consumption of gasoline. In this
respect the slump is producing its
own cure and forecasting the
recent high
prices, The world is short of the
oil it needs and getting shorter
every day., This can not be said
of any eother commodity.—Wyo.
01l News,
