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Library site is purchased 
way 86, where travelers will be 
able to view the facilities, and 
is located well within the foot-
traffic pattern of the downtown 
area." 

THE DOWNTOWN location 
was a prime factor in selecting 
the library site, Miller expalin-
ed. 

"It has been proven time and 
again that the location of the 
library is the most significant 

factor in attaining the maxi-
mum use and effectiveness of 
the library facilities," he said. 

"Our own situation seems to 
bear out this conslusion," he 
added, "because we have added 
313 new patrons since our li-
brary was moved out of the 
basement of the courthouse last 
February. Book circulation this 
past year exceeded 12,000 vol-
umes, compared with 6,000 in 

1969 and 2,000 as recently ag 
1966. 

"One of the most interesting 
facts about our circulation," 
Miller commented, "has been 
that Wednesday of each week 
has consistently been our bus-
iest day, and this is also double 
stamp day at the local stores. 
It seems people do not go to 
town just to use the library.

The new Castro County Li-
brary will be built on one-eighth 
of a block at the corner of West 
Second and Bedford Streets. 

THE COUNTY commission-
ers' Court purchased the future 
library site from the First State 
Bank of Dimmitt Friday upon 
the recommendation of the Cas-
tro County Library Board and 
with the approval of the Dim-
mitt City Commission. 

The site is the northwest corn-
er of the block directly west of 
the courthouse. Its official des-
cription is Lots 19, 20 and 21 
in Block 99 of the Original Town 
of Dimmitt. The corner lot al-
ready has been cleared of a 
sheet-metal quonset building ori-
ginally owned by Mrs. Lilla-
mae Wright, and a vacant stua-
co building spanning the other 
two lots will be rued this year 
to clear the way for the new 
library. 

Purchase price of the property 
was $25,000, with the city, coun-
ty and several principal donors 
providing the funds. The en-
tire purchase price will be 
matched by funds by the stale. 

THE DEC. 31 purchase end-
ed a Property search during 
which the library b-yard studied 
15 or 20 prospective sites. 

"Although no site was per-
fect. this site was the best 
choice, with all factors consider-
ed." said Jack Miller. 
hneed chairman. "It met more 
of the stated requirements for 
a library than any other site." 

He added, "Before we deckl-
ed en a site all ideas and 
suggestions from the public were 
validly considered, along with

000 damage as they blitz farms 
and crops along a 10-mile tor-
nado alley and caused heavy 
damage to Tex-Hart Grain, Inc., 
just east of Hart. But luckily, 
ro one is killed. 

2. Despite a spring drought, 
summer hail, tornadoes and 
heavy autumn rains, Castro 
County's farmers produce the 
highest average yields in the 
county's history on corn and 
milo.

County Attorney Robert 
Buntyn announced this week 
that he will seek re-election in 
1972, subject to the May G Demo-
cratic primary. 

HE IS currently serving his 
first four-year term as county

"I've tried to do the best 
job I could for the people of 
Castro County, and will continue 
to do so if re-elected," he pledg-
ed.

"The 
nits/ entered into a contract with 
Dimmitt Agri Industries which 
will amortize all the cost of 
these water system improve-
ments in 15 years. The sys-
tem will nay for itself and make 
a profit in the long run, but 
she city was out this money 
to install the new improves 
ments."

It was a year in which Cas-
tro Countians made big news 
with the progress, growth and 
accomplishments they hewed 
from ideas and hard work. 

BUT IT was also a year in 
which the events man couldn't 
control made even bigger news. 

Weather played a major role 
in the county's 1971 history with 
tornadoes, a disastrous blizzard. 
spring drought, summer hail-
storms and autumn downpours 
all contributing to the wacky 
weather picture. 

But despite the hostile ele-
ments, Castro County's people 
pressed onward with a progress 
that has become almost tradi-
tional. They doubled the size 
of their courthouse. They com-
pleted a $10 million corn mill-
ing plant and refinery. They 
brought in huge milo and corn 
crops. They paraded, traveled, 
worshiped, celebrated and rais-
ed funds for hundreds of bene-
ficial uses.  

DIMMITT stood almost alone 
among Panhandle towns in 
population and economic growth. 
The Bobcats fought their way 
to the state basketball tourna-
ment against overwhelming 
odds. The city made major 
expansions of its water and 
sewage service in anticipation 
of future growth. 

But all the news wasn't good.  
There was a drug investigation 
that placed many county youths 
under a pall of suspicion. A 
thousand cattle died in a bliz-
eard. There were tragedies and 
untimely deaths. The cotton 
corp was late and poor. 

Yet, with the Christmas sea-
son and the nearing comple-

The AHIR program is design-
ed to help cattlemen to a pro-
fessional, scientific job of cattle 
breeding by measuring the ec-
onomically important traits of 
a beef cattle herd. After cat-
tle are weighed and graded on 
the farm, the information is 
sent to the association office. 
Special reports are prepared 
and sent regularly to each An-
gus breeder enrolled in the pro-
gram. This gives the breeder 
the weaning and yearling weight 
and grade record of each ani-
mal in his herd as well as the 
lifetime progeny record of their 
sires and dams. 

The AHIR program is the 
fastest growing department in 
the American Angus Association. 
Last year there were 71,899 
weight records recorded by An-
gus breeders, an increase of 
some 20 percent over a year 
earlier.

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any city not complying, the state 
will have the authority to fine 
the city $1,000 a day until it 
does comply." 

New state-federal regulations 
also affect the city's salary 
scales and insurance costs, he 
said. 

"Because of other state and 
federal requirements, we can 
no longer hire anyone without 
a high school education. This 
means salary scales will nec-
essarily be higher," Noble ex-
plained. "Also, insurance re-
quirements for cities are be-
coming stiffer, and costlier." 

THE CITY—which is operat-
ing under a $460,000 budget this 
vear—has prided itself in not 
having had a property-tax rate 
increase since 1960, Noble said. 
But if the sales tax had not 
been passed, the city would have 
had to hike its property tax 
to pay the higher costs of op-
eration. 

"Our tax income has gone up 
some because of the city's nat-
ural growth through the years," 
he said, "but with the rising 
costs, our operation had come 
closer to the break-even point 
every year. We couldn't have 
made it without more money." 

But now, instead of having 
to raise property taxes or 
charge higher fees, the city is 
able to operate without a tax 
hike, and can actually cut some 
fees as a result of the new sales-
tax income. he said. 

"TWO WEEKS ago the corn-
missicn voted to drop the night 
watchman's fee," Noble said. 
"and they're thinking about try-
ing to drop the minimum water 
charge by 50 cents." 

"The point I'm trying to 
make." Noble told the Lions, 
"is that this sales-tax income 
isn't extra money that we have 
to look around for extra places 
to spend. The places are al-
ready there. This money will 
let the city keep up with rising 
costs and new requirements 
without having to raise 	the 
property tax rate."

but they use the library while 
they are in town attending to 
other business." 

WHAT'S THE next step to-
ward the construction of the 
new library? 

"Now that the site has been 
selected." Miller said, "our 
architects— Rittenberry & As-
sociates of Amarillo—will pre-
pare the preliminary sketches 
of the proposed floor plan and 
design of the building. The li-
brary board, county and city 
will then approve the plans or 
amend them to our satisfaction, 
and sumbit them to the state 
for final approval At this point 
we will be ready to take bids 
and let the contract for con-
struction." 

A major portion of the con-
struction money is already as-
sured through a gift of stocks 
in 1970 by Mrs. Tylene Perry 
of Plainview, long-time patron 
of the local library. The stocks 
which Mrs. Perry gave current-
ly are valued at approximately 
$110,000. Additional funds will 
be provided by the state and 
through a local fund drive later 
this year, Miller said.
