And starting Monday City of 
Dimmitt garbage crews will col-
lect all newspapers bundled and 
placed in city alleys, and will 
deliver them to the Panhandle 
Compress. 

HERE'S HOW TO recycle 
your old newspapers and take 
part in the fund drive: 

If you live inside the city of 
Dimmitt, keep your old news-
papers separate from your other 
trash. Bundle them together 
with twine and set them in the 
alley before your regular trash 
pick-up day next week. 

A city flatbed truck—the one 
that usually is used for grass 
clippings and tree trimmings—
will pick them up and deliver 
them to the Panhandle Com-
press. (And don't complain if 
the city doesn't pick up your 
grass clippings until later.) 

If you can't bundle your news-
papers with twine, or if you 
miss the city truck, take your 
papers to the Dimmitt Fire Sta-
tion anytime before Sept. 16. 

IF YOU LIVE in hr around 
Hart, bundle your papers and 
take them to the Hart City Hall, 
then sign the register there. 

If you live in Sunnyside, take 
your used papers to the Sun-
nyside Baptist Church and set 
them inside the hallway door. 

If you live anywhere else in 
the county and want to take 
part in the drive, deliver your 
napers to the Dimmitt Fire Sta-
tion before Sept. 16. 

The drive is for newspapers 
only. Campaign workers said 
the recycling plant does not 
take magazines.

It can help buy 
en artificial kidney machine to 
keep a 20-year-old Brov,nfield 
man alive. 

CASTRO Countians are join- 
ing residents throughout 	the 
Panhandle-Plains area this week 
in saving their old newspapers 
to sell to a newsprint recycling 
plant in Amarillo. The used 
papers will bring $8 per ton. 

Proceeds of the drive will go 
to Jerry Wilson of Brownfield. 
A victim of nephritis. Wilson 
has lost the use of both his 
kidneys and must depend on a 
dialysis maching to stay alive. 
It's the same type machine 
which Elvon DeVaney of Dim-
mitt used for 18 months before 
his successful kidney transplant 
in 1971. 

Wilson, who is now in John 
Sealy Hospital in Galveston, is 
already partially blind as a re-
sult of his disease. He and his 
wife are expecting a baby soon. 

PEOPLE in Brownfield res-
oonded to Wilson's plight and 
located a used dialysis machine 
in Levelland which can be pur-
chased for $1,000. They start-
ed the area-wide newspaper re-
cycling campaign to finance the 
machine. 

Heading up the drive in Cas-
tro County communities are 
Elvon DeVaney and Chuck 
Braafladt in Dimmitt, Mrs. L. 
C. McLain in Hart and Mrs. 
Ezell Sadler in Sunnyside. 

County-wide public school en-
rollment is still increasing, but 
totals remain below those of 
1971, according to county school 
officials. 

SUPT. Charlie White said 
Dimmitt's enrollment stood at 
1.789 students at the close of 
school Friday. Although that's 
an increase of 162 over first-
day enrollment, it still lags be-
hind last year's Oct. 1 total of 
1,952. 

"Enrollment should keep in-
creasing for the next month to 
six weeks," White said. "I pre-
dieted 1.852 students for this 
year and we're still below that 
number. I don't know why en-
rollment is down. and we were 
not expecting it." 

"Ycu can't point to any one 
grade though—it's all up and 
down the grades," White con-
tinued. 

ACCORDING to White's fig-
ures, the biggest drop in stu-
dent enrollment is in high 
school. Of the 1971-72 junior 
class of 91 students, only 68 are 
enrolled as seniors this y ear. 
The 1971-72 sophomore class 
numbering 124 has dropped to 
99 members this year. 

"The biggest reason we can 
pinpoint for decreased enroll-
ment in these two grades is 
marriage and parents moving," 
White explained. 	"We found 
that 38 high school students were 
married or had moved this sum-
mer and are not enrolled here 
this fall." 

THE HART superintendent's 
office counted 690 students Tues-
day, an increase of 41 over the 
first day of school. The drop 
in enrcllment also shows up at 
Hart where 759 studerOs were 
enrolled Oct. 1, 1971. 

Enrollment figures are expect-
ed to fluctuate at Hart for the 
next month as migrant farm 
workers move into the county 

The Dimmitt Industrial Foun-
dation, Inc., came a step clos-
er to reality Friday night when 
22 local men voted to accept the 
proposed articles of incorpora-
tion. 

JACK Miller, attorney who 
drew up the proposed charter, 
explained that the non-profit 
corporation could serve many 
functions in its efforts to attract 
new industry to Castro County. 
The charter would empower 

the foundation to make con-
tracts "of every kind and des-
cription," to borrow or raise 
money, to lend money. to buy 
land. and to build and expand 
plants for lease or sale, Miller 
explained. 

Initial (-Been of the founds-
ticn are five of its originators— 
Ralph Glover, president: 	Dr. 
David Bechtol and Bob Caddell, 
vice-presidents; E. B. Noble, 
secretary; and Jimmy Floss, 
registered agent. 

DR. BECHTOL, who is presi-
dent of the Chamber of Com-
merce, explained that the sig-
natures of 25 persons will be 
needed to form the corporation. 

Glover said these 25 mem-
bers of record "wilt primarily 
be workers to raise money when 
it's needed—not necessarily to 
out uo the money." 

The foundation could negotiate 
with any private or government 
ageney to secure loans to help 
new industries loeate here or 
Present industries expand. Mil-
ler said. 

MENTIONED 	specifically 
during the meeting was 	the 
Small Business Administration; 
which guarantees business loans 
up to $350,000 for eligible busi-
nesses or industries. 

Those attending the public 
meeting adopted a motion made 
bp Bob McLean and seconded 
by Fred Bruegel Jr. to organize 
and accept tie proposed articles 
of incorporation. 

Dr. Bechtol said that an or- 
ganizational meeting will 	be 
held later to adopt by-laws, and 
that the Chamber of Commerce 
will pay the expenses of incor-
porating. 

Elbert Day Newton of Truth 
cr Ccnsequences, N.M.—a form-
er long-time Dimmitt resident 
—was one of at least two per-
sons who died in a flash flood 
at Hillsboro, N.M. Sunday. 

NEWTON, a motel owner 
whose hobby was playing the 
fiddle, had performed at a 
dance Saturday night in Hills-
boro, shortly before flash flood 
waters on Percha Creek crash-
ed through the village in south-
western New Mexico. The rush 
of water struck shortly after 
midnight, causing an estimated 
$200,000 damage. 

Newton's body was found six 
miles east of Hillsboro. Earlier, 
searchers had located his car 
two miles frcm town, overturn-
ed in the water and filled with 
sand. 

One other man is known to 
have died in the flood, and 
searchers were looking for four 
mire persons listed as missing. 

MEMORIAL services for Mr. 
Newton were held Monday af-
ternoon in the French Mortuary 
Chapel in Truth or Conse-
quences, then his body was re-
turned here for burial. 

Funeral services were con-
ducted at the First United 
Methodist Church of Dimmitt at 
3 p.m. Wednesday, with Rev. 
Jim T. Pickens, pastor, officiat-
ing. Burial was in Castrc Me-
morial Gardens, under the dir-
ection of Dennis Funeral Home. 

Born March 7, 1913, in Big 
Soring. Mr. Newton lived in 
Dimmitt from 1929 to 1955. He 
farmed west of Dimmitt for 
many years. 

HE IS survived by his wife, 
Genevea; three brothers G. T 
of Seminole, Homer of Dimmitt 
and Thelbert of Texline; two 
sisters, Ola Davis of Hereford 
and Ivey Jackson of Dimmitt; 
and two stepchildren, Hugh 0-
burn of Houston and Barbara 
Horton of Mera Loma, Calif. 

Active pallbearers were De-
roy Cates, Brad Fulfer, Joe But-
ler, Kenneth Jackson, Edd Wil-
son and Ben Merrill.

ALL THREE were victims of 
a car-trailer wreck Aug. 25 at 
a dirt-road intersection 	near 
Arney, in northeastern Castro 
County. Four persons died in 
the crash, but until last Wed-
nesday night the only one iden-
tified was Mrs. Ruben Garza 
of Amarillo. 

The three unidentified men—
all illegal aliens from Mexico—
were passengers in the Garza 
car, which collided with 	an 
empty ammonia tank-trailer. 

After the fatal accident, offi-
cers could find no identification 
on the three young men. The 
car's driver, Ruben Garza told 
officers later that he had met 
the men only that morning and 
didn't know their names. They

Rcdriquez-Ortiz was buried 
last Thursday morning as sched-
uled. Services for the other 
two young men were postponed 
until Friday, after the arrival 
of Vasquez's family. 

A SMALL crowd of sympa-
thetic persons here attended ros-
ary services for the young men 
in the Immaculate Conception 
Church. Father Raphael Cl:en 
officiated. Burial was in Cas-
tro Memorial Gardens. 

For the young men's families, 
grief was mixed with gratitude 
for the efforts of local authori- 
ties to notify them of 	their 
sons' deaths. 

"They were very appreciative 
of our efforts to locate them," 
DeVaney said. "The Rodriquez-
Ortiz boy's mother and father 
couldn't come to his funeral, 
but they asked us to give their 
son a good Catholic burial, and 
told us we were welcome in 
their home at any time 

HE ADDED. "I just figured 
if I were in their shoes—if some-
thing like thet happened to my 
c-n—I would appreciate the 
local officials doing all 	they 
could to find me."
