Shows Increase
DALLAS, Oct. 26 (Spc.)—P rop­

erty  or ad valorem  taxes levied 
upon Texas oil producers showed 
substantial increases last year, 
while levies on all o ther taxable
properties w ere in m any instances 
reduced, according to a report just 
issued by The Texas M id-Conti­
nent Oil and Gas association.

Analysis of ad valorem  tax  
levies in 56 Texas counties for the 
year 1936, com pared w ith 1935, 
showed that taxes pa.d by oil p ro ­
ducers increased $1,395,172 while 
levies on all o ther property  va lu ­
ations showed a net decrease of 
$449,627.

The report shows th a t oil p rop­
erty  taxes in Brazoria county in ­
creased $169,000, while o ther 
property  taxes decreased $3,000; 
in Pecos county oil taxes increased 
$146.000 while o ther taxes de­
creased $125,000; in Cham bers 
county oil taxes increased $120,- 
000 w ith o ther levies showing a 
decrease of $29,000. A dditional 
county figures, taken  from  local 
tax  records, showed a large num ­
ber of sim ilar comparisons.

NEW YORK. Oct. 26 (S pc).— 
Sim ultaneously w ith the  announce­
ment of its new 1938 passenger 
cars, now being displayed in 9,- 
600 dealer showrooms throughout 
the United States, C hevrolet today 
m ade public its new prices. They 
represent an increase ranging from  
3.4 per cent to 5 per cent, or in 
dollars, of S26 to $34 p er model.

ex tra  charge to the  buyer.

The increase bears out the  sta te ­
ment m ade by M E. Coyle, G en­
eral M anager of the C hevrolet D i­
vision of G eneral M otors, before 
the com pany's N ational Sales con­
vention last m onth. Addressing 
the field w holesale organization, 
Mr. Coyle asserted  th a t the fo rth ­
coming new  models w ould be in ­
troduced a t an increase in  price 
due to the steady advance in  m an­
ufacturing costs.
