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King says

"We have put the monkey on 
Ronald Reagan's back. He 
now has the opportunity to let 
farmers decide their own 
destiny, to decide if they want 
to have a chance to have a 
profit in agriculture." 

That's 	Carl 	King's 
assessment of the 1985 Farm 
Bill that was passed out of the 
US House Agriculture 
Committee last week, which 
could be voted on as early as 
today or Friday. 

Included in the final version 
of the bill passed out of the 
committee is an amendment 
presented by Rep Berkley 
Bedell (D-Iowa) that would 
give farmers a chance to join in 
a voluntary certificate 
program that has been pushed 
by King and other farm group 
leaders for several months. 

The program, as explained in 
the amendment, would offer a 
non-recourse loan of at least 
$4.50 per bushel for wheat and 
$3.25 per bushel for corn for 
each of the fiscal years 1986 
through 1989, and marketing 
certificates equal to the

All wheat and feed grains 
that are sold domestically 
would have to be accompanied 
by a non-transferable 
marketing certificate. Pro-
ducers who do not participate 
in the program may plant their 
entire wheat or feed grain 
acreage base, but would not 
receive a marketing certificate 
for their crops and would have 
to consume their own produc-
tion on their own farm, or could 
sell the grain for export on the 
open market at world prices. 
Certified grains would, if 

exported, be entitled to a sub-
sidy equal to the difference bet-
ween its domestic market value 
and the world price. The sub-
sidy would be either an in-kind 
payment from CCC stocks or in 
cash. 

The amendment, according 
to figures supplied by Bedell, 
would save $5.2 billion over FY

to Cabot in September, 1984, 
for what the plaintiffs say was 
"an exceedingly high price and 
at a great and unconscionable 
profit" because of the profit 
potential of the 1983 contract. 

The suit contends the con-
tract has since been used to 
restrain trade and set natural 
gas prices at a level higher 
than Energas could have pur-
chased from other sources. 

GAO ready to 
slap TRLA hands 

The suit also claims Cabot 
had affiliate companies take 
gas supply contracts from 
Westar and later "resell to 
Westar some of the gas under 
those contracts at increased 
prices over those obtained from 
the producers. 

The Legal Services Corp., the 
parent of Texas Rural Legal 
Aid, and the Government Ac-
counting Office have found 
TIILA could be guilty of some 
wrongdoing in the formation of 
what a preliminary report 
terms a "mirror company." 

US Rep. Larry Combest 
made public a report from the 
GAO that charges the Texas 
Rural Legal Foundation is a

All of the plaintiffs had 
worked through the organiza-
tions to try to find a cheaper 
source of natural gas for ag 
users. The plaintiffs claim they 
found a source much cheaper 
than what was available 
through the Cabot system, but 
the Cabot refused to ship the 
gas through its pipelines, 
prompting the suit. 

The suit contends Cabot is in 
violation of state and federal 
antitrust laws by restricting 
trade and fixing gas prices. 
Elliott said Cabot is restricting 
natural gas supplies to the 
West Texas Transmission 
System and trying to mono-
polize gas transmissions 
through the system. 

The plaintiffs also claim the 
defendants are in violation of 
state laws regarding the 
transmission of gas and duties 
owed in transmission. 

The suit alleges the viola-
tions stem from an October, 
1983 agreement between 
Pioneer Corp. and Energas Co. 
that sets price and price set-
ting mechanisms for natural 
gas in West Texas for the next 
15 years. 

Pioneer sold Westar, which 
had the contract with Energas, 

(Readings recorded at 7 a.m. daily for 
the preceding 24 hours.) 
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An ongoing effort to find a 
source of cheaper natural gas 
for this region, especially for 
agricultural gas users, has 
resulted in an antitrust suit fil-
ed against Cabot Corp. and 
three other related companies. 

The suit was filed in US 
District Court in Lubbock ac-
cording to James Elliott of 
Witherspoon, Akin and 
Langley law firm of Hereford. 

Defendants in the suit, which 
could be certified as a class ac-
tion and include about 1 
million consumers in the West 
Texas Transmission System, 
include Cabot, Westar 
Transmission Co. and 
Cranberry Pipeline Corp., all 
based in Delaware, and Gas 
Transmission Co. of Texas. 

The plaintiffs include Carl 
King of Dimmitt, Texas Corn 
Growers Association, Texas 
Corn Producers Board, Texas 
Agricultural Energy Users 
Association, Texas Sugar Beet 
Growers Association and its 
president, Bill Clevinger of 
Wildorado, Irrigation Gas 
Users Association, Bill Rigler 
of Plainview, Virgil Marsh of 
Deaf Smith County, Hereford 
Feedyards and Bar G

as long as it was separate and 
apart from TRLA and had no 
ties to the organization," said 
Trudi Lewis of Combest's 
Washington office. "The 
preliminary report has found 
they are indeed mirror corpora-
tions and are not operating 
separately as they should be 
under the guidelines and rules 
prescribed by LSC." 

"Because of the ongoing ac-
tivities of TRLA, the final in-
vestigation is continuing," 
Combest said. "They continue 
to file lawsuits, including class 
actions, in Hereford and the 
surrounding areas. This GAO 
report further demonstrates 
that corrective measures are 
necessary to thwart these ac-
tions by TRLA. 

"The report also reveals yet 
another example of LSC's in-
ability to properly control the 
activities of its subsidiaries," 
Combest continued. "People 
desire to have their tax dollars 
used responsibly and efficient-
ly, and the misuse by TRLA is 
intolerable. 

"TRLA's counterproductive 
actions must stop and this 
critical situation must be 
resolved. Long term preventive 
measures in the form of legisla-
tion must be adopted if we are 
to eliminate the current un-
necessary problems resulting 
from TRLA activities." 

Lewis said it could be some 
time before the investigation 
by GAO is final because of the 
ongoing TRLA lawsuits and 
other activities.

that two representatives, our 
own Larry Combest and 
Charles Stenholm, voted 
against both of our amend- 
ments," King said. 	"The 
original amendment would 
have made the program man-
datory, and it failed 22-19 with 
one committee member voting 
`Present.' If we get those three 
votes, (ag committee chairman) 
Kika De La Garza had already 
told us he would vote in favor 
of the mandatory program." 

"Well, we have a lot of 
problems with the Bedell 
amendment," said Frank 
Morrison, Rep. Combest's 
agricultural 	aide 	in 
Washington. "We have some 
questions that Larry has 
brought up and some questions 
that were brought up by some 
other folks, regarding how the 
program would work in reality. 

"The idea of providing 
certificates for production is 
going to bring about and 
extensive and expensive 
policing program for the 
certificates themselves. When 
you have an artificial, high 
price, which you would under 
this program, you will have an 
incentive for people to try to 
find a way around the program, 
and that's probably going to be 
from 	people 	forging 
certificates. 

"The congressman is also 
concerned about the provision 
that would require producers 
not in the program to consume 
their own grain, such as 
feeding it to their own 
livestock. They can do that in 
the Midwest where a lot of 
producers have a large feeding 
operation on their property, 
but you can't do that in our 
district, because many of the 
large feedlots buy their grain 
on the open market. That will 
give the Midwestern producer 
a big economic advantage over 
our cattle producers. 

"We're also very concerned 
about the Administration's 
position, and what the Presi-
dent has already said he would 
do, which is to veto the farm 
bill if there is a mandatory 
reduction. Tom Foley 
(D-Wash., vice-chairman of the 
House ag committee) has told 
us he doesn't think it will pass 
the House with the Bedell 
amendment attached. 

"Combest is not bending to 
the Administration's position, 
but we've got to have 
something workable to the 
farmer, and soon. We don't 
want to have spent all of this 
time working on something the 
Administration is going to 
veto. 

"We see some other ways to 
increase the income for the 
farmer, mainly the marketing 
loan program developed by 
Rep. Arlen Stangeland 
(R-Minn.). If the Congress and 
the Administration can work 
together on this, then it will be 
a more plausible solution than 
mandatory controls." 

"Texas Corn Growers and 
other farm groups have won 
the first round," King said, 
"but we still have a fight on 
our hands. There will be a big 
fight against this on the House 
floor, and (Sen. Jesse) Helms 
will try to shoot it down in the 
Senate. 	I'm sure the Ad-
ministration will fight it all 
they can. 

"Another fight we have is to 
try and block any continuing 
resolutions on the floor to ex-
tend the current farm program. 
I have assurances from (House 
Majority Leader) Jim Wright 
that we won't get a continuing 
resolution, because it's already 
proven it won't work. Farmers 
are going broke all around. 

"But we may be all singing 
'Jingle Bells' before we have a 
farm bill passed." 

"We want to urge all parents 
to attend any of the meetings," 
said school Supt.

After the teams traded 
punts, Dimmitt started a drive 
with 8:31 left in the game that 
would eventually lead to the 
winning touchdown. 

Beginning at their own 23, 
the Bobcats swept to the 
Longhorn 41, where they came 
up inches short after a fourth 
down plunge by Arce, who 
picked up 22 of the 36 yards on 
five carries. The Longhorns 
picked up eight yards, and, on 
fourth down, had a bad snap on 
a fumble that was recovered by 
Durham at the Lockney 27.

Woody Glass. 

Glass, who picked up 49 
yards on 15 carries, helped 
bolster the Dimmitt running 
attack by running the option to 
perfection with tailback Cruz 
Arce, who had to stay in the 
backfield the whole second half 
after Warren McDonald, who 
had been alternating at 
tailback with Arce, was injured 
on the opening kickoff of the 
second half. 

Arce had 70 yards on 15 car-
ries, combining with Glass on 
outside dashes as the inside 
game of fullback Mark 
Smothermon was cut off by the 
Lockney defense. 

After a scoreless first 
quarter, the Bobcats drove 
from their own 49 to the 
Lockney 5, but the Longhorn 
defense stiffened and Todd 
Durham converted a 26-yard 
into-the-wind field goal to put 
the Bobcats ahead, 3-0. 

Four plays later, Joe Torrez 
punted from his own 19, but 
the kick went off the side of his 
foot, giving the Bobcats ex-
cellent field position at the 
Longhorn 44. Aided by two 
crucial Lockney penalties, 
Dimmitt scored five plays 
later. 

The Bobcats gained eight 
yards on their first three plays 
of the drive, then Lockney

Arce broke for a 15-yard gain 
on first down, then an illegal 
procedure call against the 
Longhorns gave Dimmitt first-
and-five at the Lockney 11. 

Two illegal procedure calls 
moved the Bobcats back to the 
Longhorn 21, but Glass then 
hooked up with split end Ben 
Benton for his only pass com-
pletion of the night. Benton 
caught the ball at the two, then 
weaved around Longhorn John 
Torrez and scooted into the 
corner of the end zone. 

Durham's PAT put Dimmitt 
ahead, 10-0, with 6:06 left in 
the first half. 

Lockney then went on its on-
ly sustained march of the 
night, starting at its own 22 
and moving to the Dimmitt 4. 
They didn't score, but the drive 
set up the Longhorns first 
touchdown. 

The Longhorns mixed 47 
rushing yards from quarter-
back Steven Cates and 
halfbacks Matt Mitchell and 
Tony Banda with a 23-yard 
pass from Cates to fullback 
Dickie Hernandez to push deep 
into Dimmitt territory, but on 
second and goal from the four, 
Lockney fumbled the football 
away. Glass recovered on the 
Dimmitt two.

The amendment 
would provide that courts and judges 
in existence at the time of its adop-
tion remain in existence until other-
wise provided by law.

House Joint Resolution 19 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would authorize the legislature 
to provide for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds, the proceeds 
of which would be deposited in a 
fund to be known as the farm and 
ranch finance program fund.

Any legislative enact-
ment permitting the expenditure of 
funds for such purposes would au-
thorize the city or town to fix a lien 
on the property, with the owners' 
consent, for the cost of relocating or 
replacing the water laterals, and 
would provide that such cost shall 
be assessed against the property, 
with repayment by the property 
owner to be amortized over a period 
not to exceed five years at the rate 
of interest set by law.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

Sections 1 and 2 of House Joint 
Resolution 6 propose a constitution-
al amendment that would authorize 
the Texas Water Development 
Board to issue an additional $980 
million of Texas Water Develop-
ment bonds. 

The additional bonds to be issued 
will be dedicated for deposit in the 
Texas Water Development Fund, 
with $190 million of those bond pro-
ceeds to be used for water supply 
loans and facilities acquisition and 
with $400 million of those bond pro-
leeds to be used for state participa-
tion in the acquisition and develop-
ment of facilities for storage, 
transmission, transportation, and 
treatment of water and wastewater. 
Of the remaining bonds authorized, 
$190 million will be dedicated for 
use in water quality enhancement 
projects, and $200 million will be 
dedicated exclusively for flood con-
trol projects. 

The amendment would also allow 
the legislature to provide for the 
creation, administration, and imple-
mentation of a bond insurance pro-
gram to which the state pledges up 
to $250 million of its general credit 
to insure payment of the principal 
of and interest on bonds or other 
obligations issued by political sub-
divisions of the state for water con-
servation, water development, water 
quality enhancement, flood control, 
drainage, recharge, chloride control 
or desalinization. Unless authorized 
to continue by a two-thirds vote of 
the members of each house of the 
Legislature, the bond insurance pro-
gram will expire on the sixth anni-
versary of the date on which this 
section becomes a part of the con-
stitution, Bond insurance issued be-
fore expiration of the program will 
not be affected by such expiration. 

The amendment would authorize 
the legislature to create and appro-
priate money to special funds in the 
state treasury to make grants, loans, 
and other financial assistance avail-
able to governmental entities for 
certain enumerated water planning 
purposes. Also, the legislature would 
be permitted to extend the benefits 
of constitutionally approved water 
projects to nonprofit water supply 
corporations. 

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment to 
authorize the issuance of an addi-
tional $980 million of Texas Wa-
ter Development Bonds, to create 
special water funds for water 
conservation, water development, 
water quality enhancement, flood 
control, drainage, subsidence con-
trol, recharge, chloride control, 
agricultural soil and water con-
servation, and desalinization, to 
authorize a bond insurance pro-
gram, and to clarify the purposes 
for which Texas Water Develop-
ment Bonds may be issued." 

PROPOSTION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 27 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would abolish the office of 
County Treasurer in Andrews 
County and transfer the powers and 
duties of that office to the County 
Auditor. The amendment would also 
abolish the office of County Trea-
surer in El Paso County if, at the 
statewide election at which this 
amendment is submitted to the vot-
ers, a majority of the voters who 
vote in El Paso County favor the 
amendment. The functions of the 
office of El Paso County Treasurer 
will be performed by a person em-
ployed or designated by the El Paso 
County Commissioners Court. The 
amendment also provides for the 
abolition of the office of County 
Surveyor in Denton, Randall, Col-
lin, Dallas, El Paso, and Henderson 
Counties upon approval of such 
abolition by a majority of the voters 
who vote on the question at an elec-
tion called by the commissioners 
court of the county. If the office of 
County Surveyor is abolished in any 
county, the commissioners court may 
employ or contract with any quali-
fied person to perform the duties of 
the office.

(1) the abolition of the office 
of county treasurer in Andrews 
County and El Paso County; 

(2) the abolition of the office 
of county surveyor in Collin, Dal-
las, Denton, El Paso, Henderson, 
and Randall Counties."

Senate Joint Resolution 10 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would grant the Texas Su-
preme Court and the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals jurisdiction to 
answer questions of state law cer-
tified from federal appellate courts.

Senate Joint Resolution 9 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that would grant an additional $500 
million in bonding authority to the 
Veterans' Land Board for the vet-
erans' housing assistance program. 
Under the current constitution, the 
Veterans' Land Board is authorized 
by Article III, Section 49-b-1 to
