The public safety director an-
nounced that ‘Operation Death-
watch” will be in effect during
holidays. During this period, he ex-

Col. Homer Garrison, Jr. says,

pecially alert during this period and
enjoy safe holiday travel over our
fine highway system.””

A review of the factors involving
fatal traffic crashes during the
Christmas-New Year period indi-
cates excessive speed figured in
29.8 per cent of them, at least one
driver had been drinking in 26.9
per cent, and a pedestrian viola-
tion was involved in 11.5 per cent.

No room for a person like the
West Texas farmer exists in the
Soviet system of government,- Dr.
Jerry Dawson, head of the history
department at Wayland Baptist
College, told some 45 tea-
chers attending the December
Plains American Heritage meeting
in Plainview. Attending from Dim-~
mitt were Paul Hilburn, Mrs. Avis
Smith, S. T. Newman, and W.T.
Elliott.

Anyone who has the leadership
necessary to manage men an
capital, such as many farmers of
this area have, would face exter-
mination in Russia because they
would be a threat to Russian
authority, asserted Dr. Dawson.
Pointing out the lack of leadership
among the Russian people, Dr.
Dawson continued, ‘‘One of the
greatest faults in the Russian sy-
stem is that no single educated
group is able to step forward to
support and preserve their ideals.”

In 1943 Stalin admitted that 10
million people had perished in pur-
ges since he came to power and
no single person or group was will-
ing to assert any authority to stop
him, pointed out Dr. Dawson.

‘“Many times in their history, the
Russian people have been promis-
ed freec’lom, ownership of land and
government by the people, but be-
fore they have ever had opportun-
ity to taste a new way of life,
the promises have been withdrawn,
and no group has challenged the
leaders who did not keep their
word.”’

In seeking their freedom, the
people have sometimes used ter-
rorist tactics.” At the time in
American history when we were
worried about slavery and expan-
sion to the West, the Russian pea-
sants were concerned about terror-
izing their government in an at-
tempt to get thgir freedom,” -he
continued. ‘“The terrorists Kkilled
some 350,000 people associated with
the government during a period of
some 30 years.”

Challenging the teachers, Dr.
Dawson said, “If people like you
ever cease to tell young people
about their responsibilities and
freedom, then we will lose our way
of life. We must continue to trans-
mit our American heritage from
the past to the present, from the
present to the future, without los-
ing integrity of the movement and
ideals that make us great.”

Offer Variety In
Yule Decorations

You can easily force spring

" flowering bulbs to get continuous

bloom throughout the holiday sea-
son and late winter.

Narecissi, hyacinths, tulips and
crocuses can be potted for flower-
ing. Use only bulbs of best quality.
Set them in shallow pots contain-
ing soil with good water-holding
capacity and drainage. A satisfac-
tory soil mixture is three parts
good garden loam, one part organic
matter and two parts sand. Fill the
pot with soil to one-half inch be-
low the rim, leaving the tips of
bulbs barely exposed.

Plant hyacinths and narcissi as
close together as you can, For tu-
lips, plant five or six bulbs in a five-
inch pot.

Place the pots in a cool place at
40-50 degrees. The soil must be
moist while in storage. When the
roots are well developed, bring the
pots into a warm room for forcing.
The plants grow best in full sun
and in moderately moist soil.

‘When the plants are in full bloom,
remove them from the sun to a
bright location., The flowers will
last longer if you keep them in a
fairly cool place.

Screwworms
Decrease

The number of screwworm in-
festations being detected in the
Southwest is steadily declining and
screwworm eradication workers are
marshalling all available forces to
overwhelm the livestock pest this
winter and bring about eradication.

Texas farmers and ranchers have
been detecting less than 100 cases
per week; at the same time, pro-
duction and release of sterile screw-
worm flies is reaching all-time high
proportions. Last week, nearly 150
million flies were released.

During November, livestock pro-
ducers in 84 Texas counties report-
ed 860 screwworm cases. During
the same month last year, 2,710
infestations from 163 counties were
recorded.

Cold weather has apparently dri-
ven most of the native secrewworm
flies into the South Texas Plains

: | area, where they can normally sur-

vive the winter, program officials
said. They expect, however, that
oceasional eases will occur outside
‘“‘overwintering area.’”’

A further reduction in screwworm
cases because of high, sterile fly
production and weather unfavora-
ble for secrewworm survival, should
speed the arrival of the day when
the insect will be extinct in the
Southwest, eradication workers de-
clare. Assistance from farmers and
ranchers, who treat livestock
wounds and infestations and report
screwworm cases, will allow that
time to come even faster, they said

Considerable income tax savings
may be gained by spending a little
time reviewing your farm records
now, says C. H. Bates, farm man-
agement specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.

A farmer’s or ranchman’s net
income may vary considerably
from year to year due to fluctua-
tion in yields, changes in price and
production costs, he explains. How-
ever, some planning by the tax-
payer who pays by cash, as the
farmer does, can help level out
year to year income and save tax
dollars, according to the specialist.

The producer must study business
records before the end of December
and make an estimate of the tax-
able income. If the prospects for
taxable income appear to be high,
the taxpayer may reduce it by
paying for needed business items
before the end of December, says
Bates. Repair parts for machinery,
paints, seed, tires, and reasonable
amounts of feruhzer are some item
which may be paid for in advance.

If the taxable income prospects
point to a rather low figure for
the year, the process should be
reversed and steps taken to in-
crease income as much as possible.
This can be done by obtaining pay-
ment for all products sold through
December and carrying some re-
pair and other maintenance costs
over to January, with the hopes
that next year’s income may be
more favorable.

Some farmers pay more taxes
than they should because they fail
to take advantage of depeciation on
purchased livestock, Bates contin-
ues. Depreciation also provides an
important tax management oppor-
tunity since new purchases of equip-
met items, irrigation facilities and
similar terms may be subjected to
the 20 percent first year deprecia-
tion. Assests having a six-year use-
ful life, and not in the real estate
category are usually eligible for
this treatment, says Bates.

They’re beauties, aren’t they—the
bike, the gun? But do you under-
stand the new responsibility they
impose? They imply that you're
well on the way to growing up.

When your parents gave you the
bike, it was an expression of their
respect for your understanding of
traffic rules and signals.

They’re betting your judgement
is mature enough that you will
ride only on the right side of the
street with the flow of traffic, and
that you will always walk your
bike through heavy traffic.

Your parents—by their gift to
you—demonstrated their belief that
you have enough discretion to light
up the bike when night-riding, not
to ride double, and never hitch a
ride behind a car.

They're counting on you to give
proper hand signals and to ride
single file when out with your
bike—owning buddies.

If you got a gun for Christmas,
your parents are-in effect-saying
the same thing; that they trust
your judgment and common sense.

They know a gun is the weapon
of a man, or a bright lad well
along toward manhood.

If your parents are right, you
will treat every gun as though it
were loaded. You’ll unload yours
when it isn’t in use, and you’ll be
constantly alert to muzzle direction
when handling it.

A man who knows guns is al-
ways sure of his target before he
shoots, and he never points at any-
thing he doesn’t intend to  kill.
Such a man has better judgment
than to climb a tree or a fence with
a loaded weapon.

A skilled gun handler like you
want to become never shoots with-
out checking the barrel for ob-
structions, and never shoots at flat
hard surfaces or at water because
of the possibility of ricochet. He
stores his ammunition and his gun
separately to avoid accidents.

It takes intelligence and good
judgment to follow the rules of
bicycle and gun safety, to live up
to the responsibilities ownership
imposes.

Live Christmas Trees
Are Widely Used
Throughout Country

Live Christmas trees are widely
used throughout the country, but
many of them die because they are
not properly planted, or cared for
while in the house.

A live tree will be delivered with
the roots wrapped in burlap. Place
the tree in a tub and pour cold
water over the ball. After it has
been well soaked, wrap the ball in
a plastic sheet and tie it loosely
around the tree.

Occasionally open the plastic and
add more water and be sure to keep
it away from the heat of a radiator.

Plant the tree outdoors the week-
end after Christmas. Dig a hole the
same depth as the burlap ball and
a foot wider.

Place the tree erect, leaving the
burlap around the ball. Fill the hole
with loam and give the tree a deep
watering.

Finally, spread a mulch over the
root area. If the tree has been
planted at a windy corner of the
house, erect a protecting screen to
mute harsh winter winds.

Utility Company
Has New Billing
System For Dimmitt

Electric service bills for Dimmitt
customers will come in envelopes
beginning next week, it has been
announced by Earl Brock, manag-
er for the Southwestern Public
Service Company.

The change from the postcard
bill, which has been in use for a
rumber of years, is the result of
the installation of new electronic
billing equipment, Brock said.

“T think the chances are slim
that anyone would throw away an
envelope with our company’s re-
turn address on it, without first
seeing what it contained, but it
seemed wise to point out, at the
start of this new billing procedure,
that the statement will be coming
in an envelope in the future”’, Brock
added.

The new envelope, white in color
with a green block, is clearly
marked on the outside as an elec-
tric service bill. Enclosed along
with the new statement is a return
envelope. The stub from the bill
should be enclosed with the pay-

The statement
wil be clearly marked that it should
not be paid because a bank draft
will be drawn, but it will inform
the customer of his monthly char-
ges for electric service.

A small pamphlet, announcing
the new billing procedures, will be
enclosed in the first statemets,
scheduled to go out next week,
Brock said.

A Toast On New Years!

Exactly one week after Christ-
mas comes New Year's Day. In
the minds of many people these
two holidays seem to go together
as if they had something in com-
mon. Actually, of course, there is
no relationship between them.
Christmas is a deeply religious
holiday, whereas New Year’s Day
does nothing more than mark the
beginning of the civil year.

This date is an inheritance from
the Romans, but all countries re-
cognize and celebrate it.

In China all debts must be paid
before New Year's Day or one
loses face or is disgraced. Shops
are open and customers crowd
around the owners, each waiting
to settle his account. At midnight
here are no shouts; they do not em-
brace each other; they do not lift
glasses in toasts.

Instead, the head of the family and

his wife seat themselves as statues,
and the rest of the family, in their
order of age, perform a ceremony
called K'o T’ou, or kowtow, which
means ‘‘touch the ground with the
forehead.”” As they rise from the
kowtow they congratulate their el-
ders very formally and wish them
a happy new year. The children
are given gifts of coins in little
red envelopes which hear the in-
scription, printed in silver or gold:
“New Happiness for the New Year’
Then the family retires.

The Jews observe New Year in
the autumn and call the first ten
days of the New Year ‘Ten Days
of Repentance,” in which they are
to repent for all sing during this
time. The New Year is celebrat-
ed for one day by Reform Jews
and two days by the Orthodox. But
all try to recall their sins of the
past year. They pray and make
New Year’s resolutions. They feel
that by the end of New Years the
verdict of every living being has
been sealed in The Book of Life.
Therefore they say, ‘“May your
fate be sealed for a good year!”

The Moslems believe there is a
wonderful tree, a lotus tre, which
stands at the very boundary of
Paradise. This tree has as many
leaves as there are human beings
in the world, each leaf bearing the
name of a man or a woman Or
a child. The Moslem New Year be-
gins with a prayer for mercy, and
a prayer for the dead. Shops are

closed early before the eve of the|
holiday. People neither bathe nor
shave on this day, and they put on

their clothes of mourning. Before
the evening prayers they pour out
into the streets to wish each other
a good new year and to express

It's Posadas at Christmas

Santa Claus, the Christmas tree
and Rudolph the Red-Nosed Rein-
deer don’t mean much to folks
south of the border. And because
they don’t visitors to Phoenix,
Arizona, and the Valley of the
Sun can enjoy some unusual and
delightful Yuletide treats.

The traditional method of greet-
ing- Christmas in Mexico is by
means of posadas and pinatas.
Both can easily be seen in the
Mexican sections of communities
around Phoenix or in border com-
munities such as Nogales just a
few hours drive south of the Ari-
zona sun-fun capital.

Colorful Posadas

The posadas—among the most
colorful of all Mexican celebra-
tions — emphasize the religious
aspect of the holiday. They begin
about nine days before Christmas.
A couple representing Joseph and
Mary—usually accompanied by a
donkey and pilgrims (who are
really guests) — re-enact the
search for lodgings prior to
Christ’s birth. Carrying lighted
candles, they sing beseeching
songs, asking for shelter. The
hosts pretend, for a while, that
they won’t supply lodgings. Then
—as all hope seems gone—they
relent. The singers and guests
enter, and the party begins.

It's a festive time, and usually
includes a Pinata. This is espe-
cially so if there are children in
the group. The piece de resisience
is a large papier-mache container

which may take the form of a
large animal, bird, person or
other shape. Inside are candy,
nuts, toys and other treats, and
the entire thing is suspended by
a movable string above the heads
of the guests. Guests are blind-
folded, and one by one try to hit
the container with a stick. Since
the “stocking” is manipulated out
of reach, there’s always much
laughter at each futile swing. Fi-
nally, though, one of the guests
manages to get in a good whack
—and there’s a gay scramble for
the goodies as they cascade over
the floor.
Traditional Dish

Climax of the posadas is mid-
night mass on Christmas eve. It’s
an emotional experience cher-
ished by many travelers. Then,
to the tune of ringing bells, cele-
brants go home to a traditional
dinner of revoltijo, a dish consist-
ing of potatoes, shrimp, chili,
rosemary, prickly pear and what-
ever else the family can afford.

The festivities on the border
may easily be seen by hopping a
bus or renting a U-drive car for
the three and one-half hour drive
from Phoenix toNogales. Not only
do they form an unusual part of
the Christmas holidays but they
add spice to the myriad of other
events like the Co][ﬁer Bowl game
and warm sun-filled days that
make the Phoenix Christmas sea-
son one of the gayest times of
the year.

Candlemaking Among

Oldest Professions

Candlemaking is one of the
world’s oldest professions. Anton
Will, a German immigrant, was
one of the first candlemakers in
the United States. He made can-
dles over a kitchen stove in Syra-
cuse, New York, about 1855,
founded a firm which now makes
candles for the Vatican.

Another American firm once
fashioned candles in the likeness
of Lillian Russell and also made
the world’s biggest wax lights, an
18-foot memorial candle lighted
once a year at singer Enrico Caru-
s0’s tomb in Italy.

Right Start Makes

Tree Decoration Easy

The right approach makes dec-
orating the family Christmas tree
fun instead of confusion.

Straighten out your lights along
the floor and remove all kinks be-
fore you start to trim the tree.
Make certain all bulbs are burn-
ing, replace the ones which are
not. Then disconnect the strings
and arrange colored bulbs alter-
nately.

Choose Toys To Suit
Child, Not Yourself

Buy toys for the child, not for
yourself, toy manufacturers say.

Elliot Handler, president of a
leading toy firm has this to say:

“Toys are a child’s world, a
private little existence in which
parents or other adults are often
unwelcome. If a toy must be op-
erated by a parent, it loses con-
siderable play value to the child.
His imaginary play world will lose
much of its appeal if a parent must
be on hand constantly to spell out
the rules and instructions, or to
set it up.

“Toys are fun, but the right toy
is even more fun, and just as easy
to choose.”

‘Scientist Not
Satisfied With
Native Holly

Of all the traditional, always-
the-same symbols of Christmas,
you might think that holly is most
unchangeable.

But a plant breeder at Rutgers
University’s College of Agricul-
ture says “no,”’—there’s room for
improvement in holly. He’s not
out to change the symbolism of
holly, whatever that may be, but
only the plant itself.

Dr. Elwin R. Orton is talking
about American holly—ilex opaca
—that grows best in New Jersey
and the East, not English holly.
Most of the English holly avail-
able at Christmas comes from the
Pacific Northwest.

Variations

But there are tremendous vari-
ations within the American spe-
cies in color, glossiness of leaves,
bearing habits of berries and
other characteristics. And it lives
through cold winters that can kill
the less hardy English holly.

Dr. Orton’s holly-breeding proj-
ect began with selection of male
and female plants with character-
istics that might improve the
species, then cross-pollination ac-
cording to time-tested methods.

Harvesting the berries was easy
enough. But each. berry contains
four seeds with extremely hard
coats. Normally, in wild state, a
holly seed takes as long as three
years to germinate.

Still Takes Time

Successful experiments com-
pressed this time to 14 months,
yet it’s still two and a quarter
years from time of planting the
seed until the new plant is 15
inches high and big enough for
results to be seen. Complicating
this situation is the fact that some
plants don’t begin to show desir-
able characteristics — put their
best foot forward—until after four
or five years.

New sorts will be worth waiting
for, but meanwhile, Dr. Orton
suggests, enjoy whatever kind of
holly you can get, American or
English. Even a sprig in the plum
pudding helps preserve the tra-
dition.

Birth of Christ
Man’s Big Moment

Practically everyone knows that
the notation “B.C.” following dates
means “before Christ.” How about
“A.D.”? This notation means “in
the year of our Lord” and was
first affixed by Charles III of Ger-
many who began attaching the
symbolism to the years of his
reign in 879.

The system of retroactively dat-
ing the years prior to the Saviour’s
birth and dedicating the succeed-
ing years to His Greater Glory was
invented, along with the Christian
era, by a monk about 532 A.D.

The Christian era begins on Jan-
uary 1 in the middle of the fourth
year of the 194th Olympiad, the
753rd year of the building of Rome
and in 4714 of the Julian Period.

The Julian period, invented by
Joseph Scaliger, about 1583 A.D.,
was devised by multiplying the
lunar cycle 19, solar cycle 28 and
the Roman indication 15.

Centuries before, about 4,000
B.C., the Egyptians devised a cal-
endar based on the Mundane era
of Alexander, estimating the “be-
ginning” to be about 5502 B.C.

Holiday Stains
Need Attention

Removing Christmas stains from
fabrics—such as ink, candle wax,
glue or chocolate—calls for prompt
action. e

Carbon tetrachloride is best to
remove ballpoint ink. Soak gar-
ment in warm soap or detergent
suds, wash and rinse in clear wa-
ter. If discoloration remains on
white or bleachfast material, use
a mild bleach and launder again.

Scrape excess candle wax off
garment with a table knife. Place
stained spot between white blot-
ters and press with hot iron. Then
rub gently with turpentine and
wash in warm suds. £ %

For glue stain, soak fabric in
warm suds until dissolved; laun-
der in fresh warm suds. £

For chocolate or cocoa stain,
wash in hot suds. Treat remaining
stain with weak solution of house-
hold bleach or hydrogen peroxide
and launder again in hot suds.

Pot Plant Is
Popular Gift

The poinsettia is the traditional
Christmas plant, yet an upsurge
in the popularity of indoor gar-
dening has brought a number of
flowering plants into the gift pic-
ture. Flowering plants in porous
clay pots that preserve their
health and beauty will highlight
many a gift list this season.

Among the popular pot plants is
the Jerusalem cherry. Its round,
red fruit is especially appropriate
for the holiday season. It needs
bright light and likes a cool tem-
perature no higher than 55 de-
grees at night for best results,
although it does admirably even
with a 65 degree night tempera-
ture. If the plant is allowed to
wilt or if cooking gas fumes fill
the air, the fruit will drop.

Cyclamen

The cyclamen is a handsome
plant even when not in bloom,
but the blossoms are breathtaking
—like Venetian glass exquisitely
formed in the shape of butterflies
that are white, red, pink, laven-
der, rose, maroon. This needs a
cool 55 degree night temperature
too. Water is safer from the base
of the clay pot so the crown is not
over-moistened, thus inviting rot.

Azaleas are popular. There are
both tender kinds that must be
brought indoors each winter, and
hardy kinds that can be plunged
—clay pot and all —out in the
garden permanently next spring.
The tender kinds are like minia-
ture trees in shape. The hardy
ones branch out closer to the
ground like shrubs. Your nursery,
garden center, or florist can tell
you whether the one you select is
hardy or not.

Lasting Beauty

Primroses have blossoms that
look like pastel Christmas can-
dles. Select plants with lots of
buds so you will have a profusion
of bloom over many weeks. New
buds will continue to develop if
plants are watered and fed regu-
larly and if temperature in the
room is below 65 degrees at night.

The Christmas pepper is han-
dled much the same as the Jeru-
salem cherry. Among smaller
plants, kalanchoe and African vio-
lets are tops for Christmas. A
white flowering African violet in
a red clay pot, dressed up with
a bright red bow seems ideally
suited for Christmas. And the
kalanchoe’s brilliant orange-red
blossoms sparkle like tree lights.
Both plants are good long-term
investment for any gardener.

Toys are designed to please
the hearts of children, and they
do. But all toys are not always
completely safe for children of
all ages.

If you have youngsters of
varying ages in the home, toys
selected for an older child may
be the source of an accident or
illness in the hands of a toddler.

When you shop for toys this
year, avoid toys made of lead or
colored with lead-based paints.
Small children sometimes chew
off the lead paint and swallow it,
and serious illness could result.

Be careful, too, about smcll
toys that can be swallowed,
flammable toys and toys willi
rough or sharp edges.

Electric toys are for older
children—and be sure that these
bear the UL (Underwriters Lab-
oratory) label on the cord and
the toy itself.

Missile-throwing toys, partic-
ularly air rifles and sling shots,
are dangerous, particularly to
the eyes. Toy archery sets can
also cause injury. If your child
receives a missile-throwing toy
for Christmas, for his own
safety, and for the welfare of
other children, set down rules
for safe use and be sure they are
enforced.

Buy ‘Moist’ Tree;

A moist Christmas tree is a
fresh one. A dry Christmas tree
is a fire hazard.

These are the simple facts of
Yuletide tree selection. Remem-
ber them and you won’t go wrong
in buying the family Christmas
tree. :

You can’t gauge a tree’s mois-
ture or dryness entirely by ap-
pearance. Some species refain
their color fairly well even when
dry enough to burst into fiame at
the first spark or short-circuit.

TFeeling, not seeing, is the an-
swer, Feel twigs and needles to
determine if they are dry and
brittle. Then bang the tree butt
against the floor. If a shower of
needles results, look for anctd#r.
moister tree.

Use Colored Bulbs

To Dramatize Outdoors

White or colored spot and flood
type light bulbs can be used to ad-
vantage to dramatize, accent, or
highlight your Christmas tree, in-
doors or outdoors.

For an intriguing effect, use a
75 or 150-watt clear flood behind
a revolving color wheel to project
changing tinted light patterns on
the tree, doorway, window or
house.

Revolving color wheels, to ac-
commodate flood bulbs, are made
for indoor use and for outdoor
use. Those designed for outdoor
use come with a spike to put in
the ground and are about 30 in-
ches high to keep the color wheel
out of the snow.

In some sections of the Amer-
icas, particularly on Christmas
Eve, fireworks are as traditional
as going to church or setting down
to a family feast.

TWELFTH NIGHT

Twelfth Night, or Epiphany,
is celebrated in various ways
around the world.

To Christians, Epiphany com-
memorates the manifestation of
Jesus as Christ the Savior, Lit-
erally translated, Epiphany
means “appearance.”

In many parts of the world,
Epiphany is associated with the
“Three Kings.” The visit of the
Three Kings to Bethlehem; the
baptism of Jesus; and His first
miracle at Cana are all three
believed to have happened on
the same date, although in dif-
ferent years.

Epiphany Marks
Visit Of Wise Men

Traditionally, Twelfth Night of
Christmas, or Epiphany, marks the
visit of the Three Wise Men to the
Christ Child in Bethlehem.

Twelfth Night observances are
still popular in Europe and in
many sections of this country. In
the old tradition, the Yule Log,
burning since Christmas, is ex-
tinguished on this day. In this
country, some communities gather
their Christmas trees for a public
bonfire, with everyone gathering
around to sing Christmas carols.

Turkey Helpful Bird
During Holiday Daze

‘When plenty of company is com-
ing for the holidays, the wise
homemaker does as much cook-
ing in advance as possible.

That favorite bird, the turkey,
is a frequent choice. Turkey is the
center of attraction at many a
Christmas day feast . . . and the
“leftovers” help make for easier
meals in the days that follow.

Three years after his visit to
Bethlehem, he was inspired to
write a beautiful poem, which he
titled, “O Little Town of Bethle-
hem.”

HOW THE TREE GREW

When the German prince Alfred
married Queen Victoria, he car-
ried the custom of the Yule tree
to England, and from there it
spread by imitation and immigra-
tion to the United States and Can-
ada.

The German origin is appropri-
ate, since it was to Germany that
the English missionary St. Boni-
face, formerly a monk named Win-
frid, first instituted the decorated
fir . tree, a tribute to the Christ
Child, as a replacement for the
sacrifices made to the oak, which
was sacred to the pagan god Odin.
WHEN CAROLING BEGAN

With the joyful strains of “Silent
Night,”” ‘“The First Noel” and
other beloved carols, today’s caro-
lers carry on a meaningful Christ-
mas custom that originated centur-
ies ago.

As early as the fourth  century
A. D., a musical poem was sung
in honor of St. Basil and his vic-
tory in the fight for  Christianity
over the Byzantine emperor Julian
In Greece, legends of St. Basil
were later put to music and sung
at Christmas and the New Year.

The first real Christmas carols,
however, were probably sung in
the Ttalian mountain village of
Grecchio when St. Francis of Assisi
created the first manger scene in
1223. He and his brethren led the
viliagers in singing hymns of praise
to the Christ Child.

SOURCE OF GIVING

Giving gifts at the Yuletide sea-
son has many precedents. In the
years before Christ, Romans gave
branches of laurel, olive and myrtle
to each other at the Saturnalia, a
pagan festival that occurred about
the same time as the present date
of Christmas. In England and Nor-
thern Europe, Druid worshippers
tied gifts on trees during the Yule
festival held at the winter solstice.

Roman emperors offen demand-
ed Yule gifts of clothing, gold and
silver from their subjects, and so
did the kings and queens of medie-
val England. It is said that Queen
Elizabeth I gained most of her
wardrobe - through these compul-
sory gifts. 3

In later years the idea of giving
in a spirit of kind-hearted genero-
sity developed.

It's An Old Custom
Festive wreaths and garlands
made of evergreens, cones and
herbs are, nowadays, closely link-
ed to the celebration of Christmas.
The custom of making such gar-
lands for gala occasions actually
dates back to the ancient Egyptians
a thousand or more years before

Church Services

““And the angel said unto them,
Fear not: for, behold, I bring you
good tidings of great joy, which
shall be to all people. For unto
you is born this day in the city
of David a Saviour, which is Christ,
the Lord.”

Like the shepherds who left their
flocks to seek the Babe of Bethe-
lehem, men, women and children
of this community will put aside
not only their everyday concerns
but the more immediate interest
in tree-trimming and package-wrap-
ping and go to find once again the
holy meaning of Christmas in spe-
cial services held by local churches.
Catholic churches will proclaim
the birth of the King of Christen-
dom by solemn midnight masses.
To commemorate the Nativity, Pro-
testant churches will hold candle-
light and communion services and
children’s programs.

The custom of saying mass at
midnight derives from an old be-
lief that Christ was born at that
hour. Actually, mass may be said
at any hour during the night before
Christmias, and in some countries
the first Christmas mass is said
at four or five in the moming.
According to early Roman reeu-
lations, Christmas mass was cele-
brated ‘“‘when the cock crows” —
about three o’clock in the morning.
Spanish-speaking people still call
midnight mass ‘“Misa de Gallo,”
while the Portuguese term is ‘“Miss
do Galo” —in both cases, ‘‘mass
of the cock.”

Candlelight services held in Pro-
testant church symbolize Christ as
the licht of the world and the shin-
ing beams of the candles call to
mind the Star that shone to guide
the Wise Men.

Exemplifying the spiritual side of
Christmas are programs which in-
clude special sermons, reading the
Christmas story, pravers, Carols
and the Sacrament of the Lords
Supper.

You can get 300- and 500-watt
reflector bulbs for outdoor use,
but those are likely to explode
in a cold rain or snow unless pro-
tected by expensive fixtures. So
just use two or more of the
PAR-38’s when you wish more
light. Indoors, you can use the
150-watt R-40 or 75-watt R-30 re-
flector spots and floods.

This is the advice of Dr. George
1. Smith, professor of psychology
at Rutgers (N.J. Newark College |
of Arts and Sciences). .

Dr. Smith says we should make
resolutions aimed at self improve-
ment, rather than promising to do
things which would require a!
sharp change in our habits or ac-:
tivities. :

The State University psycholo-
gist offers the following rules for

ful self impro t reso-
lutions:

1. Don’t resolve to do anything
under the pressure of a calendar
date or a friend’s nudge to do
‘“‘something to improve yourself.”

2. Do take serious stock of your
problems. Try to define the source
of the trouble, not merely the
symptom. If you are overweight
and it is due to boredom or feel-
ing sorry for yourself, solve the
problem and weight loss will be
easier. If necessary, get profes-
sional advice.

3. Once you have located the
source of your difficulty, find out
how important a change is to you.
Is it a project you can really put
yourself into? If you are not con-
vinced you really want to over-
come a situation as a personal
goal, your resolution probably
will be worthless. Other people’s
prodding is a poor substitute for
a personal comitment.

4, Finally, keep your goals
reasonable. Many mental prob:
lems and lost resolutions are re-
sults of unreasonable, unattaina-
ble goals.

Holly wreaths, sprays and twigs
were used, too, in various rites
throughout much of Europe in
those early days. And large quan-

* and red berries were brought in-

doors to brighten the scene dur-
ing drab winter days. But even
before the Romans set foot on
English shores, the druids were
using holly in their own pagan
rites.

Due to this pagan association,
early Christian leaders opposed
use of holly during the Christmas
season. In fact, Christians were
forbidden to decorate their homes
with Christmas greenery during
the mid-December Saturnalian
revelries of the Roman Empire.
Eventually, however, holly dec-
orations became so well estabs
lished and so popular they were
given Christmas acceptance.

You may be able to gather all
the yuletide greenery you need,
without harm, by pruning the
irees and shrubs around the
house.

Holly, pine and hemlock can
withstand heavy pruning. Every

second or third branch of a pine,

hemlock or spruce can be re-
moved if the tree has not been
thinned for some time. Some-
times a rather long “inside”’
branch of holly, fir or pine that
does little for a tree’s appear-
ance can be removed.

Yew lends itself to artful dec-
orations. Andromeda, magnolia,
euonymus, puracantha, coton-
easter, ivy and abelia will pro-
vide a variety of Yule greens.
Boxwood is excellent, but should
be snipped gently.

Christmas time pruning, judi-
ciously done, will improve
heclth and appearance of tree
or shrub. Best time to gather
greenery is when the tempera-
ture is above 40 degrees.

St. Francis of Assissi is remem-
bered as a great friend to ani-
mals.
