Strict Sanitation
Rules Resumed
On County Wheat

“Castro county farmers plan-
ning to store wheat in bins on
their farms in order to get gov-
ernment loans must keep the
wheat clear of rodents, birds and
insects (including weevils),” local
ASC Secretary Doyle Thomas
stated this week.

Thomas disclosed that the Food
and Drug Administration this year
resumed a previously suspended
wheat sanitation enforcement pro-
gram used on specific minimum
standards and that farmers wish-
ing to put wheat under the 1955
price-support program must meet
these more specific standards.

Under the Food and Drug pro-
gram wheat does not meet the
minimum standards if, (a) it con-
tains more than two rodent pell-
ets per pint, or comparable a-
mounts of other contamination, or
if (b) it contains two percent or
more by weight, of kernels vis-
ibly damaged by insects.

If the farmer does not corform
with Food and Drug Administra-
tion requirments he will have to
sell his grain at feed prices, ac-
cording to Thomas. He added that
the county ASC committee will in-
spect bins when loan is applied
for and will have to be strict.

Under the provisions 1955-crop
wheat must meet the Food ard
Drug mihimim sanitation reguire-
ments to be eligible for price-
support loans or for delivery un-
der purchase agreements.

Crewmen, with a booster tank,
thoroughly saturated the white
grain bundels of feed and the part
of the barn exposed to the fire
and in this way prevented it from
starting again.

Holcomb first detected the blaze
and got word to the department
here by telephone. A mixup on the
location of the fire caused the fire-
mn a short delay.

Cars jammed Highway 86 west,
the route firemen took to the
scene of the blaze, prompting the

Federal Control of Gas

As 1 pointed out in several pre-
vious newsletters, we are engaged
in a very serious and most dif-
ficult fight to prevent the Feder-
ad Government from regulating
the production and gathering of
gas and the price thereof at the
wellhead. We have extended com-
mittee hearings concerning  this
matter and heard from witnesses
from every conceivable source. The
public hearings were then con-
cluded and we began consideration
,of the proposed legislationr (sev-,
eral bills) in executive session.
This means that the discussions
are in confidence and are not to
be divulged except through the
Chairman by proper agreement.
Immediately after our first exec-
‘utive meeting on the gas bills,
the newspapers came up with a
story purporting \to be authentic
as to what the committee had]
done. It was particularly true and
partially untrue, but created suf-
ficient confusion to require a cor-
rect statement to be made by the
Chairman. No one knows where
the leak was in the first place,
but it was a good example of
how people can get misled. A
story in a Washingtor paper con-
cerning the matter stated in the
headlines that the commitee had
decided upon certain federal con-
trols of gas at the wellhead. This
was not true at all, but it would
very easily serve to confuse the
average reader. It would actually
indicate to some readers that some
of the wild misrepresentations that
have beent published about gas
producers were true and that fed-
eral control was necessary. - This
is a very dangerous practice. It
is not fair to the reader, it is not
fair to the subject, and it is not
fair to the publisher. The simple
truth is that the committee has
not reached any conclusions on
any of the issues involved amd
probably won’t for several days.
Wouldn'’t it be nice if the people
could have the truth, the whole
truth, and nothing but the truth,
on all of the issues, demestic and
international? It would no doubt
be a short cut to peace. But I
guess there will always be the
confusiont created by innuendo, in-
sinuation and /misunderstanding.

Congress
