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lllness outbreak
nears record for
student absences

The holiday break came at the
best possible time for area schools
in light of the recent outbreak of
flu-like illnesses that were generat-
ing near-record levels of student

Dimmitt Middle School reported
the highest percentage of absences
in the final week before the Christ-
mas break, with 250 students ab-
sent that Monday—approximately
35% of DMS’s 630 enrollment.
Figures went down from there, with
120 gone on Tuesday, 135 on Wed-
nesday, 133 on Thursday, and only
94 out on Friday.

DMS secretary Bessie Strickland
remarked, “It's been a record num-
ber of absences for the 22 years
I've been here." She added that the
usual number absent at DMS ran-
ges from 20 to 40 per day.

Dimmitt's Richardson Elementa-
ry School and Dimmitt High
School both reported absence rates
ranging around 14% of the student
body, with levels declining toward
the end of the week.

RES secretary Vicky Yokum
said it had been one of the worst
bouts with illness in recent years,
but recalled that a past outbreak of
chicken pox had resulted in more
absences. Yokum added that most
who had been absent this week
were complaining of flu-like symp-

toms, a stomach virus or a strep
infection, and most were out for
two to three days.

DHS secretary Laveme Bernethy
said the high school has probably
had a worse bout of illness in the
past, but it has been some time
back.

Hart and Nazareth schools re-
ported absence levels of around
10%, with students complaining of
a flu-like illness. However, in Hart,
the numbers of absent students had
increased toward the end of the
wecek, rather than declining.

Dimmitt Health Officer Dr. Gary
Hardee said with the symptoms that
have been reported, the majority of
the ill students could be suffering
from the flu.

The symptoms start in the respir-
atory system with drainage and
sore throat, moving into the chest
with coughing, accompanied by
fever of 103 to 104 degrees and
aches and pains, lasting for several
days.

Hardee commented that not as
many have required hospitalization
with this year’s flu outbreak as with
last year’s. He noted that some of
the schools had contemplated clos-
ing to help slow the spread of the
illness, but the Christmas break
came at the right time.

He advised that the best way to
avoid illness is to "stay away from
sick people." He said if one does
contract the flu to treat it sympto-
matically, with medication for
drainage, fever and cough, and to
drink plenty of fluids and get plenty
of rest.

Hardee said a few flu vaccina-
tions still may be available in the
area, but added that it would be too
late to protect one from the current
outbreak. _

He advised all to consult a physi-
cian for prevention or treatment.

Fitzgearld gives
final driving test

Can you remember when you sat
behind the steering wheel of a car
for the first time? Maybe you can
remember how nervous you were
when you took the test to get your
driver’s license.

C.D. Fitzgearld of Dimmitt re-
members how nervous he was
when he crawled in beside a uni-
formed driver’s license trooper to
take his road test.

Years later, Fitzgearld would
find himself sitting on the passen-
ger side of vehicles while nervous
teenagers attempted to make a right
turn and parallel park correctly in
hopes of eaming their first driver’s
license.

For 24 years Fitzgearld has
worked through the Dimmitt office
of the Dept. of Public Safety
(DPS), giving road and written
driving tests to teenagers and
adults, and he has tried to make his
"students” feel at ease.

But Fitzgearld won’t be super-
visng the road tests any more.

The driver’s license trooper su-
pervised his last road test on Dec.
12 and will retire effective Tues-
day.

Fitzgearld said his decision to
retire was made easier because of
the DPS’s plans to phase out the
uniformed driver’s license person-
nel here.

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Holiday spirit
abounds with
toy donations

The spirit of Christmas must have flown over and touched everyone in
Castro County.

That’s what a spokesman for the Brown Bag project in Castro County
said Monday morning after county residents opened their wallets and their
hearts by donating thousands of dollars worth of new toys to the project.

Volunteers boxed the food and toys Saturday, and delivered the items to
needy families in the county on Monday.

The list of needy families which received food and toys is formed from
the social agencies that work with impoverished families. It includes people
who are permanently on the poverty list, plus those who are unemployed or
disabled, who faced a bleak Christmas.

On Dec. 18, spokesmen for the Brown Bag project had reported that very
few toys would be distributed along with the canned food items, because
donations had been light.

But county residents really came through with donations of new toys last
Thursday through Sunday, and now all 180 kids on the list, ages 12 and
under, will have a merry Christmas, complete with new toys. Food also
poured in over the weekend, enabling the project coordinators (o earmark
more food for each family on the list. _

"The response we had was unreal," said a project spokesman. “We didn’t
have many toys at all, but people really came through. We estimate the
total cost of the new toys donated is between $4,300 and $4,800 total.”

More than 480 people in 130 families will benefit from this year’s
canned food and toy drive, and volunteers delivered the food items and toys
on Monday afternoon.

The Ministerial Alliance purchased hams with money it raised from its
Thanksgiving Service offering, plus contributions from several organiza-

tons.

County elections
may be postponed

County elections for this year
may have to be rescheduled due to
a delay in US Justice Dept. appro-
val of new commissioners’ precinct
boundary lines submitted back in
October, based on the 1990 Census
figures.

The Castro County Commission-
ers’ Court was informed at its
Friday meeting that the Justice
Dept. had sent a request for addi-
tional information on the county’s
redistricting proposal, which will
delay approval of the plan for an-

other 30 to 60 days.

Delay of approval will also delay
candidate filing deadlines, because
some candidates will be unable to
file until after the boundaries are
confirmed. The candidate filing
deadlines may be delayed state-
wide because of US Supreme Court
review of the state redistricting
proposal.

The commissioners gave appro-
val for a lawsuit to extend the
deadline if necessary and author-

Prison task force
looks at challenge

A task force of concerned citiz-
ens has been formed to help with
packaging a proposal to the Texas
Dept. of Criminal Justice to place a
state prison in the local area.

Four tentative sites have been
offered by landowners north, south
and east of Dimmitt, falling within
the proposed $300,000 range esti-
mated for land costs, according to
Dimmitt Chamber of Commerce
Executive Director Delores Heller.

"Several more (potential sites)
have been brought to our atten-
tion," Heller said, "but most have

been a half-section in size."

It has been pointed out that a
section of land might be easier to
work with to enable the prison
compound to be centered on the
designated plot.

Dimmitt Mayor Wayne Collins
noted that the additional land might
be included as an incentive to the
state, with possible use as a prison
farm if water would be available.

The task force met last Thursday
to begin assigning jobs in filling
out a Request For Proposal, which

ized County Attorney Jimmy Davis
and Allison & Associates, Attor-
neys at Law, of Austin to prepare
the suit if required. The vote for
authorizing the suit was three com-
missioners in favor, with Pct. 1
Commissioner Harold Smith ab-
staining.

Davis told the commissioners
that the extension may be given
without having to file the suit, but
advised them that the process
should be in place if needed. The
suit would ask that filing deadlines
be extended 10 days past the date
of pre-clearance of the county
redistricting plan by the Justice
Dept.

In discussing the matter, Pct. 4
Commissioner Vincent Guggemos
accused Smith of being the cause of
the problem in getting the county’s
proposal approved. He said that an
alternate plan submitted by Smith
may have raised questions in the
approval process.

Smith inquired about a letter
from the Southwest Voter Research
Institute in San Antonio requesting
that the county consider their plan
for drawing the precincts.

Davis told the commissioners
that the letter was received after the
deadline for submission of the
county's plan. He added that no
representative of the group both-
ered to appear at any of the public
hearings concerning the redistrict-
ing, and noted that the plan submit-
ted by the county had been drawn
up by local concemed citizens.

County Judge Polly Simpson
told Smith that if he or others did
not like the proposed plan they
should have been at the meetings
and talked about it.

"You weren’t even here,” Simp-
son chided Smith.

"What gives him the right to
redraw the lines after a committee
of citizens worked out what would
be acceptable to everyone?" Pct. 3
Commissioner Jeff Robertson in-
quired.

In other business, the commis-
sioners approved a resolution ex-
pressing support of efforts to bring
a state prison to Castro County,

with all four commissioners voting
in favor.

Dimmitt Mayor Wayne Collins
and Chamber of Commerce Execu-
tive Director Delores Heller told
the commissioners about plans to
appply for a prison facility to be
built here at a later date, if the local
proposal is accepted over the at
least nine dozen others submitted to
the Texas Dept. of Criminal Jus-
tice.

Commissioners expressed sup-
port for the effort to stimulate
economic development in the coun-
ty and broaden the tax base through
bringing in additional residents, as
well as providing jobs for local
residents.

Collins also told the commis-
sioners that a personal letter of
support from each one of them for
the prison effort would be included
in the application proposal, if they
would submit one.

In the matter of a parcel of land
owned by the county in the Sum-
merfield community, the commis-
sioners voted unanimously to ad-
vertise the land for sale, with title
as is, to the highest bidder, with the
bids to be opened at the Feb. 10
meeting of the court.

Donating the land or selling it for
a nominal fee to a non - profit
corporation or "foundation" was
discussed, but Simpson pointed out
that not all of the Summerfield
community is in favor of putting a
park on the site in question.

"We’re being put in the middle
of the squabble, and we shouldn’t
have to decide who to please,”
Simpson said.

Davis told the court that a con-
tract could be drawn up for use of
the land by a "foundation,” with the
foundation providing insurance,
etc., but the court worried that if
the organizers of the Summerfield
Park Association moved away or
died, then the project might fall
into neglect and revert back to the
county, resulting in the same type
of situation.

In an executive session at the
Dec. 9 meeting of the commission-
ers, the court told representatives of
the residents of Coronado Acres

that the county would accept the
roads in the subdivision if the de-
veloper, Charlie Bell, or the res-
idents would obtain 60-foot ease-
ments for the roads, install culverts,
and remove obstacles within the
easement to allow connection of the
roads to the present county road
system. The county also stipulated
that the county would not be re-
sponsible for any payment for the
easements or for removal of ob-
stacles or for any title searches
deemed necessary.

A Smith motion Friday to ac-
knowledge the roads without such
changes died for lack of a second.

Smith submitted a bill from the
engineering firm of McMorries &
Associates for a consultation he
requested on a road in Hart, but the

other commissioners refused appro-
val of it. Simpson said Smith had
been asked to submit a written
report from McMorries before the
bill would be approved.

Smith retorted that Simpson
could get a report from him if she
liked, "But I never could get one."

A request by Smith for a line
item transfer in his budget was
denied by lack of a second. Smith
asked that $10,000 be moved out of
gross pay to part-time help.

Smith withdrew a motion asking
permission to perform soil conser-
vation work on the Jim Black farm
after the other commissioners
pointed out that applying caliche
did not qualify as soil conservation.
Smith also revealed that his son,
Danny, had already sold some ca-
liche to Black.

In approving holidays for county
workers for 1992, three commis-
sioners voted in favor and Smith
opposed granting days off on April
17 (Good Friday), May 25 (Me-
morial Day), Sept. 7 (Labor Day),
Nov. 11, (Veterans’ Day), Nov. 26-
27 (Thanksgiving), Dec. 24 -25
(Christmas), and Jan. 1, 1993 (New
Year’s Day).

Wheat producers to get
final deficiency payments

Castro County producers will
now receive their final deficiency
payments for the 1991 wheat crop.

"We are in the process of mail-
ing these payments to eligible pro-
ducers in Castro County,” said
Scotty M. Abbott, executive direc-
tor of the county Agricultural Sta-
bilization and Conservation Ser-
vice. "These payments will be
made in cash. The payments which
have been assigned to producers,
will be mailed directly to the lend-
ing institution and the producer will
be mailed a payment stub showing
the amount of the payment received
by the lending institution. Produ-
cers who have filed a joint payment
application will have payments
mailed directly to them.”

The five-month weighted aver-
age market price has been an-
nounced for the 1991 crops of
wheat, barley and oats, according
to Castro County Agricultural Sta-
bilization and Conservation Service
Executive Director Scotty Abbott.

The five-month national weight-
ed average market price for wheat
is $2.65 per bushel, $1.74 per bush-
el for barlcy and S1.10 per bushel
for oats.

The final deficiency payment
subject to the $50,000 limitation for
planted payment acreages for wheat
producers who accepted the 15%
triple base option is $1.35 per bush-
el for wheat, 62 cents per bushel for
barley and 32 cents per bushel for
oats.

Producers who received an ad-

vance payment on planted acreages
under the triple base option will
receive final payments in the
amount of $.762 per bushel for
wheat and $.496 for barley. Ad-
vance payments were not made on
oats.

Producers who participated un-
der Pay/92 will receive 62 cents per
bushel for barley and 35 cents per
bushel for oats. For those producers
accepting the triple base option for
wheat, the payment rate will be
$1.47 per bushel. Producers who
received an advance payment under
the Pay/92 option will receive
$.882 per bushel for wheat and
$.496 per bushel for barley.

Producers who participated un-
der the winter wheat option will
have their final wheat deficiency
payments compared with a 12 -
month weighted average market
price. The projected 12 - month
weighted average price for wheat is
$2.85 per bushel. Because this
projected price is greater than the
$2.52 national loan rate before re-
duction, advance not limited defi-
ciency payments won’t be issued.

The Food, Agriculture, Conser-
vation and Trade Act Amendments
of 1991 have been passed by Con-
gress, and based on the cxpectation
that President George Bush will
sign the act, winter wheat option
payments will be calculated by sub-
tracting the five-month weighted
average market price of $2.65 plus
10 cents from the target price. This

Produ-
cers who receive an advance pay-
ment on wheat under the winter
wheat option will receive payments
in the amount of 69 cents per
bushel.

Production adjustment and price
support programs administered by
ASCS are designed for the purpose
of stabilizing, supporting and
protecting farm income and prices;
assisting in the maintenance of ba-
lanced and adequate supplies of
food, feed and fiber; and aiding in
the orderly marketing of farm com-
modities.

Target prices are established for
wheat, feed grains, upland cotton
and rice. If the national average
market price received by producers
during the five months of the mark-
eting year (or for upland cotton,
during the calendar year in which
the crop is planted) drops below the
target level, a payment is made to
eligible producers equal to the dif-
ference between the target price
and the higher of the loan level or
the average market price.

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Corn growers take
stand against GATT

The 11th hour may be growing
near for the General Agreement on
Trade and Tariffs (GATT), as the
Bush Administration’s chief trade
negotiators seem close to obtaining
an across the board 30 to 35%
reduction in support payments, ac-
cording to Carl King of Dimmitt
president of the Texas Corn Grow-
ers Association.

King said this is only one of
numerous faults in the US GATT
proposal—faults the TCGA and the
American Cormn Growers Associa-
tion are determined to get correct-
ed.

ACGA Legislative Affairs Di-
rector John Ford is taking the asso-
ciation’s message directly to the
House Agriculture Committee.

"Oversight hearings on GATT
are being held this month at the
direction of Committee Chairman
Kika de la Garza," said King. "John
Ford has worked closely with the
chairman and others on the ag
committee. And he will do a good
job in educating them on the many
devastating aspects of the current
GATT proposal.”

In his testimony for the commit-
tee, Ford emphasized that the
GATT agreement could result in
the continuing elimination of far-
mers in the US.

"We are concemed that any ef-
fort to decouple government pay-
ments from producers (as proposed
by the administration) will result in
tremendous stress upon an already
hurting agricultural economy," said
Ford. "It could result in a depres-
sion in rural America.”

Since the European community
already supports its farmers at lev-
els far above their cost of produc-
tion, an across the board 30 to 35%
reduction in supports would highly
favor the European community,
Ford said.

"US commodity support levels
are already at, or below the cost of
production,” he said. "Equal per-
centage reductions will harm the

US far more than European com-
munity farmers and others."

Ford says another injustice of the
GATT proposal concems tariffica-
tion and the mandatory imports it
would create. He says this could
hurt farmers, ranchers and cattle
feeders, alike.

"As corn farmers who feed mil-
lions of bushels of com to Texas
and American cattle feeders, we are
deeply concerned both about tarif-
fication and mandatory imports,”
said Ford.

"This could result in vast in-
creases in the importation of feed-
stocks and livestock, and the Texas
corn feeding market would be ne-
gatively impacted.”

Possibly the biggest concern of
the ACGA and TCGA is the propo-
sal to drop GATT’s Section 22,

which has been in place since 1955.

"It was made clear by the con-
gressional authors of Section 22
that at no time in the future should
our nation ever give up its right to
protect its farm programs,” said
Ford. "Section 22 helps sugar, cot-
ton, dairy and peanut programs
function efficiently. Congress must
maintain its constitutional right to
legislate and properly operate farm
programs,” Ford said.

He added that current GATT
proposals "would dramatically re-
duce and severely limit the power
of Congress to address and imple-
ment policies to assist American
agriculture in the future,

"The 30 to 35% reduction would
include deficiency payments, Com-

modity Credit Corporation loans,
government land grazing, Farmers
Home Administration loans and
oth~r programs developed and ad-
mir. stered by Congress," he said.

“lhese programs are the back-
bone of American agricultural poli-
cy and have been for years. Con-
gress’ ability to maintain them must
remain intact."

Ford says Congress must insist
that any GATT agreement include
provisions that will guarantee that a
complete economic analysis will be
made to determine the agreement’s
impact on every sector of the
American agricultural economy.

"Congress must demand suffi-
cient time to have such an econom-
ic analysis performed,” Ford said.

must be submitted to the state by
noon on Jan. 15.

According to representatives of
local utility companies, it appears
that there will be no problem in
generating the utilities a prison will
need, but the logistics of getting the
services to the proper site may
bring some difficulties, depending
on the site location.

Plains Memorial Hospital Admi-
nistrator Joe Stevens commented
that he felt the proposal might have
more weight if it were submitted in
a joint proposal with a neighboring
community, such as Hereford
(which also plans to submit a pro-
posal).

Collins said Hereford had not
been approached about the matter,
but it could be considered.

Stevens said that all the effects
on the hospital district would be
positive, with additional patients
for the hospital and a larger insured
work force. He said a disadvantage
would be greater competition for
good workers, but added that such
competition is good for the econo-
my overall.

"The most negative aspect about |

a prison is that it is a prison,"
Collins said. "But the movies
haven’t done us any favors in the
way prisons have been portrayed in
the past.”

"“The old movie image of a priso-

ner being released and walking out
the front gate isn’t true anymore,"
Collins said. "Now, prisoners are
retumed to the place where they
were convicted before being re-
leased."

Barrett noted that the prison
would benefit the school system in
encouraging students to obtain their
high school diploma if they want to
work at the prison.

And some
assets are excluded in figuring SSI
eligibility. These may include a
home and adjacent land, personal
effects and household goods with a
total equity value of $2,000 or less,
a car, life insurance policies with
face value totaling $1,500 or less
per person, property used in a trade
or business, burial plots or spaces
regarless of value, if intended for
use by a person or his or her
immediate family or burial funds
set aside for an individual and his
or her spouse, up to $1,500 each.

The applicant must agree to sell
the asets that exceeds the limits
above within a specified time (nine
months for real property, or three
months for personal property). SSI
payments received pending the sale
of these assets have to be repaid out
of the proceeds of the sale.

Another rule excludes any real
property that cannot be sold be-
cause it is jointly owned and its
sale would cause the other owners
undue hardship due to the loss of
housing; or its sale is barred for
legal reasons; or the owner’s reaso-
nable efforts 10 scll have been
unsuccesful.
