County School Programs. Adequate 
But Unimpressive Says Committee 

Castro 	ounty schools eastily point, it is inadequate," the com- 
mittee said. To remedy this sit-
uation, additional counseling allot-
ments were urged. 

The Committee on Program felt 
that'the vocational agriculture and 
home economics programs in the 
county were adequate but that is 
the extent of vocational training. 

HANDICAPPED CHILDREN 
County-wide, the committee felt 

that handicapped children were not 
adequately cared for due to a lack 
of trained personnel in that field. 
The group also felt that very little 
was done for gifted children. "The 
State should provide allotments 
(teachers) for them, Counselors 
and teachers should find the `stu-
dents. Students should be guided 
into fields they should be in," the 
committee said. 

One problent found in Castro 
County schools was the confinement 
of school principals. "The admin-
istrative staff is not adequate," 
they said. "There are no assis-
tants to the principals in this coun-
ty. We believe that secretarial 
help should be provided to take 
care of routine clerical problems 
to allow principals freedom to get 
better job done." 

As to health services, the com-
mittee felt that the county was 
very low in this department as 
well as in elementary library fac-
ilities. 

It also found that education films 
and tape recordings were little 
used in the county. Transporta-
tion services could stand improve-
ments, and meals and their cost 
were satisfadtory but a menu 
should be posted and published. 

In general, the committee felt 
that more improvements could be 
made in every school system in 
the county, but it would take in-
creased expenditures soy far as pro-
gram is concerned. 

This is the final of four reports 
presented by the Castro County 
Hale-Aililfn Committee of Twenty-
four, which was organized to give 
both the state educational agency 
and local citizens a better look at 

the requirements and potenials of 
their school systems. 

meet minimum state requirements, 
but there is considerable room for 
improvement, was the general at-
titude of the local School. Program 
report of the Bale-Aikin Committee 
of .Twenty-four. 

The need for additions to the 
school program is not attributed 
to administrative procedure but 
more to She smallness of the school 
systems involved. Every improve-
ment called for is found, automat-
ically in large schools in metro-
politan cities, but would entail con-
siderable. additional cost if added. 
to the three school systems in Cas-
tro County. 

The, committee found that to of-
fer additional courses would re-
quire an increased teacher allot-
ment and more special education 
'^arhers. Some inconveniences 
they feel, cannot be economically 
resolved. For instance, combined 
grades exist in Nazareth (3rd and 
4th, 4th and 5th, and 6th and 7th) 
and in the colored schools in Hart 
and Nazareth. "Enrollment does 
not justify more teachers," the 
committee felt. 

"The weakest areas in Castro 
County are arts and crafts, music 
and physical education. There is 
over-stressing of (team sports) 
and too little physics and ,health 
education," the Committee said. 
Elementary science is taught in 
only one school of the county. 

The committee felt that the 
school systems are doing as good 
a job as possible in most areas. 

Testing and guidance is carried 
out presently as an integrated pro-
gram only at Dimmitt High School. 
achievement tests are used ,n all 
elementary schools but mental, 
aptitude, interests and vocational 
preference tests are given only in 
Dimmitt. A full time counseling 
service will not be available until 
next year in Dimmitt, so the com-
mittee, at the time of the study, 
rated the county as poor in the gui-
dance program.

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Texas stands at the moment 
looking the possibility of a sales 
tax squarely in the face. Even a 
state income tax isn't as remote 
as we'd like to:  see it, 

Many states already impose the 
sales tax. This involves paying an 
extra penny or so every time you 
buy a package of corn removers, 
home permanent, beans, light bulbs 
or what barn you. It is a terrific 
increase in business bookkeeping 
and a pain in the neck to every-
one concerned. 

But how else can we pay for 
Texas' mounting expense in 'penal, 
mental, and other state-supported 
institutions plus the unemployment 
programs, administration and bak-
er's dozen of other services? 

Up till now we have just tapped 
the producing oil wells and that 
was the end of it. Tetras is fortun-
ate in having vast natural resour-
ces and taxes from their production 
have paid the cost of government 
for many years. 

But now the big oil producers 
have started importing their oil 
from foreign countries, and on the. 
basis of this Texas is expected to 
soon be millions of dollars in the 
red if something isn't done. 

Big Oil has born the brunt of  
many accusations during the past 
months. It has looked as if they 
were, deliberately strangling the 
governments of major oil produc-
ing states by importing from for-
eign countries. Make no mistake 
about it-major oil companies 
aren't going to lose any sleep over 
the woes of state governments, 
and the course they choose will be 
in the best interests of the stock 
holders now and in the future. 

But Big Oil isn't ignoring dom-
estic oil supplies. More oil than 
you can shake a stick at is still 
being produced in the United 
States, but production is consider-
ably off (about 20 per cent give or 
take). 

Chief reason for this is cost. Just 
as the cost of a gallon of gasoline 
has more than tripled since the 
30's, so have costs of production. 
Even if foreign oil were as expen-
sive as domestic, major oil com-
panies would probably lean heav-
ily on imports, because, whether 
we like it or not, our domestic oil. 
supplies are dwindling at a rapid 
rate. 

Every year in the past the oil 
Ousti 	e d avely_ 	find 

holding its own with supply or was 
able to find as much new oil as 
was being used. However, since 
the end of World War II this has 
been declining, At present rates 
of consumption we have 'enough 
domestic petroleum to last another 
11.3 years. This is the third year 
this figure has held, but right after 
the war there was a known 13 
years supply and exploration for 
new oil reserves has pretty well 
covered the United States leaving 
little new territory. For this rea-
son we can expect future consump-
tion to increase faster than new 
finds. 

This is one of the big reasons 
for the average 1,529,000 barrels 
of oil imported into this country 
per day last year. Most of our oil 
comes from Venezuela and Canada 
where transportation is not pro-
hibitive. The government also 
favors heavy importation from 
these countries since they buy 
many goods and services from us 
(Venezuela: $1.15 billion in im-
ports from U. S. in 1956). Some 
countries have only oil to offer 
world trade and if this were taken 
away, they would probably become 
stingy with their own dollars. 

It is quite conceivable that world 
toil supplies will be completely 
adequate during the next fifty 
Years. While the U. S. alone is 
expected to almost double it's pet-
roleum needs (63 per cent) to 
14.3 millions barrels in 1966, oil 
companies expect no trouble since 
the free world oil reserves are be-
ing expanded at a rapid rate. 

All this goes to make up a pic-
ture that is not good so far as the 
Texas taxpayer is concerned. Right 
or wrong, Big Oil is in the driver's 
seat and it plans to start 'taking 
some of the pressure off domestic 
oil reserves, Many years will pass 
before another system of energy is 
perfected and until then national 
defense and distant future oil needs 
will probably need to come from 
our own fields. By using other peo- 
ple's oil, especially other people's 
cheaper oil, our own supplies are 
saved. 

With the tremendous consump-
tion we have today it is unwise to 
say it doesn't matter whether we 
pump our oil or not. Fact is that 
it took millions of years for mother 
nature to accumulate the little sea 
organisms that made our oil in the 
first place and when our present 
supply is gone there won't be any 
more. There's nothing that can be 
done about it-it will just be all' 
gone. Total estimated oil reserves 
for the world are set at about 
264,466,500,000 barrels. Nearly all 
of this (except for some 26 billion 
barrels claimed by Russia) is in 
the free world. That's a lot of oil. 
It would lubricate a good many 
wheels and drive a car a fur piece, 
but there is an end to it-and the 
world is using it at a rate of a

little more than 18 million barrels 
a day, an increase of about 10 mil 
lion during the past ten years. 

So rank and file Texans, Okla-
homians, Californians and others 
from major oil producing states 
must begin to shoulder more of  
their state tax loads. It is indica-
tive of the effect world conditions 
have on small communities that 
every barrel of oil pumped in Ven-
ezuela, loaded into a tanker and 
transported to Houston means that 
Castro County. citizens are just a 
little closer to paying that extra 
penny or two on every dollar they 
spend to support our state govern-
ment. The fabled "oil-rich Texas" 
is in a position now to start look-
ing for other sources of revenue. 

We seriously doubt that any ef-
fective curbs will be placed on 
crude oil importation in the United 
States. Even if it is detrimental to 
the state, the nation, and the inde-
pendent producers, the fact that 
more of our increasingly *pensive 
and diminishing reserves are be-
ing left underground for the fu-
ture has a mollifying effect. We 
would like to keep on getting the 
tax from full-scale domestic pro-
duction, but whether we wear out 
the goose that lays the golden egg 
now or later is up to this nation 
and its oil companies.

The state has recei 
ved a slight increase-4,164,302

TV Interference 
Did you know that the Legisla-

ture in 1933 passed an act in which 
the exact dimensions of the flag 
were prescribed, rules for the dis-
play of the flag given, and a sal-
ute provided? The salute reads: 
"Honor the Texas flag of 1836; I 
pledge allegiance to thee-Texas, 
one and indivisible." 

The width of the flag is two-
thirds of its length. The three 
stripes are equal in size each being 
twice as long at it is wide. The 
length of each stripe being the 
same length as the width of the 
flag. The blue stripe is a perpend-
icular bar next to the staff, and 
the white and red stripes are hor-
izontal, with the white on top. The 
white star on the blue stripe has

five points and its center is the 
central point of the blue stripe. 
Its diameter is three-fourths of the 
width of the blue stripe. 

The State Coat of Arms discrip-
ton was prescribed in the Act of 
1839 and is, "A white star of five 
points, on an azure ground, en-
circled by an olive and live oak 
branches." 

The State flower is the Blue-
bonnet or Buffalo Clover. It was 
chosen by the 27th Legislature in 
1901 at the request of the National 
Society of Colonial Dames. 

The state tree is the pecan and 
was named as the Texas State 
Tree by the 36th Legislature at 
its regular session in 1919. 

The Mockingbird was chosen as 
the State bird by the 40th Legisla-
ture in 1927 upon request of the 
Texas Federation of Women's 
Clubs. 

The State song was adopted in 
1929 by the 41st Legislature and 
is "Texas Our Texas" by William 
J. Marsh and Gladys Y. Wright. 

"Friendship" was adopted as the 
State motto in February, 1930. 
The name of the State came from 
the Indian word "Tejas," meaning 
friends or allies so that the new 
motto was a natural development. 
Texas is known as the "Lone Star 
State" from the design of the flag 
and the seal.
