Severed arm re-attached;

Matt Howell, 19, was in
stable condition in a Lubbock
hospital Wednesday morning,
hoping that he’ll be able to
keep his left arm, which was
re-attached last Wednesday
night after being severed
above the elbow in a farm
accident.

“‘He feels a little better this
morning,"' his father, Jack,
reported. ‘'He's in quite a lot
of pain all the time and hasn't
been getting much rest at
night."’

A team of surgeons re-at-
tached the young Dimmitt
man's left arm in a unique
11%2-hour operation that
started about 7 p.m. last
Wednesday in Highland Hos-
pital, Lubbock.

Since that operation—and
four more hours of surgery
that followed last Thursday—
circulation has returned to
Howell's arm and hand, ex-
cept for the tips of his fore-
finger and middle finger.

“'The doctors told us that it
looks good, but for us not to
get our hopes up too high—
that he could still lose his
arm,’’ Howell's father report-
ed. ‘‘They’re not making any
predictions of any kind.
They're just hoping like the
rest of us, and we're all going
through it one day at a time."’

He
and Harvey Arce were work-
ing with a family-built “‘wire
wagon'' which contained a
wire roller that's driven by a
tractor's power take-off.

While Howell was working
between the tractor and the
roller, his father said, the
drive shaft grabbed his cloth-
ing and pulled him in, with
his right arm wedged between
his body and the spinning
shaft. When the drive shaft
spun him around, his extend-
ed left arm hit the drawbar of
the tractor.

Arce, who was feeding wire
into the roller, got the tractor
shut off before the drive shaft
could spin Howell around

again.

Loy Dean Stone will stand
trial alone for the Halloween
1977 shotgun slaying of 15-
year-old Roxanne Casas, be-
fore a jury now being selected
in Plainview.

District Judge John T. Boyd
granted a pre-trial defense
motion Tuesday to sever
Stone's wife, Louise, from the
current trial. Mr. and Mrs.
Stone were charged together
and, until Tuesday, were
scheduled to be tried togeth-
er.

When testimony in the
highly publicized case begins
late this week or early next,
Mrs. Stone will be in the
courtroom with her husband.
But instead of being a co-
defendant, she will be a spec-
tator and possible witness.

She is still under a murder
indictment and is subject to a
‘ater trial, County-District At-

mey Jimmy Davis said.

Davis and defense attor-
neys James H. Doores and
Travis Shelton are examining
prospective jurors individually
today (Thursday) in a tempo-
rary courtroom in the old
Southwest Business College
building in Plainview.

Although the court had
summoned 280 prospective
jurors, only 115 reported
Monday. After Judge Boyd
had granted all valid exemp-
tions for medical, economic,
family and age reasons, the
venire was down to 70. Of
these, attorneys were trying
to agree on a panel of 32 from
which to choose the final 12.
The prosecution and defense
will be entitled to strike up to
10 persons each from the
panel of 32.

"I doubt that we'll begin
testimony until Friday at the

earliest,”” Davis said Wed-
nesday morning.
Stone, 49, is under one

charge of murder and two
charges of assault in the
death of Miss Casas and the
wounding of teenagers Carlos
Garza and Adriana Rangel.
The three youths were pas-
sengers in a pickup driven by
Arthur Herrera on Halloween
night, 1977.

Conviction on the murder
charge could carry a sentence
ranging from a minimum of
five years' imprisonment or

is not a capital murder
charge, the death penalty
doesn’t apply.

The state comends that
Miss Casas was shot while the
pickup was on or near the
Stones’ farmyard north of
Dimmitt on Halloween night,
1977. The Stones have plead-
ed innocent, saying they
heard no shots that night.

Mr. and Mrs. Stone had
complained earlier to local law
enforcement agencies about
being harassed by carloads of
teenagers. The incidents
started after the Stones—who
are members of the Church of
Wicca—had appeared on an
Amarillo TV show to an-
nounce a witchcraft seminar
and explain their beliefs.
They reportedly said on the
show that Halloween was the
“witches' new year."’

Law officers reported that
yvouths from the Dimmitt-
Hereford area drove past the
Stones’ home several nights
in a row before Halloween,
apparently hoping to see a
witchcraft ceremony of some
kind.

The Stones reportedly told
law officers that many of the
youths were honking their
horns, shouting threats and

‘Goose’ Ramey speaks
to Rotarians Friday

““Aesop’'s goose that laid
the golden egg has immortal-
ized the goose for all time,”
said Edwin '‘Goose’'’ Ramey
as he started his presentation
on wildlife to the Dimmitt
Rotarians at their Friday noon

meeting.

The topic of Ramey's talk
was ‘‘Wildlife in a Fowl
Way."

J. B. Noland introduced Ra-
mey as one of the true phil-
osophers, saying ‘‘he learned
to learn all you can when you
are young because when you
get old it's no load to carry.”
Ramey, a Dimmitt pioneer,
celebrated his 90th birthday
Jan. 7 and said he will make
no more public speeches.

“‘Wildlife has three
guards,’”’ Ramey said, '‘air,
eyes and nose."’

The goose is common upon
the monuments of ancient
Egypt (390 B.C.) and is the
favorite food of the Chinese,
the speaker said.

““A cackling goose saved
Rome,"" he said. '‘The cack-
ling goose is the same as our
Canadian wild goose today."

In 1913 Ramey started his
studies with the wild goose.

Some of the facts he gave
about the goose:

He is true to his mate and
he has a fighting area the size
of a city block. The goose has
a setting time of 28 to 35 days
and at the age of 8 to 9 weeks
the gosling begins to fly.

The goose has a life span
longer than that of a human.

The main black tail feathers
on the wild goose range from
14 on a small, 16 on a medium
and the big Canadian honker
has a total of 18.

When a gander sees a
goose other than his mate on
his nest he will run off the
goose and break all of the
eggs even if his mate is in
another nest setting.

When it is time for the

geese to go north in the
spring they get restless and
begin to ‘‘talk.”’ They always
come back to the same place
and at the same time in the
fall.

Seventy-five to 100,000
geese are killed each year,
“Mr. Goose'" quoted the Tex-
as Almanac.

A goose can see an area of
9 to 98% around it because
of the way his eyes are set in
his head.

“Kind treatment will gentle
anything from wildlife to hu-
mans but nothing will cook
your goose faster than a boil-
ing temper,'’ Ramey said.

Report forms for a farm en-
ergy survey to provide current
data on agricultural energy
consumption and needs will
be mailed to farmers and
ranchers early in January by
the Bureau of the Census, US
Department of Commerce.

The survey is a follow-on
part of the 1978 Census of
Agriculture conducted earlier
this year. A sample of 30,000
farm operators were drawn
from the nationwide census
mail list for the survey.

Data on gasoline, diesel oil,
electricity and other energy
consumption by farmers will
be collected. The survey is
being conducted at the re-
quest of the US Departments
of Agriculture and Energy.

Census Bureau officials say
the information requested by
the Departments of Energy
and Agriculture will provide
the basis for timely and ade-
quate distribution of fuel to
farmers.

Data for 1979 derived from
the survey will be published
for use by farmer and busi-
ness organizations, the con-
gress, and federal and state

agencies.

Survey questions will be
asked on energy conservation
practices and expenditures;
fuel sources; crop drying and
curing facilities; farm building
heating, air conditioning and
water heating; acreage owned
or leased; crops produced and
sold; and sales of livestock,
poultry and their products.

The data will be published
in early 1981, as part of Vol-
ume 5, Special Reports of the
1978 Census of Agriculture.

Response to the survey
form is mandatory; however,
officials stress that the same
law requires that individual
reports be kept confidential
and that only statistical totals
be released for publication.

Census bureau officials
urge a speedy response re-
questing that the forms be
returned within 20 days from
receipt, noting this will facil-
itate early publication of data
and avoid the expense of ad-
ditional requests.

the actual money involved be-
cause of the psychological re-
action in the market place.

The embargo will certainly
have an adverse effect on the
cash market, he said.

James Werner, president of
the Farmers State Bank at
Hart, said succinctly, ‘‘We're
sick!"" He said farmers of the
Hart area are ‘‘hopping
mad.”” The embargo takes
away their incentive to plan
and work, he said. Elevator
operators are crippled by the
embargo, too, he added.

He spoke skeptically of pos-
sible action by the federal
government to ease the situa-
tion, saying he believes that if
there were plans to offset
damage to the farmers, they
would have been announced
by the President when the
embargo was announced.

But Bill Clark, president of
another grain marketing
group, the Texas Federation
of Cooperatives, said Monday
night at a banquet for Dim-
mitt Agri Industries mem-
bers, '‘There's a lot of work
being done in Washington to
overcome the problems caus-
ed by the (embargo) action
Friday.

"‘As we all know, the mar-
ket always reacts adversely to
such a government action. I
expect to see the market flut-
ter for several months, then
stabilize."’

He advised DAI members
who have not sold their grain
to utilize the government loan
program until the market sta-
bilizes.

“If elevators and farmers
who were caught with full in-
ventories the first of the year
do not panic and dump their
grain on the market, 1 think
this will help a lot to stabilize
the market.

“If the government will
treat us right, as they are say-
ing they will, I think we can
look for a stable grain market
again perhaps as soon as two
months.

“We called Kent Hance,"
Clark said, '‘and found that
he's right on top of the sit-
uation. He had already draft-
ed a list of proposals to send
to the President and the
USDA."

Hance's proposals were
headed by a note urging Car-
ter and Bergland to enact the
90 percent parity provisions of
the 1977 Farm Act. He also
proposed these steps:

—Increasing the farmer-
held grain reserve by at least
17 million tons with no in-
terest or storage charge to
farmers.

—Increasing the loan rate
to the level of the market
price the week before the
Russians invaded Afghanis-
tan, with the release price at
40 percent above the loan.

—Keeping the grain trad-
ing market closed until these
steps are taken.

—Allowing farmers to
graze out this year's wheat.

— Establishing an acreage
diversioh plan with paid di-
version for a 30 percent re-
duction in acreage based on
the loan price paid on a for-
mula of the average yield on
NCA times the number of ac-
res.

King said Tuesday that his
role at the White House con-
ference Friday will be to dis-
cuss the impact of the embar-
go on agriculture.

He expects to meet with
Bergland after the conference
and lunch, but does not ex-
pect the President to be at the
meetings.

He said the first step to be
recommended by the grain
associations, to prevent the
market being hurt more than
it already has been, is setting
up an emergency grain re-
serve program of the same
amount as the embargoed
grain, or 17 million tons.

The reserve would be farm-
er-owned, but would be
bought off the market by the
government at a price no less
than the average price the
week before the Russians en-
tered Afghanistan.

This grain would be taken
off the market, King explain-
ed, and not brought back into
the market until grain prices
reach the level prior to the
weakening of the market on
rumors of an impending em-
bargo.

The TCGA is calling for im-
plementation of a diverted ac-
reage program, King said,
and this must be done by
Congress.

The embargo certainly hurt
the balance of trade, King
said, but the TCGA feels
growers should go along with
the embargo provided that
agricultuie doesn't bear the
full brunt of the sacrifice.

““This emergency situation

IS not a farm problem, it is an
American problem,’’ the Dim-
mitt man said, ‘‘and TCGA
asks that the taxpayers pay
the farmer and so share in the
sacrifice. TCGA has not here-
tofore asked for any subsidy,
but this is a national emer-
gency.”’

He stressed that he hopes
to “get something done for
the farmer, not for the grain
trade only, and done quick."
King said he hoped the mar-
ket would remain closed until
a plan to take the burden from
the farmer is put into effect.

The administration has ten-
tatively offered a variety of
programs aimd at offsetting
direct losses to farmers, but
grain producers and dealers
have not expressed satisfac-
tion with those suggested so
far.

Before Carter's announce-
ment, farm officials were pre-
dicting higher grain prices for
the early part of 1980. Record
harvests, large exports of
grain and better prices were
cheering growers who felt
they had a chance to recover
from some bad years.

Allan Grant, head of the
American Farm Bureau, ex-
pressed the opinion of many
when he said he was pleased
with a move against ‘'Soviet
aggression,’' but that propos-
als to offset the embargo
losses “‘will not be sufficient
because there is no real long
term farm income solution ex-
cept expanded sales of US
farm products abroad.”’

Motion made to dismiss Sell-out crowd
Agri Industries suit

A $97.6 million anti-trust
suit filed more than five years
ago by Dimmitt Agri Indus-
tries, Inc. which alleges vio-
lations of articles of the Clay-
ton and Sherman Anti-Trust
Acts against the nation’s lop
producers of corn starch and
syrup, is in the news again
after a motion heard Monday
by US District Judge Mary
Lou Robinson at Amarillo.

Judge Robinson heard at-
torneys’ arguments on a mo-
tion for a summary judgment
of dismissal of the $97.6
million suit.

Attorneys for the only com-
panies remaining in the liti-
gation, Cargill Inc. of Fort
Worth and CPC International
Inc. of New Jersey, maintain-
ed there had never been any
conspiracy to fix prices or to
force Dimmitt Agri Industries
out of business.

Attorneys for Dimmitt Agri
Industries argued the com-
panies had made a conspired
effort to keep prices in the
cornstarch and syrup indus-
tries below a level necessary
for the Dimmitt firm's fledg-
ling business to survive.

A summary judgment was
asked because '‘no evidence
proving that Cargill or CPC
engaged in predatory pric-
ing’" has been offered, their

attorneys were quoted as say-
ing in the Tuesday Amarillo
Daily News.

The price manipulation is
alleged to have occurred in
1971 and 1972.

Dimmitt Agri Industries es-
tablished what is now the
Dimmitt Amstar Plant, which
it founded to process corn and
corn products.

As soon as the plant was in
operation prices in the corn-
starch and syrup industries
dropped sharply, causing the
plant to go out of business.
Dimmitt Agri Industries leas-
ed the plant to Amstar Corp.
at that time, and Amstar has
operated it since.
