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| Spain Renews Old
Fight for Gibraltar

PANISH demands that Britain |

surrender Gibraltar renews a |
bame for possession of “The
! Rock” that has been going on for
12 centuries. Spain’s last attempt
to capture the fortress that guards |
the entrance to the Meditarranean |
was in 1779 in a siege that lasted |
three years and seven months. '

Spain is separated from Gibral- |
tar by a flat, sandy strip. The
Gibraltar stamp above, of the
George VI coronation issue, shows
the view of “The Rock” from the
Spanish mainland. The tunneled,
fortified mass of stone is 2% miles
long, three-fourths mile wide and
1396 feet high.

Moors, under Tariq, captured
and fortified Gibraltar in 711
Spain regained peossession in 1309,
lost it in 1333, captured it again
in 1462. 1In 1502, Gibraltar was
formally incorporated into crown
domain In 800 years Gibraltar
was besieged 11 times

Britain captured , “The Rock”
during the War of Spanish Suc-
cession in 1704, has held it since
that time It is now a crown col-
ony, important strategically as a
naval base and as a guardian of
dritain’s Mediterranean life line.
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
