Growth of population and im­
pressive advances oi industry In 
Texas, particularly in West 
Texas, are reflected in reports 
summarizing the Increases in 
sales of electricity by 12 major 
private utility companies, and 
of natural gas by the private 
companies that serve the 132 
jounties served by the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce, 
according to a report published 
in its magazine, West Texas To­
day.

A recent report made for the
12 major electric utility com­
panies shows they sold nearly
13 billion kilowatt hours in the 
year ending last July 31. as com­
pared with 5 5 billion in 1946

By the end of 1953. the same 
12 firms will have augmented 
their generating capacity by an­
other 650.000 kilofatts

Natural gas distributing com­
panies that operate in West 
Texas sold 147 billion cubic feet 
of gas in 1951, as comp" .a with 
122 billion cutotc feet in 1949. ac­
cording to annual reports of the 
Gas U t i l i t i e s  Division of the 
Texas Railroad Commission.

The number of domestic con­
sumers served by these gas com­
panies Increased from 516.470 in 
1946 to 602,506 in 1951

Electric company payrolls In­
creased from $11,087,650 in 1933

.4ar endedto $43,911,469 in th 
last July 31.

An interesting fact developed 
in the report on business of the 
electric utilities companies is 
that the price per kilowatt hour 
declined from 18 8 mills in 1945 
to 17 4 mills in the year 1951.

In the same period, taxes in­
creased from $8,422,500 to $62,- 
128.458. running $18,000,000 a 
year higher than the payroll 
total. Gross revenues rose from 
$62,500,000 in 1938 to $233,367,- 
971 this year.

FORT WORTH —The Soil Con­
servation Service has announced 
results of its new four-slate sur­
vey of soil moisture and plant 
cover conditions, reporting that 
half of Texas and more of Okla­
homa on March 1. 1953. remain­
ed in the grip of the South- 
west's most damaging drought.

However, Regional Louis P. 
Merrill of SCS reported that in 
approximately 140 counties of 
eastern and central Texas and 
in some areas of southeastern 
and north central Oklahoma 
moisture and other conditions 
have Improved and, in his 
opinion, these areas are no longer 
on the critical list.

t Rains in parts of North 
Texas and Western Oklahoma 
since March 1 will revive wheat 
and other winter crops, but much 
more moisture will be needed 
for spring planting and to re­
store stock water supplies, Mer­
rill said.»

Oood rains in recent weeks 
have relieved dry weather con­
ditions in Arkansas and Louisi­
ana Most areas in these two 
states now have adequate soil 
moisture and plant cover Is in 
good condition and improving, 
the regional SCS head reported

In September, following a sim­
ilar survey. Merrill reported that 
from the standpoint of area In­
volved. duration, effect on land 
cover, persistent high tempera­
tures and In the scantiness of 
effective rainfall the Texas 
drought was the worst on record

Our new check-up shows that 
for the most part there has been 
no relief in the stricken areas,” 
Merrill said. “Fall rains in this 
north central Texas area have 
removed it from the drought 
category, and the section imme­
diately north of Haskell, one of 
the reference points in our 
drought study, is improving. 
However, the Texas Panhandle 
area now must be added to the 
area involved The Amarillo sec­
tion has had 20 months of poor 
moisture conditions.”

Merrill said the study by his 
office showed the dry weather 
duration at eight Texas refer­
ence points as follows: Big
Spring. 30 months; Del Rio, 38; 
Falfurrias. 40; Fert Stockton, 
28; Lubbock. 341*; Haskell and 
San Angelo. 29; and Amarillo, 20 
months.

The average duration of the 
drought at these points is 31 
months. The 1933-36 drought In 
Texas lasted 24 4 months and 
the one in 1916-8 ran 24 months.

The sketchy information gather­
ed by historians on the 1885-87 
drought indicates that dry period 
though intense and costly, last­
ed only 23 months The current 
drought did not hit Oklahoma 
until June of last year.

In 83 counties of the wheat­
growing areas of Texas and Ok­
lahoma the winter cover crop Is 
In poor or only fair condition 
In Cimarron County of the Okla­
homa Panhandle, for example, 
w heat on 50,000 acres of the 100,- 
000 acres planted to this crop 
last fall did not come up. These
50.000 acres have been chisled 
to prevent soli blowing. The

(w heat on 30,000 acres is thin 
and spotty. On the remaining
20.000 acres it is only fair

The wheat cover in Hansford. 
Ochiltree and Lip comb coun­
ties in the topmast tier of the 
Texas Panhandle is small and 
thin and beginning to turn yel­
low for want of moisture. Only 
a timely rain can save the crop 
in those counties, field reports 
to Merrill said Other Texas 
counties reporting wheat cover 
In poor condition included: Don­
ley, Tom Green, Sterling. Glass­
cock. Hutchinson. Callahan. Run- 
nells. Concho, Menard. Moore. 
Deaf 8mith, Oldham. Carson. 
Yoakum, Terry. Lynn. Borden., 
Scurry. Schleicher and Kendall 

Reports to Merrill said that 
other Oklahoma counties where 
fhe wheat cover Is in poor con­
dition included: Beaver, Texas 
Harper, Ellis, Woodward.

Oklahoma, Caddo, Semi­
nole, Garvin, Oreer Pushmata­
ha. Washita, Musi >gee, Beck­
ham.

Cattle are wintering In many 
parts of Texas and Oklahoma 
in fair to weak conditions, Mer­
rill reported. Where they are In 
fair condition in the drought 
areas, he added, it has been 
only because of heavy feeding, 
an added expense that has se­
verely pinched many stockmen 
financially, and because of mild 
weather.

Livestock herds in the dry 
areas of Oklahoma and Texas 
have been further reduced as 
the drought has cut deeper into 
ranges and pastures reports to 
Merrill showed. In Maverick 
County of Southwest Texas, 
where cultivated land is under 
irrigation, the cattle wintered 
in fair condition but this was 
because only 25 per cent of the 
normal animal population re­
mained and they h.ne been on

I feed for some time. Seventy-five 
per cent of the normal cattle 
population had been sold off or 
shipped t other areas for pastur­
age. In Irion and Reagan coun­
ties of Texas 90 per cent of the 
cattle and 80 per cent of the 
sheep herds had been sold or 
shipped out. Stockmen in How­
ard, Martin, Borden and Scurry 
counties had sold or shipped 80 
per cent of their cattle.

Eighty per cent of the normal 
cattle population of Pottawato­
mie County in Oklahoma and 
two-thirds of the cattle of Greer 
County have been sold or ship­
ped away. Merrill said his field 
leports showed. Oklahoma coun­
ties In which cattle herds have 
been reduced by 25 per cent or 
more because of the drought In­
clude: Nowata, Seminole, Greer. 
Grant, Tillman. Pushmataha, 
Washita, Muskogee. Arbucklei 
Kiowa. Kingfisher and Sequoyah’ 

Water supplies for livestock in 
areas having well are adequate 
and In no immediate danger. 
Merrill said, but in some areas 
where stockmen depend on sur­
face supplies, the source has 
dried up and water is being 
brought in.

One of the present threats is 
the lack of enough moisture 

| to plant spring crops, including 
corn and cotton, the field re­
ports to Merrill showed. Field 
men of SCS report that more 
than 50 counties in Texas and 
over 25 counties in Oklahoma do 
not have enough moisture for 
spring planting (Texas coun­
ties: Donley, Tom Green.

Practices that were estab- , 
tlshed before the* drought or 
during more favorable periods 
In the drought have paid good 
dividends. Farmers have indi­
cated a growing interest In us­
ing their land within its capa- 

I bllitles and giving It needed con­
servation treatment. Merrill said 
They are making an earnest e f­
fort to keep cover, either living 
or dead, on their land through - j 
out the year.

Damage from the rainless sum­
mer In Arkansas and Louisiana 
Is still In evidence although th?

Because the soli was 
dry. farmers in both states were 
unable to plant fall pasture and 
feed crops.
