ALGIERS Jan. 19.—The British arm oi Lt-Gen. Mark

ol savage German resistance, a communique announced to­
day.

Veteran British units, which had been stalled along the 
southern banks ot the Garigliano bv bad weather for two 
and one-half months, launched their offensive under cover 

i of darkness Monday night.
By daybreak, the Nazis had been hurled from then 

strong defenses at a number of points on the north bank o f 
the winding stream and the British were swarming across 
the lower Garigliano valley.

First reports indicated the new drive was co-ordinated 
with the F renen and American offensive against Cassino and 
the inland i<>aa to Rome, and that the British were striking 
towaid the light ilank ot the Nazis Cassino defenses.

As tne Hr iisl struck, tm American and French units 
closing :n agaoist the centei and left ilank of the enemv line 
before Cassino sent patrols stabbing into the German de- 
lenses and nv.’ ssed along the east bank ot the Rapido river 
for a concerted assault on that stronghold.

Across the Italian boot. Canadian units of the British 3th 
Army pressed a savage attack against Nazi strong points in 
the hills overlooking the Adriatic coastal road Just north and 
west of Ortona.

While the entire land trout blazed into action, swarms 
"! Allied fighters and fightei bombers battered the enemy's 
front lines and F'iving Fortresses and Liberators spread ruin 
through the network of German-controlled railroads in Tus­
cany.

NEW GUINEA, Jan. 19 —Hard-hitting Bushmasters of 
the loiUh U. S. Infantry. going into action for the first time 
since they reinforced dismounted Texas cavalry, hammered 
out new gains from the expanding American beachhead at 
Arawe, New Britain, it wax announced today.

The Bushmasters. composed mainly of Arizona and New 
Mexico National Guardsmen and representing at least 20 
tribes of American Indians, drove the Japanese back 1000 
yards beyond the perimeter o f the American beachhead 
Sunday. Gen Douglas MacArthur's communique said.

Part of one enemy field battery and 28 machine gun 
posts were captured and 139 Japanese troops killed in the 
new American drive to vxpand one of the two Allied beach­
heads on New Britain Island.

"The 28 machine gun posts were separate and the action 
was much greater than the communique indicates,” a head­
quarters spokesman said.

1 he fact we captured a portion of a field battery indi­
cates to what depths the Bushmasters penetrated."

Losses to i hr Bushmasters. who carried out the attack 
alone, were “comparatively light,” the communique said.
