NEW DELHI, Match 31—Jap 
uncle troops, slashing 30 miles 
across the wild Indian frontier 
from central Burma, have cut the 
i,-lain highway linking Imphal and 
Kohitna and are dosing in for a 
major assault on the twin British 
strongholds.

An Allied report revealed that 
Jap invasion forces had fought 
their way to within striking dist­
ance of Kohitna from three di­
rections. The advanced units cut 
across the Imphal-Kohima high­
way south of the town and other 
raiding parties stabbed into the 
British lines from the north, while 
the main attacking force drove in 
from the east.

Simultaneously, it was revealed 
• a.., Jau column had

driven 25 miles into India from I 
Tamil to reach the Palcl area, only 
20 miles southeast of Imphal.

Gen. Claude Auchinleck, com­
mander-in-chief in India, report­
ed to the assembly in New Delhi | 
that the Japanese had reached the | 
main British defenses around Ku- 
hima and that stiff fighting has 

j been under way for the past two 
| days.

"Our commanders have no in- 
I tention that Imphal should fall 
I into enemy hands,” he said.

Heavy fighting continued in the 
Mogaung Valley of northern Bur­
ma where Lt.-Gcn Joseph W. 
Stillwell's American and Chinese 
troops were pressing the rem - j 
pants of two Jap battalions into a 
fo u i -mile-square |>ocket between 
Shaduzup and Laban.

I R I S H  HUMOR­
IST S A Y S  F D  
PULLED BONER

LONDON. March 31. — Presi­
dent Roosevelt has made a "real­
ly stupid mistake" in trying to in­
fluence Irish policy in inter­
national affairs, says George Ber­
nard Shaw in an article published 
in the Scottish weekly "Forward."

Shaw said that Eire, “ that pow­
erless little cabbage garden." has 
come out on top against the great 
powers with a neutrality policy 
which once seemed “crack-brain­
ed.” and predicted that Prime 
Minister IX- Valera, backed by all 
l i , land,*soon “v ill tell the p. - t- 
dent m fact to go to hell; and he 
will get away with it again."

Recalling that when tiie Irish 
Free State was established in 1921 
he assumed that Great Britain 
would have to rcoceupy it as a

military necessity in the event of 
another great war. Shaw wrote 
that when Britain tailed to do tins 
because ot its possible effect on 
the United States, he had suggest­
ed that Eire "should stand in with 
the commonwealth."

Do Valera. Shaw went on. "de­
scribed tiie suggestion as contemp­
tible and declared that with his 
army of 40.000 . he would tight 
any and every povv er that dared 
to invade his country; this in the 
then quite possible event of Ger­
many invading Eire on the west 
and south and England necessarily 
throw ing in an army on the north 
and cast ."

“ It seemed a crack-brained line 
to take, vet Mr. De Valera got! 
away with it." Shaw declared.

PEARL HARBOR. March 31. A powerful American
licet, spearheading the greatest coordinated offensive of the 
Pacific war. was believed today to have wrecked Japanese 
lias, s within 460 mile.- of the Philippines in heavy attack' 
that still may be continuing on the Palau Islands.

W hilt- American battleships, carriers, cruisers and de­
stroyers were making their deepest penetration of Japanese 
waters since the fall of th Philippines, U. S. bombing fleets 
from southwest and central Pacific bases blazed a trail ot 
l laming destruction through Truk and other enemv strong­
hold.- along at; arc stretching 1600 miles fro mPalu to the 
eastern Marshalls.

Adm. Chester W. Nimitz. commander of the Pacific fleet, 
announced the start of "heavy attacks" on Palau in a com­
munique late yesterday.

The raid was the most daring yet attempted by American 
naval forces and carried them nearly 2500 miles west of then- 
nearest central Pacific bases along the invasion route to the 
Philippines and South China, which Nimitz ha.- proclaimed 
to be his ultimate objective.

LONDON.—The Royal Air Force suffered the heaviest 
loss ever inflicted on an Allied air armada last night when 
96 planes were shot down by German night fighters and 
anti-aircratt gun- during a powerful British moonlight as­
sault on the arms center of Nurnberg and targets in the 
western Reich.

The loss exceeded by 17 the previous record toll of 79 
RAF bombers which failed to return from a raid on Leipzig 
the night of February 19.

7 hough the RAF was believed to have lost more than 10 
percent ot its raiding fleet, it dropped upwards of 2240 tons 
ot explosives and fire bombs on Nurnberg.

The bomber command apparently had gambled on the 
waning striking power of the Luftwaffe to make its first 
moonlight attack in several months, only to run into the 
greatest concentration of night fighters of the war under 
conditions ideal for interception-

The big air battle of the night sky swirled over Ger­
many and occupied territory during almost the entire 1100- 
nule iound tiip» between Britain and Nurnberg with an 
average of one bomber plummeting to earth cverv ll miles. 
Nearly 700 British airmen were believed to have been killed 
or captured.

Gci m,.n broadcasts said 152 British planes had been shot
down.

MOSCOW .—Soviet mobile columns, driving disorganiz­
ed vnemy forces before them in headlong flight, swept th 
within 15 miles of Hungary today at a pace that promised t<> 
carry the Red army to the border by the week-end.
