Hardly had the formations of American heavyweights 
returned to their base.-, titan swarms <■! American Marauder 
medium bomber- crossed the fog-bound Dover Straits and 
attacked military objectives along the Flench invasion coast. 
American, British, New Zealand and Allied fighters escorted 
and covered the Marauders.

Still other iormations ol Allied aircraft crossed the south- 
ea-t coast early this afternoon, bringing the triple-edged of­
ten-; ve designed to cripple German air power, snarl railwav 
communications and wreck coastal defenses in advance of 
the opening of a western from to its highest pitch of inten­
sity.

An American communique summarizing the 8th Air 
Foices morning offensive said Fortresses and Liberators in 
"very great strength" hit enemy aircraft parks at E.-chwege, 
southeast of Kassel, Padcrborn. Gutersloth, Lippstadt and 
W ei’l, tiie last four all east of Hamm, in addition to fighter 
factories at Kassel itself

At the aircraft parks, the big bomber- presumably 
caught hundreds of German 1'ightei- which the Nazi com­
mand had been hoarding t<> counter the impending Allied in­
vasion.

The first escorting fighters to return from the Kassel 
area reported German planes attacked the American bomb­
ers as they went in for their bomb runs over the targets. 
Some 75 to 100 fighters -wept through the American forma­
tions with cannons and machine-guns firing, then dived for 
safety beiore escorting Mustangs could engage them.

Lt. Shelton \\ Monroe of Wavcross. Gu.. a Mustang 
pilot, said three or four big groups of enemy planes "went 
through our bomber- like sparrows diving through trees,’’ 
while Capt. Winslow M. Sobanski of New York Citv report­
ed he saw more German fighters in one bunch than ever be­
fore.

The bulk of the RAF armada concentrated its fire bombs 
and block-busters ranging up to six tons each on French rail­
way bottlenecks on lines supplying Germany's anti-invasion 
defenses on the channel coast.
