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According to gin reports this
week there had been upwards of
52,000 bales of cotton ginned in
the countty from the present crop.
‘Readers of this column will re-
member that back in September
‘or October I predicted that there
would be 60,000 bales ginned,
‘while the scientific and well-edu-
cated forces were predicting a
thirty odd thousand bale crop.
We are not calling attention to
cotton ginmings in the county just
in order to point out the errors of
our contemporaries, but mainly to
reiterate the infallability of pre-
dictions appearing in this column.
When Castro county gins have
gimed another 8,000 bales our
prediction will be right on the
mose. Of course bad weather
could damage or waste a few
thousand of the. remaining eight
thousand bales needed to make
our prediction accurate, to the
pound, but chances are that har-
vest operations will be completed
on schedule and our prestige as a
predictor orrce more made secure.

I have another prediction to
make to be added to all of my
other accurate forecasting. This
prediction has to do with my be-
lief in Dimmitt ard its citizenship.

Sp far Dimmitt has kept pace
with the development of its area,
but unless immediate steps are
taken to enlarge and add to exist-
ing facilities our town could eas-
ily be delayed in attaiming its
maximum development, if not per-
manently penalalized. I will pre-
dict that the New Year—1955—
will see the beginning of con-
struction on a new high school
building to alleviate the crowded
conditions in the grade school
building, by making the present
high scheol building available for
a Junior High building; bomd
elections will be passed in the
city for the expansion of the sew-
er and water systems and for the
construction of a municipal aud-
jtorium and the building and
equipping of an adequate city
park. I stake my reputation as a
predictor on the materializing of
the above predictions. Dimmitt
citizens will not be content to
allow their town to be penalized
by delaying the progress that we
all expect and deserve.

We will have more to say about
the above projects from time to
time and in more detail, it the
meantime all civic organizations,
clubs and service organizations
will be making a concerted effort
to get the necessary action from
the powers that be.

Ginnings Top 50,000
Mark As Windup Nears

Castro county ginnings passed
‘the 50,000-bale mark this week as
most gins over the county slowed
operations using only skeleton
crews to handle the small amounts
of cotton now being brought into
gin yards. The complete total for
the county as of Wednesday is
listed at 51,695 bales.

Some 5,000 bales were ginned
during the past week and if an-
other 5,000 are ginned before the
harvest is over then the final to-
tal will exceed last year’s total
by only a few hundred bales. The
present harvest has already top-
ped the 1953 harvest, however,
in regard to yields per acre as
less land was seeded to cotton
this year in comparisont to last
year.

If the present trend continues
the harvest will be completed
within another week.

Growers Vote for
Cotton Controls

County Election
Carries 235 to 25

A light vote was cast in ‘the
cotton quota election in Castro
county Tuesday, but growers gave
overwhelming approval of cotton
controls for 1955. Of the 260 vot-
es cast, 235 were in favor of con-
trols while 25 were opposed to
controls. Those favoring the meas-
ure represented approximately 90
percent of the total vote cast.

The votes were canvassed Tues
day night by the county refer-|
endum committee and the final|
tabulation was made Wednesday
morning by the county ASC com-
mittee. Officials were disappointed
with the light vote as 1,178 per-
sons were eligible to vote in the
election. The vote followed the |
national trend, however, as 335,-|
488 voted for controls across the
nation while 30,003 were against
the measure. These figures show
that 91.5 percent of. those voting
favored the referendum.

A breakdownt of the county
voting by communities follows:
Community A (Jumbo)—30 for
and none against; Community B
(Frio)—28 for and one against;
Community C (Dimmitt)—107 for
and seven against; Community D
(Dodd)—16 for and one against;
and Community E {Hart)—64 for
and 16 against.

Election officials noted that the
county’s lightest vote was cast
in the Dodd area which is con-
sidered the heaviest cotton’ produc-
ing area in the county.

All stores checked during the
survey reported sales well above
last Christmas season and one
firm owmer indicated that sales
had almost doubled those of last
season. All busiriess owners, with-
out hesitation, were quick to state
that bumper crops just harvested
have created more buying power
and is the main reason for the
record volume of sales that is now
in prospect.

Buyers requests range from
“fiddle strings to six-shooters” as
one store owner put it. Most
popular amornrg disereet men buy-
ers seeking something appropriate
their wives or girl friends at
Christmas time is lingerie. This
proved to be true at every store
visited: Pink shirts, jackets and
hats appear to be the most pop-
ular itemsin the men’s depart-
ment. One store owner indicated
that he had received lots of calls
for pink shirts, which has now
almost become a fad int Dimniitt
and on the High Plains. For the
children, boots and: sleeper pa-
jamas are in greatest demand as
Christmas gifts.

Santa Sends Final Instructions for
Scheduted Visit Here on Monday

When Santa Claus visits Dim-
mitt Monday afternoon, December

All local store
employees are friendly, efficient
and eager to be helpful and as
a result shoppers are finding that
the selecting of gifts is no longer
a chore but a pleasure. Most
store owners find that nearly 90
percent of the time they have the
particular item a shopper is seek-
ing.

A trend toward buying more
expensive items seems to be a
general rule, the survey shows.
Large individual purchases at the
various stores range from $93.63
to $8.00. One store employee sold
13 $20.00 Stetson hats to a single
buyer while another made sale
of three appliances valued at some
$800. 2

Television sets and automatic
dryers and washers are by far
the most popular items selling at
local appliance stores. One dealer
reported business “better than
ever before.”

Practically every store in Dim-
mitt has had to employ additional
help for the Christmas buying
rush, another indication that
stores will top all previous sales
and that the 1954 Christmas sea-
son will go down in history as
the best on record.

Officers Continue Probe of "Clueless™ Thefis

Some $500 Taken in Hart
Burglaries Friday Night

A series of burglaries, all com-
mitted in Hart Friday night, re-
sulted in the theft of almost $500
and has left the sheriff's office
here without a clue.

The daring burglaries made Gil-
more’s and Newsom’s Groceries
and Johnrrty Thompson’s Service
Station the target of their raids
and escaped without leaving any
evidence or clues behind. The
culprits used a wrecking bar to
pry open a rear door to Gilmore's
Grocery. Just over $200 was taken
from a coin box in a filing cabinet
in the store. None of the stock
in the store was molested as ap-
parently the thieves were interest-
ed only in money, according to
Deputy Sheriff J. V. Messenger.

A similiar means was used to
gain entrance by a rear door in
Newsom’s Grocery. Only $7.50 was

taken here from a desk drawer as
¥

no other money had been left
in the store, according to Mes-
senger. Nothing else was bother-
d,

At Thompson’s Phillips 66 Ser-
vice Station between the rail-
road and post office, the offend-
ers, pried opent a door to the sta-
tion wash room; forced open a
cash register in the station front
office and made away with $270
in bills and cash. About $100 was
taken in bills and the rest in
silver.

Officers believe the burglz;ries
were committed by at least two
or more persons with advance in-
formation about the three firms
as the burglaries were carried out
with comparitive ease and precis-
ion. In each instance the thieves
had little or no difficulty finding
the money as everything else was
left intact or unmolested.

Castro Sheriff M. H. Fowlkes,

assisted by Messenger, launched
an investigation into the burglar-
ies immediately after his office

was notified of the violations.
Thompson was the first to dis~

cover that a burglary had been
committed. He opened his sta-
tiornt at about 6:30 a. m. Saturday
and as soon as he found the money
missing contacted the sheriff’s of-
fice. Messenger said all three bus~
inesses were checked for finger~
prints or other evidence but no
clues were uncovered as it was
readily apparent that the offend-
ers used gloves in each break-in.
The Hart burglaries are the
biggest from a standpoint of cash
loss since the Carlile Theatre here
was burglarized two years ago
and some $800 was stolen.
Sheriff Fowlkes said his office
would continue their investigation

of the burgiaries.

Patent Protectivve Measures
Explained

Got a good idea for a new in-
vention floating around in the
back of your mind? Perhaps to
protect your rights you should
file an application for a patent
with the U. S. Patent Office.

Under the pafent laws of the
natent must be filed, if at all,
carlier than one year after the
date of first public sale or use
or published disclosure of the in-
ventiori.

If this deadline is met, then
the person who first conceives a
new and novel patentable idea is
entitled to it, provided as there-
after pursues a course of reason-
able diligence in reducinrg his in-
vention to practice or filing a pa-
tent application thereon. - There-
fore, if conflicting claims arrive
as to who is entitled to a patent,
it is necessary to establish who
first had the idea, amd not just
who filed the first application for
patent.

Since an inventor is automati
cally given crédit for a date at
least as early as his application,
without having to introduce any
proof, an early applicationt date is
advantageous though not conclus-
ive. But if an inventor protects
himself while he is making tests
and perfecting his invention, he
can get credit for a date earlier
than his date of application.

To do this, he should as soon
as he conceives the idea, make
a written record of the facts, in-
cluding a gerreral statement of the
nature of his invention, a re-
citation of the structural elements
or steps of the process of his in-
vention, and a rough drawing if
possible.  Preferably the writtent
record is photocopied. The photo-
copy of the record should be dated
and signed by two witnesses who
have read and understood it and
who can be called upon later to
certify that they read and under-
stood the photocopy of the re-
ccord on the dates besides their
names.

While some inventors mail writ-
ten disclosures of their inventions
to themselves, such procedure is
not necessary if the foregoing pre-
ferred procedure is follcwed.

an inventor establishes a prelim-
irrary date showing the time when
his original idea was conceived.
After that he can continue with
his work, perfect his idea, and
after it isperfected make appilca-
tion for a patent, if he feels that
he has a patentable idea. But the
inventor must also keep records
of his contirued work, and the
continued work should be disclosed
periodically to a witness who is
not o co-inventor.

While an inventor should seek
a patent a soon as possible after
he comnceives his idea and works
out structure or process steps for
the practice of the idea, if he
keeps complete records of his
work and has his work witnssed
periodically by someone who can
later be called upon to corrobor-
ate the invevntor’s story, then the
inventor may protect himself
clear back to the date of his
original conceptiort.

Texas cotton farmers averaged
under one-half bale to the acre
this year, in spite of the drouth,
the University of Texas Bureau
of Business Research reports.

The average yield was 242
pounds per acre, well over the
200-pound record which  stood
for 37 comsecutive years, from
1912 to 1949, the Bureau points
out. Some individual areas (not-
ably Central and East Texas and
the Blacklands) did not fare so
well, but their deficiency was more
than made up with high-grade,
long-staple cotton from irrigated
sections in the Trans-Pecos and El
Paso areas. .

‘When the new Congress con-
venes in January, Texas cotton
acreage allotments are expected to

be increased, the Bureau notes.
If this happens, there will be
an even greater demand for meth-
ods of fighting the boll-worm
and boll-weevil problems, and for
some way to defoliate cotton
stalks so mechanical pickers can
be used.

The answer to both of these
problems, Bureau officials say,
may lie in the use of helicopters
instead of the less maneuverable,
conventional airplanes. The hel-
icopter, using the advantage gain-
ed in its “downwash” from the
overhead propeller, can spray
more thoroughly than airplanes,
and “hard-to-get-at” places are
virtually eliminated. The heli-
copter’s maneuverability even en-

ables the pilot to fly under fav-

Tubeculosis, many years ago the
nation’s leading cause of death,
is ‘losing out because of man’s
fight for better health. Once the
leading death in Texas, too, tu-
berculosis nmow ranks ninth in
Texas as a cause of death, says
Dr. Henry A. Holle, State Heaith
Officer. Last year all forms of
tuberculosis killed 1,070 Texans
while twenty years ago with a
population of only two-thirds of
our present population there were
4,020 deaths.

Tuberculosis usually attacks the
lungs. The disease is spread from
person to person, through germ-
laden droplets oor sputum dis-
charged by an infected person.
It can be spread through kissing,
breathing air containing tubercul-
osis germs, and through handling
objects used in common with tu-
berculous persornts.

Tuberculosis victims have a
good chance to recover, if the dis-
ease is found in its early stages,
and the physician’s instructions
for treatment are carefully foi-
lowed. The outlook is becoming
more encouraging as time goes on,
but we cannot rest while the
disease is still taking lives.

Often, tuberculosis. does not
show any noticeable symptoms un-
til its victim has become exterm-
ely sick. The most common signs
are chronic imdigestion, steady
loss of weight an irriating hoarse-
ness, poor appetite, and a con-
stant feeling of fatigue, without
any apparent cause for it. The
warnings are more defimite when
a persistent cough appears, or
when a person begins spitting
blood or blood streaked spatum,
