DEEP TEST
Two more locations have been 

made in the area north and north­
west of Cisco by Homer Snowden 
and others following completion 
of that company’s W. J. Donovan 
for 22,600,000 feet of gas daily 
from a total depth of 3.874 feet, 
last week. The formation was 
penetrated four feet.

One of the new loeations has 
been made on the Donovan tract 
of 040 acres, a quarter of a mile 
south of the No. 1. The second 
will be drilled on the Tomlinson 
tract in a semi-prbven district 
just across the county line in 
Stephens county. Operations are 
due to start immediately.

Meanwhile Hickok Production 
and Development company has 
killed off a show of 5.000.000 feet 
of gas in its F. E Harrell No. 1, 
two and a half miles east of the 
Donovan, to cement. This well, 
bottomed at 3,478, five feet in 
Lake and. is located in the north 
half of the east half of section 
497, SPRR survey.

In a new area south of Cisco, 
in what is known as the Sabanno 
area. Kcrlyn Oil company, of 
which Gov. Bob Kerr ol Oklaho­
ma is president, was drilling ahead 
in its No. 1 Fenton, projected to 
the Ellenberger.

This well is creating a great 
deal of interest since if will fur­
nish the first important test of 
deep jxissibilities in that territo­
ry. about 15 miles south of Cisco 
It is being drilled on a block of 
4.500 acres, by D. L. Rose, Cisco 
contractor.

That fortress 
I city was captured yesterday after 
a 35-day battle.

Berlin has conceded that the 
Russians hold six small bridge- 

| heads across the Oder on both 
sides of Kuestrin east of Berkin.

! Part of newly-captured Kuestriin 
is on the west bank, and it is pos­
sible that the Soviets crossed the 
river at that point.

Far to the northeast. Marshal 
Rokossovsky’s Second White Rus­
sian Army broke through to the 
Gulf of Danzig with the capture 
of Puck. 15 miles northwest of 
the Polish port of Gdynia, and 
Sellistraw, three miles south of 
Puck.

Another column seized Quas- 
chin, seven miles southwest of 
Gl.vnia and eight miles northwest 
of Danzig, in an advance to with­
in six miles of Danzig Bay mid­
way between the two ports.

Kuestrin, main stronghold 
guarding Berlin, was captured by 
Marshal Gregory K. Zhukov's

Thursday N i g h t

"Russia’s Position — East and 
West" will be the subject of the 
third lecture in the series of the 
Institute of International Under­
standing sponsored by the Cisco 
Rotary club. The speaker will 
be Samuel D. Rosen, native of 
Russia and naturalized American 
citizen, who will appear at high 
school auditorium Thursday eve­
ning, March 15 at 8 o’clock.

Ro­
tary officials anticipate by far 
the largest crow-d of the Institute 
to hear this lecture.

Previous lectures have drawn 
large audiences who have been 
greatly impressed with the quality 
of the speakers, and already the 
institute has been rated a success, 
although it was the first ever to 
be sponsored by the local club.

He 
made four trips to Russia between 
1930 and 1940, and his under- 
standing of the great sociological 
changes that have taken place in 
his native country is profound.

PARIS. March 13—First army 
infantrymen drove east from their 
Rhine bridgehead today to a point 
le.-s than two miles from the six- 
lune superhighway linking the 
Ruhr with Frankfurt on the Main.

Lt. Gen. Courtney H Hodges 
troops east of the river, which the 
Germans said numbered more 
than 40.000. also captured a hill 
north of Hoenningen at the south­
ern end of the 11-mile long breach 
in the German Rhine line. New 
gains widened the bridgehead to 
nearly six miles.

Border reports reaching Swit­
zerland said Field Marshal von 
Rundstedt had once more been 
deixised as supreme Gorman com­
mander in the West. These were 
u ithout Berlin confirmation, but 
one of the reasons for such a 
shakeup might have been the 
Gentian fumble which allowed the 
Ludendorff bridge at Remugen to 
stand, permitting Americans to 
cross the Rhine with dry feet.

Gains eastward from the Rhine 
in the rugged hills, sheer cliffs 
and valleysof the Westerwald was 
relatively slow. The Germans 
were making their strongest stand 
at the north end of the bridge­
head where the Americans were 
but 23 miles from the edge of the 
Ruhr basin—Germany's greatest 
arsenal.

A First army officer said re­
sistance in the center of the 
bridgehead salient was moderate. 
Defenses on the south was charac­
terized as light.

The German communique said 
the First army hud captured sev­
eral villages and heights east of 
the Rhine.

"The most bitter fighting on the 
whole western front is raging for 
the bridgehead." the Berlin radio 
asserted. “The battle still is de­
veloping and the Americans have 
not yet established an operative 
base in depth. Field Marshal 
Wulther von Model (Rundstedt's 
former subordinate in the north 
and apparently his successor) is 
still busy bringing up reinforce­
ments and only then will Model 
attempt a concentric counter- at­
tack.''

Honnef. at the north end of the 
bridgehead, was said to have 
changed hands several times in 
the last few days and the First 
army was placed by the foe at an 
unspecified position "northeast o l 
Honnef."

The continuing news dimout 
obscured the battle within 25 
miles of the Ruhr — action rem­
iniscent of Anzio and the Norman­
dy beaches.

Lt. Gen. George S. Patton’s 
Tlvrd army narrowed the Ger­
man hold on the west bank of 
the Moselle river to a pocket six 
miles long and four deep and 
mopped up Gormans who failed to 
escape traps in the Eifels.

Besieged Coblenz apparently 
was not yet under frontal assault, 
but Patton's men were in its out­
skirts and ready to storm the mid­
dle Rhine traffic center at any 
time.

The Third army captured 4.508 
prisoners yesterday, raising its to­
tal for eight days to 20,508. An- j 
other 108 Nazis were buried.

German artillery scored numer- j 
ous hits on the Ludendorff bridge j 
at Ramagen .sometimes momen­
ta! ily halting the flood of men, 
tanks and guns comprising four I 
divisions which the enemy said| 
already had crossed the span. The 
bridge still stood and still was in ‘ 
use. Assault boats plied the Rhine 
as if it were the Mississippi; the j 
Germans said pontoon bridge had; 
been thrown across.

Mrs. Pearl M oyer  
Wrote Renauds o f  
Jap Prison L i f e

A letter from Mrs. Pearl Moyer, 
former Cisco resident and once 
active in the Texas Federation of 
Women's clubs, who has been a 
Japanese prisoner since Dec. 7, 
1941, has been received by Mr. 
and Mrs. Charles L. Rcnaud, of 
Ft. Worth, also former Ciscoane.

Mrs. Moyer, who owned a store 
>n Manila and one in Baguio. P. 
I., wrote that while on a business
. to the islands in 1941 “ I miss­
ed one boat too’ many," and wa* 
"interned by the Nips in Baguio 
Dec. 7. 1941.” She was freed by 
the Americans at Manila Feb. 7, 
having only been moved from 
Baguio Dec. 28. 1944. She wrote: 

: ai ■ thanki il to be here. The 
Americans feed us three meals a 
day. I can hardly believe we are 
free even though we are not yet 
allowed outside the compound 
wall, which is 18 feet thick, built 
of stone."

She commented that the libera­
ted men and women felt fairly 
-.lie there in spite of a lone Nip 
plane having dropped a bomb 
just outside the walls that day. 
She reported 406 men and women 
and about 100 children in the 
camp, and said Manila had been 
burning a week, with fires and 
firing everywhere as the "Nips 
had mined Manila.”

In a letter to Mrs. Renaud's par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Henry Ben- 
ham of Balmorhea. the former 
Cisco woman commented on hav­
ing lost 60 pounds since being im­
prisoned. “ I now weigh 108,” she 
wrote and added: “ I have beri 
beri but already begin to feel bet­
ter." She told of having had her 
possessions looted by the Japs 
and said all she had left was the 
dress she had on and one blanket.

Mrs. Moyer’s plight in Manila 
was aggravated, she wrote, when 
she fell in the open latrine, badly 
wrenching her back and hurting 
one leg. She had recovered suf­
ficiently to lie about on crutches, 
she wrote the Benhams, and added 
that she hoped to be sent home 
soon, and would go to the home of 
a sister in Los Angeles. In clos­
ing her letter she wrote: “The 
guns pound day and night. The 
Nips are devils incarnate and are 
past masters in the art of torture. 
I am forbidden by military rule to 
write many things, but will tell 
you of them when I see you."

ment. Natural laws can be brok­
en but they all carry within 
themselves suitable penalties for 
violation; hard to escape.

Under natural laws, every pro­
ducer earns a profit when he 
serves the public well; takes a 
loss when he serves the public 
poorly. When manipulators, gov­
ernment planners or any other 
kind, use artificial price controls, 
they violate natural law. It 
makes no difference whether the 
aim is greed or to protect “ lame 
ducks” from loss. Price controls 
encourage incompetence.

Wheat Price Parity.
Claude R. Wickard, Secretary 

of Agriculture, recently told an 
audience of wheat growers in St. 
Paul that U. S. production last 
year was 1100 million bushels 
compared to 800 million in a typi­
cal pre-war year. This is deemed 
to forecast a post-war ovei -pro­
duction of RIO million bushel* or 
more a year. There is a law com­
pelling government to hold up 
wheat prices for two years after 
the war.

Taxpayers may as well brace 
themselves. It is time to start 
wondering what it's going to cost 
per bushel to prop up the wheat 
price and hold it at parity; or 
v\hat bonus per acre must be paid 
to non-growers of wheat for not 
growing wheat. Another wonder; 
Can the price support be removed 
after two years or must the tax­
payers continue guaranteeing a 
wheat price indefinitely?

Observe Natural Law.
There is an honorable way: 

Leave each industry's problem 
for men of that industry to solve. 
Using wheat as an example, per­
mit the Department of Agricul­
ture to prepare such data as Mr. 
Wickard gave the farmers' and 
make such data available to the 
whole industry. Let the farmers 
use their own judgment in the 
light of the facts. They will do a 
better job than government men, 
and will not cost the taxpayers 
anything

One advantage is obvious; Men 
of an industry can consider an 
industrial problem unblinded by 
a dust storm of political consid­
erations. Government's proper 
function is to serve the citizens. 
Government can get statistics

ling the coal, would cost nearly 
$50 000,000. A conveyur belt de­
signed by an Akron, O.. engineer 
for hauling coal 35 miles, practi­
cally the same length as the Beav­
er-Mahoning canal, would cost 
only $8,000,000. With every con­
ceivable allowance for unexpect­
ed expenditures, the belt looks 
like the better bargain.
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OLD CATHEDRALS

There was rejoicing every­
where. among civilized people, 
that in the Allied capture of Co­
logne its famous cathedral was 
saved from destruction. The Al­
lied armies, to be sure, are not 
in the business of wrecking sac­
red and historic buildings, of 
which the Nazis have done so 
much in England and other coun­
tries. But accidents might have 
occurred, or the Nazis themselves 
might have blown up that beau­
tiful structure with its towering 
twin spires, and blamed it on the 
Allies.

Incidentally, it is likely that the 
American fighting men on this 
occas on were less impressed by 
the interior of the cathedral than 
its exterior. It is a curious fact 
that, although the Gothic type of 
cathedral originated on the Con­
tinent. it came to its full flower­
ing in England, where such struc­
tures are usually richer and more 
beautiful than the German. It 
seems as if. in general German 
builders have put their best work 
outside, while the English musters 
have put it inside.

On April 14, 1929. the state of 
Oklahoma set aside a day for the 
advancement of aviation and nam­
ed it in honor of one of the pio­
neers of aviation, a man who L 
a contemporary of General Brere- 
ton, Orville Wright, Glenn Cur­
tis, Lincoln Beaehy, General Ira 
Eaker and other famous "firsts" 
in aviation. Throughout the state 
of Oklahoma people flocked to 
airports and paid tribute to thi 
man for the contribution he had 
made to the advancement of safe 
flying.

Newspapers carried many col­
umns of stories telling of the e x ­
ploits of this man, of his early 
training as a flyer, starting in 
1912, of his thousands of hours 
of flying both as a commercial 
and military pilot, of the hundreds 
of aviators he had trained for 
World War II and his many other 
achievements in a profession 
which was then emerging into the 
great prominence it has since 
achieved.

That was in 1929. Today the 
achievements for which Burl 
Tibbs was honored in Oklahoma 
have been greatly increased by 
his contributions to the designing 
and manfacturing of planes—par­
ticularly the noted Wiley Post 
plane—his services in training pi­
lots for this war, his record of 
flying as a commercial and mili­
tary aviator and other achieve­
ments. Instead of a mere 5,000 
hours in the air, Tibbs now has 
a record of more than 21.000 fly- 

! ing hours, with a rating of 7,200 
Hw multi-engine land planes. He 
holds commercial pilot and air­
line transport pilot licenses. He 
is a certified airplane and airplane 
engine mechanic* He is a flight 
instructor and also has ratings in 
civil air regulations, navigation, 
metereology and so forth.

He was formerly employed by 
the Dallas War school, A&M Col­
lege of Texas, as an instructor In 
airplanes and engines and wus 
also an instructor at a bomber 
base in Arizona.

Honored by Oklahoma in 1929 
as dean of Oklahoma aviators and 
as a member of that small and 
select group of fliers whose flying 
-experience began long before 
World War No. 1. while planes 
were but flimsy forerunners of the 
great airliners of today, Burl Tibbs 
still is aggressive, devoted to the 
safe development of aviation as r. 
means of opening a great future 
in transportation in America. He 
has seen, and helped, aviation

1 grow from a faltering industry, 
tegarded as u perilous hobby by 
the public, into a vast industry, 
safe, dependable and essential to 

I civilization, and accepted by the 
I whole world as commonplace He 
I can be proud of his contribution 
to it.

But he is too modest to claim 
I any credit or even to speak of the 
great and adventuresome part he 
played in this development.

Such is the 
man who can be seen every day 
at the airport north of the city, 
industriously going about the 
business of keeping planes from 
all over this section in safe and ef- 
licient operating condition, direct­
ing flying activities at the port 
and assisting in every possible way 
to make that port one of the most 
popular aviation centers in this

section. Modest, dressed in work­
ing clothes, friendly and earnest,
he would never appear to the cas­
ual visitor us one of those men 
to whom modern aviation owes o 
much for its beginnings in Amen • 
ca.

Cisco is fortunate in having this 
pioneer as its airport manager.
