Castro County's long-delayed 
corn and milo harvest is rapidly 
drawing to a close under ideal 
weather conditions, but a long 
dry summer, followed by an 
extended period of wet weather 
this fall has taken its toll on 
grain yields. 

FARMERS busy finishing up 
the work of getting out their 
grain will probably find their 
yields are at least 1,000 pounds 
per acre under last year's 
figures when they settle up at 
the elevator. 

Bill Gregory of Castro Coun-
ty Grain Co. estimates that 
yields will average 6,000 to 
6,500 pounds per acre on the 
corn received at his facility. 

"Yields are off 1,000 to 1,500 
pounds per acre on most of the 
corn we've received, and the 
milo is averaging around 5,000 
pounds, well under the normal 
figure of 6,500 pounds," said 
Gregory. 

Gregory reported that the 
quality of the milo he has re-
ceived is "not too good" witi 
test weights running light, 
ranging from 48-55 pounds per 
bushel. A normal test weight is 
about 56-58 pounds. 

J. R. BROWN of Flagg Grain 
reported that milo yields in the 
Flagg community are ranging 
from 5,500 to 6,000 pounds per 
acre, with a few fields yielding 
as high as 7,000-7,500 pounds 
per acre. 

"The corn yields are about 
1,000 pounds per acre under 
last year's, but the milo yields 
are off even more in proportion 
to the corn," said Brown. 

He estimated that corn har-
vesting in the Flagg area is 95 
percent completed while milo 
harvesting is 85 to 90 percent 
complete. 

"Very few fields of milo have 
tested at the normal 56-58 
pounds, in fact, some have

DPS checks 10 
October accidents 

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated 10 accidents on 
rural highways in Castro Coun-
ty during the month of October, 
1974, according to Sergeant J. 
R. Smith, Highway Patrol sup-
ervisor of this area. 

THESE crashes resulted in 
five injuries. 

The rural traffic accident 
summary for this county during 
the first ten months on 1974 
shows a total of 90 accidents 
resulting in one death and 52 
persons injured. 

The rural traffic accident 
summary for the 60 counties of 
the Lubbock Department of 
Public Safety Region for Octor 
ber, 1974, shows a total of 502 
accidents resulting in 19 deaths 
and 215 persons injured as 
compareil to October, 1973, 
with 664 accidents resulting in 
31 deaths and 377 persons 
injured. This was 162 less acci-
dents, 12 less killed, and 162 
less injured in 1974 at the same 
period of time. 

The 19 traffic deaths for the 
month of October, 1974, occur-
red in the following counties: 
three in Hale; two each in 
Haskell, Lubbock, Palo Pinto, 
Wise; and one each in Clay, 
Briscoe, Hall, Ochiltree, Old-
ham, Roberts, Swisher and 
Wheeler.

The surveys are made by 
SCS soil scientists who examine 
the soil acre-by-acre. They re-
cord depth, percent sand or 
clay in each layer, acidity or 
alkalinity, wetness, flood ha-
zard, and other features by soil 
name symbols on aerial photo-
graphs.

cards because the losses in 
personal check kiting are huge. 
The cost of handling checks 
also runs into big administra-
tive and financial costs because 
of the time employees have to 
spend running down the check 
passer, writing letters and try-
ing to collect on the bum 
checks. Getting rid of the rub-
ber check problem is a big plus 
for the credit cards because 
there are no bad check losses 
under the arrangement with 
the banks. Funds also process 
faster with the credit cards. 
This can make a big difference 
in the profit or loss of a super-
market. 

Another intriguing reason for 
supermarkets going to credit 
cards is the average charge 
transaction os $19 compared 
with $8.50 when a customer 
forks over hard cash. A Pheo-
nix, Ariona chain finds the av-
erage credit card transaction is 
three times that of the average 
cash purchase. Not all grocery 
chains are going to the credit 
cards. The trend is only a 
"ripple" now but could become 
a river quickly. 

Competition has created an-
other use for those bank credit 
cards; buying groceries at your 
neighborhood chain supermar-
ket. Chains have resisted the 
bank credit cards, which have 
become an established part of 
all other retail operations. 
Chain grocery stores were a 
natural for credit cards because 
they are the biggest cash and 
carry business around. Profit 
margins are low in the chain 
grocery field (less than 	%) 
so the chains weren't anxious 
to give up any of what little 
profit there was. The bank 
credit cards charge the retailer 
an average of 3% of volume, 
but the grocery chains have 
worked this service charge

Soil surveys can be interpre-
ted to determine suitability of 
soil for home sites, building 
foundations, septic tank filter 
fields, gardens, cropland, 
trees, parks, fill material, and 
other uses. 

They also can be used to 
predict depth to bedrock; loca-
tion of sand, gravel, or caliche 
deposits; corrosivity to metal 
pipelines; shrink-swell hazards; 
and dozens of other features. 

Bryson urged anyone interes-
ted in soil surveys to contact 
his office for a free leaflet 
explaining how surveys can be 
used. If making your request 
by mail, specify your business 
or special interest so you will 
receive the leaflet designed for 
you.

The specialist suggested you 
consider the number of serv-
ings you will need and the 
number of servings per pound 
you can expect from each of the 
products you're comparing —
turkey and ham, for example. 

"You can expect two and a 
half servings from one pound of 
ham with bone in, but three 
servings from a pound of bone-
less ham. 

"One pound of whole fresh 
turkey yields two servings per 
pound, while one pound of 
turkey breast or boneless tur-
key roast gives three serv-
ings," Miss Reasonover point-
ed out. 

NUTRITION WISE, turkey 
and ham are comparable. Both 
are good sources of protein —
but pound for pound, turkey 
has a little more protein and 
less fat than ham. This may be 
a consideration if you are on a 
special low-fat diet, she noted.

Breast cancer film is 
shown Sunday at Hart 

By SHIRLEY HALL 

The film "Breast Cancer, 
Where We Are", was shown in 
the library at Hart High School 
Sunday. Mrs. L. C. McLain was 
narrator and hostesses were 
members of Hart's Chi Psi 
Chapter of Beta Sigma Phi. 

THERE WERE about 40 la-
dies present to view the film by 
the American Cancer Society 
which showed the correct way 
to perform breast self-examina-
tion. 

Breast cancer is the number 
one killer among women today 
and according to Dr. Arthur 
Holleb of the ACS about 95% 
of all breast cancer is discov-
ered by the women themselves. 
He strongly recommends that 
women of all ages perform the 
simple monthly self-examina-
tion in addition to regular 
clinical checkups. 

Breast cancer seems most 
prevalent in women of about 35 
years of age, but those under 
35 can and do develop it. With 
each added decade of age the 
chances of cancer of the breast 
are much greater. Also for wo-
men in the high rate category 
(in which their mother or sister 
has had breast cancer) mam-
mography and thermography 
techniques are available for 
very early detection. These are 
x-rays of tissue and heat pat-
tern tests respectively which 
can pinpoint a small hidden 
tumor even before it is large 
enough to detect otherwise. 

ACS continues to stress the 
importance of early detection 
and treatment of all types of 
cancer, but in the breast cancer 
area. self-examination is still 
one of the largest contributing 
factors to saving lives.

However, if turkey still does-
n't fit the holiday food budget 
this year, consumers can 
choose turkey parts—or switch 
to another entree entirely, Mrs.

Choices include chicken, 
ham, or certain beef cuts. 

"A variety of steaks, chuck, 
rib and rump roasts—and 
ground beef—are meat market 
features." 

Commenting on Thanksgiv-
ing vegetables, the specialist 
said sweet potatoes will reach 
their peak in time for the holi-
day, and white potatoes—at 
much lower prices than last 
year—are in abundant supply. 

''Broccoli and Brussels 
sprouts are now in their peak 
season, and bulk turnips and 
rutabagas are readily available. 

"CARROTS, cabbage, 
squash and dry yellow onions 
are other economically priced 
selections. 

"Also, cranberries are abun-
dant — with prices near or 
slightly below last year's lev-
els." 

Holiday fruits include tange-
los, with 40 percent of that crop 
coming to market this month. 
However, tangerine supplies 
won't peak until December, the 
specialist said. 

Mrs. Clyatt termed Texas 
grapefruit flavor "delightful" 
this season and reported a 
supply increase—"buy it by 
the bag.-  she added. Grapes, 
bananas, oranges and pineap-
ples are other good fruit choic-
es. 

"New crop pecans are on the 
market at prices near those of 
last year, but there will be a 
price increase as the season 
advances, because this year's 
crop is smaller," Mrs. Clyatt 
predicted. 

TERMING rice "an import-
ant staple,-  the specialist re-
ported it plentiful now. This 
year's crop is 22 percent great-
er than last year's.

"The success of future live-
stock and poultry feeding op-
erations may depend on their 
ability to control odors eco-
nomically," says Dr. John 
Sweeten with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service. 
"And the key to controlling 
odors hinges on the ability to 
measure them." 

RESEARCHERS investigat-
ing odor control methods must 
first have a good method of 
measuring odors, contends the 
agricultural engineer specializ-
ing in livestock waste manage-
ment. And, the legal process of 
regulating odors in Texas could 
also be simplified. 

"Presently, odor nuisance 
complaints and litigation are 
based on emotional judgments 
and monetary damage claims 
rather than on scientific evi-
dence that odors are intoler-
able," says the specialist. "By 
contrast, a reliable method of 
odor measurement would en-
able air pollution control agen-
cies to establish odor criteria. 
Such an odor intensity standard 
could benefit both livestock 
feeders and the public by pos-
sibly eliminating the expense of 
odor nuisance suits." 

Through odor measurement, 
the actual need for an odor 
control program could be de-
termined, says Sweeten. 

Another application of odor 
measurement would be to help 
determine how far new feedlots 
should be located outside of 
populated areas. 

"WE NEED to be able to 
predict odor intensities down-
wind from a feedlot under 
various design and operating 
conditions," points out the en-
gineer.

tested below 50 pounds," he 
added. 

ED WOODARD of Bruegel & 
Sons Elevators reported that 
corn yields are a little better 
west of Dimmitt, with some 
yields averaging in the 8250-
8700 pounds per acre range. 

"These yields are exception-
al this year, but we had one 
really exceptional yield of 9,683 
pounds," said Woodard. 

Farmers Grain Co.'s Aubrey 
Myers reported that both corn 
and mile harvesting in the Hart 
area is nearly completed. 

"Milo yields are 1,500 to 
2,000 pounds light compared to 
last year, and the corn is about 
1,000 pounds light. With a 
killing frost, we could be 
through with harvest by Sat-
urday," said Myers. 

Another week to ten days 
will be required to close out the 
corn harvest in the Nazareth 
area according to Kenneth 
Slough of the Nazareth branch 
of Dimmitt Agri-Industries. 

"CORN YIELDS are running 
1,500 to 2,000 pounds per acre 
under last year, and milo is at 
least 1,000 pounds per acre 
under last year," said Slough. 
"The milo isn't too bad south 
of Nazareth, but ifs in rough 
shape north of Nazareth where 
it was so dry during the sum-
mer," he added. 

A portion of this year's crop 
has been left lying in the fields 
due to borers, high winds and 
prolonged wetness. Some corn 
farmers have suffered field 
losses as high as 1,500 pounds 
per acre, despite their best 
efforts to pick up the fallen 
stalks. 

Despite lower yields and 
high field losses, county farm-
ers can be thankful for the clear 
sunny weather which has fin-
ally allowed them to salvage a 
major portion of their grain 

croLpass.t year was an exceptional 
year yieldwise for both corn 
and milo and county farmers 
are aware of that fact. 

They are even more aware 
that this year's losses could 
have been far more severe had 
not the weather improved.

Kiwi Fruit 

Has Potential 
An odd-looking fruit that 

looks non-edible promises to 
provide American consumers a 
nutritious new taste treat and 
American farmers a lucrative 
new crop. 

It's kiwi, known to some as 
the Chinese gooseberry. Native 
to Asia, the fruit was first pro-
duced commercially in New 
Zealand where it was named 
"kiwi" after the country's na-
tional bird. 

About the size of a hen egg, 
it has a brownish skin with a 
covering of short, stiff hairs. 
When peeled and sliced, kiwi 
fruit has a green flesh that be-
comes a cream shade at the 
center. Its taste is described 
as a combination of strawberry, 
rhubarb, and pineapple. 

The fruit has a higher Vita-
min C content than citrus, is 
rich in iron, and its enzymes 
reportedly aid in digestion. 

While most of the kiwi fruit 
now being sold in this country 
is imported, an estimated 300 
growers planted about 2,000 
acres of kiwi vines in Califor-
nia last year. Culture of kiwi 
plants is similar to that of 
grapes. 

Consumer acceptance, with 
demand far outstripping sup-
ply, is stimulating new interest 
in the plant as a potential crop 
for the western United States

In our county, it's easier to 
set up a deer-stand than to 
walk them up. 

BUILD A pinewood fire the 
night before and stand in the 
smoke so that your body and 
clothes take on the odor. Then,  
if the deer crosses downwind 
from you and catches your  
scent, he'll think it's a forest  
fire instead of a deer hunter,  
and will come out in the open 
instead of trying to evade you.  

Don't try to burn your deer  
out by setting fire to a field.  
It's unsportsmanlike. Besides,  
the guys are still combining, so 
burning the field court' be haz-
ardous to your health. 

Before hunting deer or tur-
key anywhere in Castro Coun-
ty, always get permission from 
the land owner first. If he runs 
you off, it's probably because 
he's had bad experiences with 
hunters before. If he lets you 
hunt deer on his land, ask him,  
to notify Sheriff Jack Cart-
wright of your whereabouts,  
and the number in your hunt-
ing party, so he'll know how 
many white jackets to bring 
out. 

THE OLTON Mustangs, 
Dimmitt Bobcats and Friona 
Chieftains—who finished 1-2-3, 
respectively, in District 3-AA 
football this year—had a com-
bined season record of 26 wins 
and four losses.

The deer and turkey hunting 
eason opened Saturday 

t hroughout most of Texas. 
However, the season in Castro 
County doesn't start until this 
Saturday. This information is 
courtesy of the Texas Parks & 
Wildlife Dept.'s 1974-75 Hunt-
ing and Fishing Guide. 

YOU ARE hereby warned 
that the limit on deer in Castro 
County this year is one mule 
deer buck and one whitetail 
buck. On turkey, the county's 
limit is one gobbler or one 
bearded hen. 

I certainly hope you didn't 
make the mistake of shooting 
any deer or turkey in our coun-
ty before opening day. I apolo-
gize for not getting this infor-
mation to you sooner. 

If you get your deer and tur-
key early Saturday and have 
the rest of the day free, you can 
legally shoot 10 squirrels in 
Castro County. But leave the 
antelope alone—the season on 
them ended Oct. 1, and was by 
special permit only.

A FEW TIPS on deer hunting 
in Castro County: 

Remember that we're in a 
fuel crisis (according to the 
gas-pump prices), so don't do 
an excessive amount of driving. 
Remember, you stand just as 
good a chance of bagging your 
deer or turkey close to town as 
you do 20 miles away. 

Deer like to sun themselves 
during the daytime in the brush 
and breaks just below the sky-
line on the western slopes. So 
keep a sharp eye on the higher 
elevations, around irrigation 
wells.

ing others selling houses 
bought under the GI Bill to re- 
quest releases when purchasers 
assume loans on homes bought 
with GI loans. 

The VA issued 9,270 releases 
in fiscal year 1973, and has 
given 57,300 over the years.i  
The GI loan program was es-
tablished shortly after Wrld 
War II. 

"THERE'S a good reason for 
obtaining a release," Jack Cok- 
er, VA Regional Director, ex-
plained, "since without it, the 
seller could be held financially 
liable should the purchaser 
default on 
ments." 

It was noted that as last 
fiscal year ended (June), some 
8.5 million veterans and ser-
vicemen had received home 
loans valued at $105.2 billion 
since the inception of the pro-
gram. More than half, or 4.5 
million loans, have been re 
paid. 

VA grants releases provided 
the veteran's loan is current, 
the prospective purchaser 
agrees to assume the veteran's 
liabilities and the purchaser is 
a good credit risk with suffi-
cient income to meet assumed 
mortgage payments. 

Coker pointed out, however, 
that a release does not auto-
matically restore GI loan eli-
gibility the veteran used to pur-
chase the home being sold. 
Under the law, veterans may 
qualify for restoration if VA has 
been relieved of liability and if 
the property was disposed of 
for what is described as "com-
pelling reasons." 

So as soon as a purchaser 
agrees to assume the loan on a 
home, the veteran should apply 
for a release from the VA office 
which guaranteed the loan.
