The Control of Apple Worms and

Fruit Tree Borers.

Now is the time to get ready
to wage vigorous warefare
against the codling moth or ap-
ple werm which destroyed nearly
the entire crop last year,

The eggs are layed at about
this time, while the trees are in|
bloom and will seon be boring
down into the young fruit. It

be almost entirely saved
spraying at the proper time.

Arsenatejof lead at the rate of |
3 pounds te 5 gallons of water is/
the ideal spray to use. It is es-
sential that the first application |
is made after the blossoms have
fallen and before the
the rough part of the young
fruit has closed. Be sure to get
the spray into this rough or top
{part as that is the place where
|most worms bore into the fruit.
Repeat in about two weeks to

Socialism vs. Democracy.

We hold these truths to bé
self evident: That all men are
created equal; and endowed with
certain enalienable rights among
which are life, liberty, and the
pursuit of happiness. And for
these ends governments are in
stituted among men, deriving
their just powers from from the
consent of the governed. And
when government becomes de-
structive to these ends, the peo-
ple have a right to alter or abol-
ish it.”’ :

This is the greatest declara-
tion of human rights [ ever read,
It even declares the right of rev-
olutionize which my opponent
condemns so strongly. It says
just governments derive their
power from the consent of the
governed. Then government|
without consent is unjust. There |
can be only the two kinds of
government, Wwith or without
consent. The rise of modern de-
mocracy began with the religious
reformations in the 16th century
which abolished eccleasticism
and set up freedom of conscience.
