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The Federal Trude Commission in its recent report on war profits, 
■»tated that the five large meat packers have l**en profiteering and 
that they have a monopoly o f  the market.

These conclusions, if fair and ju st, are m atters o f serious concern 
not only to those engaged in the meat packing business but to every  
other citizen of our country.

The figures given on profits are misleading and the statem ent 
that the packers have a monopoly is unsupported by the facts. 
The packers mentioned in the report stand ready to prove their 
profits reasonable and necessary.

The meat b u s in e s s  is one of the largest American industries. Any 
citizen who would familiarize him self with its details must l)e pre­
pared for large totals.

The report states that the aggregate profits of four large packers 
were $140,000,000 for the three war years.
This sum is compared with $19,000,000 as the average annual 
profit for the three years before the war making it appear that the  
war profits was $121,000,000 greater than the pre-war profit.

This compares a thr»*e year profit with a one-year profit— a mani­
festly unfair method o f comparison. It is not only misleading, 
but the Federal Trade t'mmission apparently has made a m istake 
in the figures them selves.

The aggregate three-year profit of $ 1 10.000,000 was earned on 
sales of over four and a half billion dollars. It means about three 

cents on each dollar of ales— or a mere fret ion of a cent per pound 
of product.

P a c k e r s ’ profits art- a negligible factor in prices o f live stock ami 
meats No other large business is conducted upon such small 
margins of profit.

Furthermore— and this is very important— only a small portion ot 
this profit has been paid in dividends. The lialance has been put
!***> k in to  th- bo-on» .». It had to lie, as you realize when you con­
sider the problems the packers have had to solve— and solve quick­
ly—aiuring these war years.

To conduct this business in war tim es, with higher costs and the 
necessity of paying two or three tim es the former prices for live 
stock, has required the use o f two <>r three tim es the ordinary a- 
mount of working capital. The additional profit makes only a fair 
return on this, and as has l>een stated, the larger portion of the

profits earned has been lifted to finance huge stocks o f goods and to 
provide additions ami improvem ents made necessary by the enor­
mous demands of our army and navy and the Allies.

The packers mentioned in the statem ent stand ready to prove to 
any fair minded person that they are in keen competition with  
each other, and that they have no power to manipulate prices.
If this were not true they would not dare to make th is positive  
statem ent.

Furthermore, governm ent figures show that the five large packers 
mentioned in the report account for only about one-third o f the
meat business o f  the countrv.

They wish it were |*>ssil>le to interest you in the details o f their 
business. Of how, for instance, they can sell dressed beef for less
than cost of the live animal, owing to utilization of by-prductft, 
and of the wonderful story of the methods o f distribution thrugh- 
out this broad land, as well as in other countries.

Th** five packers mentioned feel justified in co-operating with each 
other to the extent o f together presenting this public satem ent. 
They have lx*en able to do a big job for your government in its 
time of need; they have met all war tim e demands promptly ami 
completely and they are willing to trust their case to the fairmind- 
edness of the American people with the facts liefore them.

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Judge W. B. Clark’s Platform
To I he Citum* and V oters of Flo>d County:*

COME. let u* reason together, it rrm> c* > uk alt Perhaps every one of you know 
that on January. li>18, Judge F. F. Thompson resigned ax our C'*uiity Judge, and I wax aj> 
pointed by the Commissioners’ Court, ami «worn in ax his successor on the same day to 
fill out his unexpired term.

On that date the ¿aid Court had made u agreement with one Mr. Arlett of San An­
tonio. Touts. by the term s of which Mr. Arlett was loaning to the County $16,000.00. This 
agreement wax reduced to a written contrae ready for the signatures of the parties 
theieto . At the request of Mr. Arlett. Judgt Thompson did not sign this contract for 
the reason that he was resigning the office to take effect that dav, and Mr. Art tt wanted 
the same name as County Judge to l>e sigm d to the contract for the loan, and to the 
County’s obligations evidencing the loan. Therefore. I was called upon to sign this con­
tract about the first official act that I performed. I make his statem ent so you may 
krow that I had an idea of our County's financial condition at the tim e. Thi* $16.<HK) 
wan for current expenses.

The n* xt ami most vital measure that t me Itcforp the Court, was to answer the City 
Council o f Floydada as to whether Floyd County would pay th*- expense o f pa'ing * 
portion of the street next to, and around tht Court 11« use S q u a re ,  \ hirhl have 1**cn in­
formed is about 16 feet wide, and the cos* o f \vl oh to the County would lie, at the lowest 
estim ate I h a \e  heard given, about $16,00000.

On this question, th«* Commission* vs voUd tie ote thereby neecssita1 *ng the « ext 
ing of tl»e deciding vote by the County Judge. 1 suppose that most o f you km w that 
the County Judge never has a vote in Court, except in case the Commix doners are 
equally divided in their votes, p.nd then he has to cast the de< 'ding vote. In this case 1 
cast the deciding vote against the proposal o f  paying this i>aving expense. My reasons 
for thus voting, perhaps, has not been understood by many citizens, and they are '.he 
ones with whom I wish to reason.

First.— My vote w aacast against the measure la-cause I believe in the Democratic 
principle of letting the people rule, and 1 believe this vote was in perfect harmnnv with 
these principles. I believe all (arsons are «. rented with equal (»olitiral rights; that all 
political power is inherrent in the people: that in harmonv with these principles. “ Ml gov­
ernments derive their JUST powers from the CONSFNT of the governed; that this is a 
government of the people, by the people, and for the people." That a proposition in­
volving the expenditure «if $16,000 of the people’* tax money should be submitted to 
them for their approval or disapproval. It is the plain spirit and intention of Texas 
l.aw to let the voters and tax pavers express them selves on m atters o f tax measures out 
of the oniinary. A school district can not have its Maintainancc Tu-. Rate raised, nor 
bond itself for building school house without first subm itting «h»* proposition to the resi­
dent property tax paving voters o f the district first and carrving th«* measure by a ma­
jority vote. Let the people rule, and don’t create a system  <>f Kaiserism in your countv 
in the per.son of your County Judge.

Second.__I vote«! against th is measure ns an economical measure. I knew from the
contract above mentioned, that the county was borrowing *16.000 for current expense*, 
and to pay debts due. I knew to pay this paving expense as hail been estim ated. would 
necessitate borrowing another $16.000 or more, as I had l>ecn informed thi* was th e  low­
est amount the City o f Floydada would expect the County to pay <m this paving pro|x>si- 
tion. 1 did not believe it to be an imperative public necessity sufficient to demand the 
outlay of money, without the people's consent, nor an em ergency grave enough to iustifv  
the expense. 1 believe it would have been an unwise, and extravagant use o f the money. 
» *  n 11 we had then had the monev without 1 ‘ ing '<> > d to t<o«-mw it for th e  purpose, 
and pay interest and double comm issions to all th.«* officers who handled it.

There are lots o f new people who h»\' settled in our county during the |,» r two < • 
three venrs. Thqy have built new home*, improved new tarn s, and are demanding th tt 
the Court open new roads for them to get to school, f church, to town, and so they tan 
have rio-al mail routes established to bring th* ir mail to them. I believe it better to open 
and establish these roads, grade the impassable !\kes. dig down the Cap Rocks, bride  
the Canyons so our farm ers can get to these community centers, and get to market with 
his ha'- hogs, w heat, oats. corn, cotton, maize and kaffir, and any and all other commodi­
ties which he ha* to aell; and ean haul back home his lumber, wire, |x>*tx to. improve hi* 
home and fuel to warm his family. I believe all these demands should la- met for the de­
velopment o f the county, and the convenience and comfort of the farmers, who are the 
wealth producers, tho food producers, of our county and th«- bed rock of it* permanent 
prosperity.
