Government control over the indus- 
'tries is rapidly extending. The War 
Industries Board has laid the country 

j off into twenty districts for the pur- 
|M»se of making an intensive study of 
ndustrial capacity and of utilising 

and converting existing industries for 
war work.

Another government organization, 
recently formed under the Department 
of Labor, known as the United States 
Employment Service, has divided the 
country into thirteen districts, and 
after August 1 will have genera! xu-_ 
¡»enision over the distribution of la­
bor. apportioning the floating supply 
and regulating the movement. The 
object is to reduce the enormous turn 
over which lower* efficiency, and to 
put a check upon competitive bidding. 
It is evident that there must be some 
restraint upon the latter where the 
Government is the principal purchaa- 
er. hut it is a very delicate matter to 
attempt to place restrictions upon in- 
Xdividual bargaining, particularly 
when conditions are fsvorahle to the 

■wage-earner*. „
The volume of general trades is un­

diminished, although the actual turn- 
1 over of goods, is possibly less than a 
year ago, but merchant* complain of 
increasing difficulty in replenishing 
•tre k« and manufacturer* whose prod 
pets do not entitle them to priority 
orders hate increasing difficulty in 
getting material*.

Looking to the future it i* evident 
that trade in non-essentials will dwin­
dle because the goods cannot be had. 
The earning« of the wage-working 
population are still r *ing. by reason 
of full time, tbe employment of wom­
en snd higher wage-; and this insures 
n heavy trade in the unrcstrirled line*.

The 
i rossing of the Ourcq River wa* effee* 
• -,1 hv the Americans on Sunday in 
brilliant style in the face of a great 
difficulties, the Germans having de 
strove,! the bridges and placed their 
n 'n i in advantageous positions

The Franco-American force* had 
planned to cross the Ourro before dav 
light on Sundav but the German 
heavy artillery held the alone# leading 
to the river under fire which eontinu 
e l all night The Aeriran* repeatedly 
started to advance during the nigh* 
hut as often ware held back by *hc 
fire of the enemy machine guns and 
heavier piece*

During one of the lulls in the Ger 
man firing Cant Huff worked hi* 
men up to the center of a field, the 
slopes of wh’ch led to the Chirr a Just 
then the tiermnn* resumed their fir­
ing in full force

Immediately Huff and hi* men dug 
in and held on where thev were until 
davlight.

Meanwhile the German artillery 
had been quieted somewhat bv the 
heavier artillery of the allies.

With the American Forces on the 
A lane-Mame Front, July 30 - Six war 
tired American congressmen were or 
their wav hack to Paris today after 
having witnessed from a hillside 
Monday the tu**!e for possession of 
the town of Sergy. two and a half 
mile» south-east of the former Ger­
man base at Fere-en-Tardenoi* in the 
Seis*on«-Rheim* pocket. They prob­
ably would have remained on the emi- 
ncnc * longer had not the German 
heavy «hell* begun exploding over­
head One congressman remarked 
that the Germans could ouit that sort 
of hu«ine*s right then so far a* he 
was concerned.

The congressmen who had visited 
the Austro-Italian front --aid Monday 
they saw th*» first actual fighting 
worth talking about. The party con­
sisted of Representative* Thomas f 
Chandler of Oklahoma. M Clyde Kelly 
of Pennsylvania. Loui* C. Redmond of 
Michigan, Thaddeua S. Caraway of 
Aiknnsa*. John A Flat on of Californ­
ia and J<>*. Thompson of Oklahoma.

They lunched on the hillside of 
Chateau Thierry. While eating, a 
fashionably attired woman from Pam 
came to the ruin* of her old home 
where she found a group of American 
aoldiera in possession. The woman 
explained her mission in broken Eng­
lish. She went to the basement, re­
quired the aid of American aoldier* 
und had a private dig at a mrnt :n‘,: 
cateil The soldiers soon uncovered a 
bnakc’ full of bundle«, securities an I 
i (her valuable*. Among them were 
a lot of gold dollar bond* of the de­
funct St l.oui», Oklahoma and Gulf 
railroad. The woman gave the soldi­
er three bond* for his trouble.

Then they proceeded toward the 
b ttlefield. eventually reaching the hi’ l 
southeast of Fere-en-Tardenoi*.

When the German* began replying 
i to the allies fire in earnest the cong­
ressmen decided that it wa* about 
time to adjourn and did so. leaving 
behind the souvenirs they had gather 
e I At Chateau Thierry. On their way 
to the rear, however, thev passed 
through the forest of Fere, visiting ad 
ditonal former German dugout* and 
camps and gathered up another assort 
moot of rifles, helmets ami various ar­
ticles which they took bark.

The congressmen alt- > visited a field 
hospital, having seen »tretcher bear­
er« bringing in wounded men from the 
field They war« satisfied everything 
possible wa* being done for the men 
on the front lines and for those who 
fall in the fighting.
