City to review budget and clppllcom‘s

The Dimmitt City Board of
Aldermen will have the
1985-86 fiscal year budget on
its agenda Monday night — a
$1.7 million budget, the largest
in the city’s history.

The budget is boosted,
however, by a proposed
$200,000 grant from the
Federal Aviation Administra-
tion for lengthening the run-
way at the Dimmitt Municipal
Airport. Without the grant,
though, the budget is still
$300,000 higher than last
year's $1.47 million budget.

After reaching a high-water
mark of $1.43 million in 1980,
the budget was pared by new
City Manager Paul Catoe by
over $120,000 in 1981, but has
risen 6.8% in the last five
years.

The largest increase in the
proposed 1985-86 FY budget is
in the Street and Alley Dept.
The $86,563 increase to
$243,562 includes a proposed
$50,000 drainage project that
could very well cost twice that

amount and is still on the draw-
ing board.

The initial $50,000 is ex-
pected to come out of revenue
sharing funds, but aldermen

The second-largest increase,
$35,611, is proposed for the
Administrative Dept. That in-
cludes a 25% increase in the
cost of the city’s group health-
life insurance, up to $48,000
from $35,500 last year. There
is also a $6,000 increase in

capital outlay expenditures
from a year ago.

Included in all departments
are five percent raises in pay
for city employees, but
aldermen have not yet approv-
ed the pay hikes.

Another topic will be the
ongoing search for a new police
chief to replace Don Franklin,
whose resignation was effec-
tive yesterday.

“I know we've had several
applicants for the job,” Mayor
Wayne Collins said Tuesday.
“We always have at least two
or three top-notch applicants.”’

The new budget calls for the
new chief to draw a $20,590
salary plus $1,200 uniform
allowance. The chief is the
second-highest paid employee
of the city, trailing Catoe, who
will make $23,373 next year if
the new budget is approved.

Scott dies after
accident Friday

An 82-year-old Dimmitt man
died Friday night of a heart at-
tack aggravated by an accident
he had earlier Friday.

Joe Scott died at 9:40 p.m.
Friday at Plains Memorial
Hospital in Dimmitt after be-
ing involved in a two-car acci-
dent a mile north of Dimmitt
on US 385.

Scott was northbound on US
385 in his 1984 Chevrolet
pickup when he pulled off the
roadway and attempted to
make a U-turn. His pickup col-
lided with a 1977 Chevrolet Im-
pala driven by Janice Carroll,

52, of Dimmitt. The pickup
first hit the car on the left front
fender, then the vehicles collid-
ed again in the rear section.

Both Scott and Carroll were
taken to Plains Memorial
Hospital in Dimmitt by am-
bulance. Mrs. Carroll was
treated for numerous bruises
and abrasions. Scott sustained
a broken clavicle and a cracked
pelvis. A family member told
authorities Scott had been suf-
fering from chest pains earlier
in the day, but that is not
believed to have contributed to
the accident.

their long-term commitment to
Dimmitt,"”” Holme said. “‘One
way they will expand on that
commitment is to present an
expansion proposal at their
May board of directors
meeting.

The need for increased pro-
duction of 55 HFCS comes on
the heels of the announcement
by two major soft drink
manufacturers, Coca-Cola and
Pepsi, to allow 100% usage of
HFCS in their beverages.
Previously, Coca-Cola had ap-
proved 75%, Pepsi 50%.

“This will increase the total
HFCS consumption by 100
million pounds,” Holme said.
“The proposed expansion will
double our capability of -pro-
ducing 55 HFCS and take some
away from our 42 HFCS pro-
duction.

““The market is more recep-
tive to 55 HFCS than 42
HFCS,” Holme said. ‘‘Patric
McLaughlin (AFC Vice Presi-
dent) told the board last week
the market is more mature, and
we'll have to begin looking for
more niches within that
market. 55 HFCS has arrived,
and we'll be looking at other
possible marketing areas."”’

Hughes ends 44

Easter Sunday brought 44
years of missionary service to a
close for Rev. Van Earl Hughes
as he retired as pastor of the
First Mexican Baptist Church
in Dimmitt.

“I've lived through revolu-
tions, storms, personal threats,
lived ‘in very adverse condi-
tions and served Spanish-
speaking people exclusively,”
Rev. Hughes, who still
operates a landscaping service
here, said. ‘‘But it's been a
wonderful life in obedience to a
Divine Calling. I like to
paraphrase the words of the
Apostle Paul for Israel: ‘My
heart’s desire and prayer to
God for the Spanish-speaking
people is that they might be
saved.' "

Rev. Hughes graduated from
Baylor University with a
degree in both Spanish and Bi-
ble, then continued his studies
at Southwestern Baptist
Theological Seminary in Fort
Worth, where he received his
Master of Theology degree.

He served with the Baptist
Home and Foreign Mission
Boards in Milam Co., Texas,
where he served a church and

five missions; in Cuba, as in-
terim pastor of the largest
Spanish-speaking Baptist
Church in the world, and as
President of the Cuban Baptist
Seminary, while Dr. M. N. Mc-
Call was on medical leave; in
Costa Rica, as the founder of
Baptist Mission work and the
Baptist Theological Seminary;
and Cali, Colombia, where he
served on the board of Direc-
tors for the International Bap-
tist Theological Seminary.

“In Costa Rica we trained 38
Christian Workers,”” Rev.
Hughes said, “and we left 10
self-supporting Baptist chur-
ches that have all continued to
grow and expand mission
work."’

Rev. Hughes has traveled to
every country in Central and
South America and the Carri-
bean Islands, preaching,
teaching and training national
pastors to develop and direct
self-supporting churches and
extend Christian work in their
own country.

In the 1960’s Rev. Hughes
moved to the Dimmitt area,
where he established a land-

demanding payment for some
work done earlier.

Still seated in his pickup,
Matthews told Turner that he
did not have his checkbook
with him. Matthews said
Turner demanded the money
now, and when Matthews
repeated that he didn't have
his checkbook, Turner grabbed
the keys from the ignition
switch.

Matthews told police he of-
fered to pay Turner if he would
give back the keys. He alleges
that Turner then cut him on
the neck. Matthews then gave
Turner $15, and Turner threw
the keys in the pickup and left
on foot. Matthews drove to the
courthouse to report the inci-
dent.

Officers returned to the
house later and apprehended
Turner, who was hiding in the
shower.

Randal Blanton, 34, of Spr-
inglake was arraigned Tuesday
on charges of theft over $750.

Blanton was charged with
taking an engine and transmis-
sion belonging to Gary Derrick
of Abilene.

ter life,”" he is not a Nazi. After
seeing the ultimate horror of
Hitler's ‘‘final solution,” Chris-
tian rebukes the SS officer and
leaves the camp.

Later, Christian's last victim
in the war happens to be an
American Jewish soldier whose
regiment has just liberated the
death camp, who has gone
alone into the nearby woods to
scream his outrage over the
unspeakable horror he has seen
there.

Ultimately, and ironically,
Christian — the fine, tough,
once-idealistic German soldier
— is killed by an American GI
who prides himself on being a
goof-off.

The difference between
Christian and the SS officer is
the difference between the
2,000 Wehrmacht soldiers and
the 47 SS troops who are
buried at the cemetery at Bit-
burg.

The Wehrmacht soldiers
buried there were the counter-
part of the US Infantry and Ar-
tillery — volunteers and
draftees who fought and died
for their country.

The SS troops were part of
Hitler's *‘elite guard’” which
was established solely to rein-
force his criminal regime. The
SS was known for the
viciousness and fanaticism
with which it carried out its
mission against 10 million vic-

tims.

The war crimes committed
by the two SS divisions whose
members are buried at Bitburg
included the massacre of the
entire village of Oradour-sur-
Glane in France and the
massacre of 71 American
prisoners of war at nearby
Malmedy, Belgium.

It's no wonder that Presi-
dent Reagan’s scheduled ap-
pearance at the Kolmeshohe
Cemetery at Bitburg on the
40th anniversary of V-E Day
next Wednesday has caused
such a furor in the US and
around the world.

The Bitburg ceremony, con-
ceived out of press-agent
morality and political oppor-
tunism, should have been
ordered cancelled or moved
when the President first learn-
ed that SS troops were buried
there. The President should
still cancel it. It is simply too
offensive to too many people
whom he represents.
