The summer 
rains always make cotton; there has 
never been a cotton failure on the 
Plains. Cotton is the greatest distri­
buter o f money of any crop; it takes 
several months to gather it, and the 
pickers make money and spend it in 
all channels o f trade. When there 

| is a good cotton crop and the price is 
high, as it will be next fall, every­
body has plenty o f money and the 
merchants have a big volume o f 
business and prosper.

There will he an ample row crop, 
foi the prosen' moisture will give the 
crops a fine start, and the summer 

] rains ran be depended upon to finish 
them in good shape.

Then, the poultry crop—chickens, 
turkeys, eggs, etc, promises to be 
the largest ever on the Plains, and 
will bring many tens of thousands of 
dollars into the hahds o f the growetT, 
Poultry is the coming sure enough 

j big crops o f this county.
The rattle, hogs and other cropj 

will also bring in much money, as toe 
tendency o f prices for all farm, ranch 
and dairy product* is upward, and aa 
this section depends uopn the farmers __

Washington, April It). The state­
ment by Iordell Hull, Chairman Dem­
ocratic National Committee, issued or. 
March 23 caling upon President Mar 
ding to direct the Tariff Commission 
to make a report so that he might rt - 
due* the existing sugar duties 50 pet 
cent under the flexible clause of the 
tariff law brought from { ‘resident 
Harding such an order to the Tar'lf 
Commission, including a promise tha’ 
he would make such reduction if i’ 
was found that the tariff was even 
partially responsible for the abnormal 
prices which prevail. The presiden . 
however, took the occasion to state 
that it was hard to believe the tariff 
had anything to do with the increase 
in prices.

This statement is at variance witn 
the entire Republican tariff policy. 
The high tariff is imposed for the de­
liberate purpose of increasing prices, 
and in the case of sugar was impose I 
for the specific purpose o f benefiting : 
the beet sugar interest. A  high tariff ! 
opens the door to profiteering, so thut 
prices are pyramided by jobbers, I 
wholesalers and retailers before th-- | 
highly taxed commodities reach the 1 
consumer.

It ia equally true that a further at- | 
tempt was made by administration . 
to increase the price o f beet sugar in 
addition to the tariff rates. This to-'k | 
the form of an attempt to limit tlic 
size o f the Cuban crop, at the sugges- i 
tion o f Senator Smoot, the spokesman 
for beet sugar in the senate. In thi.: 
scheme the Department o f Com­
merce was equally culpable with Sen­
ator Smoot. The New York World 
declares in thi* connection that “ Sec­
retary Hoover drugged hi* consciem e 
long enough to endorse the Smoot 
scheme.”
|  it is common knowledge that the 
stockjobbing in sugar which put the 
price up still higher followed the is­
suance o f the Department o f Com­
merce bulletin interpreted to mean 
that there was a crop shortage.

As Chairman Hull pointed out in 
his original statement, calling for a 
reduction in the sugar duties, “ There 
is no sounder law o f economics than 
that in many Instances when price* 
ere once artifically boosted by high 
tariffs, the price increase* do nut 
stop with the amount o f the tariff, 
hut are jumped higher, and higher 
from time to time, with the inevita­
ble result that arbitrary price fixing, 
speculation, and profiteering become 
rampant. Taking advantage of thie 
tariff psychology, sugar profiteers j 
and speculator* have been for several ( 
weeks, as they are now, fleecing and ; 
robbing the American people at a 1 
present rote of near four hundred mil 
lion dollars per annum, or an amount | 
almost as great a* the total tariff re«-- 
enue yield, to the Federal treasury - 
for an entire year.”

The Republican tariff policy is th» 
underlying cause o f the present high 
price o f sugar and o f the jam in which 
that party now finds itself, and it will 
only incur further responsibility for 
the present profiteering in sugar if 
the piesident shall fail to reduce th * 
sugar duty 50 per cent as he is ou­
tfit riled to do b\ law.

The work is not recognised unless 
about forty-five minute* are d( voted 
to each recitation in the high scho,.l. 
The department o f Education sends 
out College Entrance examinations 
questions in May and expects u* t<* 
give them to all students who have 
credits that are not affiliated. Thi< 
rear we expect to do this. Students 
who expert to come to loakney next 
vear and who are not already enrolled 
should come and take those cxamitia- 
tions. The applicant pays on* dollar 
to have the papers graded at Austin 
The school board o f Lockney at its 
meeting voted to abide by the regula­
tions strictly and require pupils offer­
ing non-affiliated credits, take this 
examinaton.

Since we have not dune anything in 
thr way o f building, we still have (he 
same old problem of providing suffi­
cient room for the students. I f  the 
auditorium ia used next year It should 
by all means, be worked over so the 
finer wu ild be level and lighting im­
proved.

The time hat conn when every per­
son in Lockney interested in the I '  
children or In education should be 
talking and boosting for an addition 
to our present school building or a 
new high school. It seems very prob­
able since thr Frisco railroad consoli­
dation bill passed that we shall soon 
have a railroad from here to make it 
impossibe to carry on the school with 
our piesent facilities.

ABLE INCREASE IN M KM - 
REKSHIP OF CHURCH

Washington, April 10. America * 
growing more religious.

In the fare of criticism ami attack) 
the church** o f the United Staten, ac­
cording to the Federal Council of 
Churche*, made the greatest gains in 

i  their hoatory during the last ntatiati- 
cal year.

Figures made public today by I)r. 
E. G. Watson, statistician o f the Fod- 
eral Council, show that the religiojh, 
bodies of the United Staten gnin-1 
1.220,428 mcmWr, over the preceding 
year. Thin is approximately 60 per 
cent (neater than the average annual 
growth for the preceding five year.--

The present membership of all r?- 
liglou* bodies in the country, aecoid- 
uig to the latest figure* available, is 
47,461,558 peraona.

During the year there u*a* a gain 
o f 9,581 congregations and 15,252 
ministers. A total o f if 14.f»K3 minis­
ters man the 243,590 congregations 
o f the country.

Chun h representatives point out 
that according to the figures compiled 
each day last year an average o f 3,- 

persons joiined the various relig­
ious bodies, 42 ministers were ordain­
ed or licensed and 2d congregations 
were otganized.

The per eentage of gain in im m''er 
ship is 2.64. The number o f congre­
gations increased 4 per cent and pas­
tors 7 jut cent. Som* of the incrv isc 
in congregations and ministers is due 
to the fact that the Christian Sci. nee 
figures for these items were supplied 
for the first time. In addition, the 
Methodist F.piscnpal Church, South, 
included its local preachers, which has 
not been done before; but not court­
ing those the per eentage o f increase 
in congregations and clergy is nearly 
double that o f the increase in ire ni­
ne rship.

The shortage iin clergy is not ns 
great As the fart that there are 2‘.i,- 
007 more congregations than niini**- 
i rr would indicate. Many pastors c* 
pet i a I! y in rural districts have rhnge 
o f two or more congregations. Re- 
aides, a number of missions ami rural 
churches are served by laymen. This 
activity on the part of iavmen is one 
o f the most significant feature* of 
the year.

Method of Comnilation
Owing to the different methola 

adopted by the various bodies in com­
puting their membership it is hard io 
make comparisons. The Roman Cath­
olic church shows a membership of 
18,llt4,>-u4. The figures represent ex- 
timuted church population and in­
clude all baptized persons. Evange­
lical Protestant churches show a rrr ni 
hership of 27,454,080. They count 
communicants only. c

The 30 bodies related to the Fedor 
al Council of Churches report u total 
membership o f 20,722,042 persons. 
They have 149,430 congregations ser­
ved by 119,077 ministers. Their gain 
in membership over last year is 6<5.*,- 
261. Their total constituency is now 
56,021,438 persons.

The total religious constituency of 
the country is placed at 98,878,.'ll 7 
persons. Church officials define con­
stituency to mean ull baptized per­
sons, all adherents ami all those who 
in the supreme cent of life or dea.h 
turn to a particlur communion.

When the figures o f the variou 
churches are placed on a comnaralve 
basis through methods agreed upon 
by church and government officialr, 
the constituencies o f the great bodie., 
are as follows;
