County 
eligible 
for loans 

Castro County is one of nine 
counties declared eligible for 
emergency Farmers Home Ad-
ministration loans for losses 
caused this year by drought 
and 	extremely 	high 
temperatures. 

Loan applications are being 
accepted at the county FmHA 
office at SW Third and Bedford 
according to County Super-
visor Dean Sanders. 

Secretary of Agriculture 
John Block named the county 
eligible for loans to cover part 
of actual production losses 
resulting from the drought. 

Sanders said farmers may be 
eligible for loans of up to 80% 
of their actual losses, or the 
operating loan needed to con-
tinue in business, or $500,000, 
whichever is less. 

For farmers unable to obtain 
credit from private commercial 
lenders, the interest rate on the 
first $100,000 borrowed is five 
percent. The interest is eight 
percent on any additional 
amount. For farmers who can 
obtain commercial credit but 
who choose to borrow from 
FmHA, the interest rate is 
13.75%.

20 Questions: Larry Combest . . . 
Parity in May, 1985, hit its 

all-time low at 52% — the 
lowest, darkest levels of the 
Great Depression. What is the 
new Farm Bill, the Reagan Ad-
ministration, or something or 
someone else going to do to 
combat this serious farm crisis 
we're now facing? 

Parity has always been a fair-
ly good measure to determine 
where agriculture has gone. 
For several years, of course. 
the farm program was based on 
parity. For the past several 
years, parity has not been in 
the farm bill, it's not even men-
tioned, I suppose. Cost of pro-
duction levels have been the 
determining factor. 

The major question is where 
does the major profit for 
agriculture come? If it comes 
from the government, then 
you're dealing with taxpayer 
dollars, and any time you do 
that, of course, you are always 
subject to change, even though 
we write a four-year Farm Bill. 
It's always subject to change 
every year with ag appropria-
tions. We don't know but that 
limitations may be changed 
even further. We have a 
$50,000 limit on payments 
now, there will be efforts made 
to reduce that even further. I 
don't like limitations at all, but 
now we're fighting just to hold 
$50,000. 

The parity situation, again, 
is something that is used to 
measure the final, bottom line. 
But the real bottom line, I 
think, is profit. and it doesn't 
matter what the price is if 
there's not a profit. There is 
not a problem in agriculture to- 

day that profit will not solve. 
How we get that profit, how we 
get to that point, is very 
significant. Yet, there are a 
number of avenues, as long as 
we get there. I don't care how 
we get there as long as we get 
there. We can't always con-
tinue to look at a price, because 
there is a point at which we 
price ourselves out of the 
market. We've also got to 
focus on cost of production so 
that we lower that cost of pro-
duction as much as possible. 

I'd rather make $1 a bushel 
on corn, produce it for $2 a 

bushel and sell it for $3 per 
bushel than make $1 a bushel 
on corn, produce it for $8 per 

just paying a person for leav-
ing land set aside or whatever, 
then they'll participate, but 
there has to be some economic 
incentive. 

bushel and sell it for $9. I'm go-
ing to sell a lot more of it for $3 
than I am for $9. There is a 
point where we are going to 
price ourselves out of the 
market, so I'd like to see us put 
just as much emphasis on cost 
of production as we are on 
price. The factor is profit, and 
that's what we've got to ob-
tain. 

Do you think there is an ideal 
way to get some profitability 
back into agriculture? 

Yes, there are so many 
things that effect it, though. 
There's international demand, 
surpluses and storage of com-
modities that we have here, im-
ports and exports, what the 
strength of the dollar is, what 
our overall economics are, 
whether interest is 10% or 
22%, all of these things have a 
bearing on profitability. We 
are so dependent upon so many 
things outside of just a farm 
program that while it's a very 
critical part of agriculture, it's 
not the only part. There are 
other things that have to hap-
pen as well. 

Economic conditions are pro-
bably as important to the 
farmer as anything else 
because of, well, just interest 
rates, and what those interest 
rates reflect in his cost of pro-
duction on borrowed money, 
and what those interest rates 
play in the cost of everything 
they buy, the economic condi-
tions in conjunction with the 
deficit and the effect it has on 
interest rates, the strength of 
the dollar, which hurts us inter-
nationally, all of these things 
are of as much significance to 
agriculture as is the farm bill 
itself, even though we don't 
normally hear those. 

All of these things have to be 
looked at together, so if we do 
move down some of the 
economic recovery roads that 
we need to, agriculture can 
take advantage of those. If we 
have a good 1985 Farm Bill, we 
will, if we have a terrible farm 
bill, it won't. But the best farm 
bill in the world, alone, will not 
solve the problem. Some of 
these other things have come 
into line, too, so they're very 
'critical' to us in the Ag Com-
mittee, too. 

Profitability is a direction 
we've got to try to move, but 
we've also got to control supp-
ly, based upon demand, and 
we've got to get the govern-
ment out of the depressant 
prices by getting rid of our 
oversupply of commodities. 
We've got to get rid of some of 
them. And not grow a many 
more. 

could change. Every four 
years, we could have a new ad-
ministration. As you begin to 
get new players in, if they, in 
fact, represent the constituen-
cies, they go in there with a lit-
tle different program or dirty• 
tion in mind, so it's hard to 
operate the government by 
committee, which is really 
what we do. We do need a 
policy, though, but the policy 
is always subject to change 
every four years with a new ad-
ministration, and that should 
be where the policy direction is 
set. 

You can't hamstring and lie 
the hands of a new administra-
tion. You've got to be flexible. 
and that's why it's hard to 
develop a long-term • energy 
policy. 

What about the development 
of a new national industrial 
policy, and the possible rework-
ing of the country's antitrust 
laws? Some of those laws are 
very much outdated, don't you 
think? 

There's a point there, and I 
think we need to look at, well, 
everything government does 
that they're involved in for 
more than 24 hours. We need 
to see if next week it works the 
same way it should. Antitrust 
is certainly one of those things. 

Action so many times taken 
by government to correct a 
wrong carries beyond what it 
was supposed to correct, and 
we should look at antitrust and 
other laws effecting industry. 

closely. We're getting com-
ment from various people, 
we're letting Ways and Means 
know what the concerns are, 
like taxing cash values on life 
insurance, the way intangible 
drilling costs and percentages 
of depletion allowance are 
handled, the types of accoun-
ting procedures and methods 
in agriculture, all of these 
things are very critical. We 
have got to go ahead and make 
input. We have just one thing 
to work with right now, 
though, and that's the proposal 
as it came from the Treasury, 
and we don't know on a daily 
basis what Ways and Means is 
doing. They're simply taking 
input, and we won't know what 
they're proposing until they 
start drafting a bill. 

mitt, Texas, they know for 
what project it's being spent 
on, and they probably see that 
guy that administers that pro-
ject every day in the coffee 
shop. Government close to 
home is government which 
operates best. It it goes to 
Washington, there's never as 
much that comes back as goes 
up there. Plus, it comes back 
with a lot of red tape on it. 

What about the chances of 
closing down, consolidating 
and/or centralization of ASCS, 
SCS and FmHA offices? This 
was something Secretary of 
Agriculture Earl Butz propos-
ed in the 1970's, and it is being 
proposed again. 

I don't think it will take 
place. I was with ASCS in 1971 
and there was discussion at 
that time that we have a one-
office operation, with 
everything combined. Some 
counties have all of the offices 
in one building, but that's all 
the consolidation I'd like to 
see. 

Number one, there was some 
early talk about getting 
FmHA out of direct loans, but 
that won't happen because 
Congress won't allow that to 
happen. 

There was talk of basically 
eliminating the Soil Conserva-
tion Service, but Congress 
won't allow that to happen, 
either, and SCS will still be in 
business. 

If we have got duplicated ef-
forts that can't be justified, 
either, so what we may see is a 
redefine and realignment of 
activity and priority so we cut 
duplication. 

They've got separate func-
tions and separate roles. ASCS 
shouldn't be dealing with 
financing agriculture, FmHA 
does that. There's too great a 
distinction between those 
agencies, and I think they'll 
survive. 

Well, what about closing 
some of the county offices? 
Some producers don't want to 
drive 40 to 100 miles to see 
their ASCS or FmHA or SCS 
people. 

We do have a county office in 
all of our heavy ag producing 
areas, and I think we'll con-
tinue to have them. 

ASCS, SCS, those people 
have the best country struc-
ture of any federal agency. It 
gets right down to the people. 
We did the Civil Defense pro- 
gram while I was with ASCS, 
because we had this huge, 
built-in network of county of- 
fices. We could get out the in-
formation quicker than any 
other agency. 

What about the tax reform 
plan? 

It's not simplification 
anymore. It's trying to be sold 
on equality and fairness. It is 
being scrutinized closely in the 
Ways and Means committee. It 
will be discussed daily for the 
next two months. In 
September or so Ways and 
Means will draft a tax bill, and 
it won't be exactly what we've 
got now. (Rep. Dan) 
Rostenkowski won't let it be 
the administration's bill. I 
think he wants to be the author 
of the tax bill. We'll see then 
what it looks like. 

I don't think we should 
reform taxes just to say 'Hey, 
we've reformed taxes.' If we're 
going to have better taxes, 
let's make it better. We don't 
have to have tax reform. If we 
look down the road far enough, 
if we look five or six years 
ahead, and determine what 
we're going to be doing and we 
think there is something wor-
thwhile there, then I think we 
can support it. If we don't see 
anything there, then we'll have 
to spend the next 20 years cor-
recting it. We need to be very 
cautious and not reform just 
for the sake of reform. 

Do you have any objections 
with what the Administration 
or Rep. Rostenkowski current-
ly has in their Tax Reform 
packages? 

Yes, I do, but the only thing 
we have really seen in detail are 
the proposals from the ad-
ministration. However, all of 
those proposals are being 
scrutinized, and every inch of 
tax proposal is being looked at 

Shifting gears again, have 
you had a chance to read Lee 
Iacocca's book? 

No, I haven't, but I've heard 
some good things about it. 

One of the things he talks 
about is the need for a national 
energy policy. We still don't 
have one, in spite of two energy 
crises in our country in the last 
dozen years. We're still at the 
whim of OPEC. What are your 
thoughts about a national 
energy policy? 

Well, we need an interna-
tional trade policy, and we need 
a national energy policy. 

There are a number of direc-
tions we need to look at to 
determine what we're going to 
try to do over the next few 
years, but government, unfor-
tunately, operates on a day-to- 

day, hand-to-mouth basis, 
because of several reasons. 
Budget policy — how much do 
we have this year, how much 
are we going to have next year? 
I have, by the way, co-
sponsored legislation to set the 
budget process for two years. 

Who are the new faces? 
Every two years the entire 
House of Representatives is 
subject to change. Every two 
years, one-third of the Senate 

For the first time in a few 
years, there's not a Simpson-
Mazzoli Immigration Bill —
there's just a Simpson bill, 
because Sen. Alan Simpson 
hasn't picked up a co-sponsor 
on the House side. Is this bill 
any better than its 
predecessors? 

I hope the loss of the House 
sponsor means the Senator has 
lost 50% of his support. It still 
concerns me — 1 didn't like the 
Simpson-Mazzoli bill, and I

Social Security 
in Castro County 
By TERRY J. CLEMENTS 

Most social security benefits 
to dependents or survivors of 
retired, disabled, or deceased 
workers end if the person 
divorces or marries. 

But, benefits to widows or 
widowers who remarry at 60 or 
older, and benefits to disabled 
widows and widowers 50 to 60 
who remarry are not affected 
and will continue unchanged. 

Benefits to a child getting 
checks because he or she is 
under 18, 19 if a student, or 
disabled will end if the child 
marries. Checks to a spouse 
getting benefits on the record 
of a retired or disabled worker 
will end if the marriage ends in 
divorce unless the spouse is 62 
or older and the marriage 
lasted 10 years or more. 

Checks for a widowed mother 
or father getting benefits 
because she or he is caring for 
an entitled child will stop if 
she or he remarries. 

There is an exception to 
these general rules. If an other-
wise eligible person receiving 
benefits as a widow, widower, 
or adult disabled in childhool 
marries a person also getting 
one of these kinds of benefits, 
he or she can continue to get 
benefits. 

Benefits will also continue if 
a person getting benefits as a 
widowed mother or father or 
adult disabled in childhood 
marries a person getting 
benefits as a retired or disabled 
worker. A retired or disabled 
worker's benefits are never af-
fected by marriage or divorce.

What's going to be the best 
way to get rid of some of this 
oversupply? 

There's a combination of 
things we're looking at, like a 
certificate program which will 
allow, based upon world prices, 
a certificate to be issued to 
make up for some price varia-
tions. It's a basic subsidy pro-
gram is basically all it is. We 
have already in place a bonus 
commodity program. We'll 
give away stored commodities 
to make up the difference in the 
currencies between our coun-
try's and others. It's a pro-
gram, I think, that will work. 

The best way to reduce the 
oversupply, though, is not to 
produce and not to continue to 
build it up. That's what we've 
been doing, just adding on top 
of what we've already got. We 
had this huge PIK program 
and got rid of a lot of com-
modities, got cotton down, 
grain and lot of other areas, but 
we're probably going to go into 
next year as we had before 
PIK. Something's not working 
and we're going to have to 
change something. 

What kind of diversion pro-
gram are we looking at? Is 
there a chance for a paid diver-
sion? 

We'll have a supply-
management program, it may 
be paid, it may not be. it may 
be a diversion program that 
will allow us to do other things, 
such as certificates, bonus 
commodities, or something 
that doesn't actually pay 
dollars, but it provides enough 
incentive for a person to par-
ticipate. A diversion program 
has got to have some teeth in it 
if we're going to make it work. 
If there are other options than 

Another seemingly effective 
form of government has been 
the Revenue Sharing program, 
where federal dollars are ac-
tually sent directly to the cities 
and counties to be spent in-
stead of being spent directly 
from Washington, but Reve-
nue Sharing is about to be a 
thing of the past, isn't it? 

I support phasing out of 
Revenue Sharing. We don't 
have any revenue to share. We 
have too many bills and not 
enough income. 

The problem that so many 
areas have is they use 35% of 
their revenue sharing monies 
for city operation. I don't know 
of any cases like that around 
here, and I think we need to 
commend our city fathers for 
that. 

People in West Texas are ob-
viously going to spend the 
money if we get it. Our cities 
are going to spend it 
somewhere. Without excep-
tion, the people I have talked 
to, and there may be one or two 
we haven't talked to or heard 
from, but everyone we have 
talked to has said they can get 
along fine without it. There 
would be no problem with 
those funds being eliminated. 

What they want, though, is 
to have it done on an equal 
basis. They have said we need 
to run our government like a 
business and plan into the 
future. Well, if a city has been 
making two or three year 
obligations, counting on these 
funds, well, I think we need to 
phase it down, not just cut it 
off overnight. 

I also believe, though, that 
people, even if it got to a point 
where there had to be a local 
tax increase to make up for the 
loss in revenue sharing funds, 
people will be accepting that 
simply because they know 
where the money is going, they 
know it's being spent in Dim-

To David Hays, Ann Arm-
strong and others who are con-
cerned about what I said in last 
week's column . . . 

In the interest of trying to be 
as fair as possible, this space 
was offered to both Hays and 
Armstrong. They declined the 
offer to present their side of the 
story. 

Both of the aldermen said I 
didn't have my facts right. 
They both said the tax dollars 
brought in by the new Bob 
Towler Equipment Co. location 
will amount to only about 
$2,000. My sources indicated 
the figure was much higher. 

The two aldermen, who 
visited with us at length last 
Thursday about the column, 
also told us for the first time 
that the city had been in 
negotiations with Towler on 
the financing of the water line 
on South US 385. 

When the Texas Dept. of 
Highways and Public 
Transportation had to back out 
of a temporary agreement to 
share the work or cost of exten-
ding water lines to the new pro-
perties, it created a major com-
plication. Hays said that the ci-
ty Could not then apportion 
part of the cost of the exten-
sion to the TDH PT when and if 
it requests a water connection, 
because a city can't obligate 
the state for any costs. 

"All we passed was what was 
agreed to by all the parties con-
cerned," Hays said. That mo-
tion was to grant the annexa-
tion request but not to extend 
city utilities. 

It appeared that the motion 
left one property owner to pay 
the entire water-line cost (ap-
proximately $15,000). But 
Hays and Armstrong both said 
that the city had been working 
on a cost-sharing arrangement 
with Bob Towler Equipment 
Co. since the June 17 board 
meeting, so that Towler 
wouldn't get stuck with such a 
high bill for water service. 

There's nothing sneaky, 
wrong or illegal about doing 
that — it's simply something 
that helps the media get a true 
perspective on an issue. 

Several things were read into 
the column that weren't in-
tended to be read in, not sup-
posed to have been read in, 
because they weren't there. 

I most certainly don't believe 
there was any dishonesty done 
or intended by the aldermen in 
this or any other dealing, and I 
sure don't think any of the 
aldermen are "puppets" of any 
other aldermen. 

I also don't believe that my 
column wrecked, hampered or 
otherwise impeded the negotia-
tions between the city and 
Towler. I was simply trying to 
point out what I thought was a 
problem, or a potential pro-
blem. 

Armstrong said that the fact 
that Hays and Towler were 
competitors "never crossed my 
mind" during the discussion 
and adoption of the motion for 
annexation. The motion "ap-
peared to be the best course for 
the city's taxpayers," she said. 

She added, "I think that 
anyone who knows me knows 
that I have a mind of my own 
and that I'm going to vote for 
whatever I think is best for our 
city," she said. 

She added, "I've been on the 
board six years, and we've all 
thought we were doing a good 
job. We've worked hard and 
have been pretty proud of what 
we've accomplished.-

I think if that's the 
case, I've set my goals too low. 

Reality must take place, 
though, and I- don't think I 
went up there with any illu-
sions about changing the world 
overnight. I think people have 
got to understand the process, 
and through that can actually 
be more effective. 

There are certainly a lot of 
things you want to do, but 
there needs to be some reality, 
too, and you have to proceed at 
a pace which fits in there. I 
want to change some things, 
but I'm just glad we have a 
voice in things, and a vote. 
That's the main thing, always 
determining what's best for 
the district and the nation. 

The 1986 primary is less than 
a year away for you, and, of 
course, 1988 is right around the 
corner, too, as far as the next 
presidential race is concerned.
