At the meeting of the Commis­
sioner"» Court Tuesday petitions were 
presented from Lutknr) ami Floydadu 
asking that voting precinct» of theite 
two town» could be cut in half, »o 
that the election return* could be 
handled with more dispatch, and in 
accordance the Conimi*Mioner* creat­
ed a new voting precinct at Lockney 
by cutting voting precinct No. 5 in 
half and creating Precinct No. IS. 
The «ante wa» done in Floydada Vot 
ing Precinct No, t, the same being 
cut in half and Voting Precinct No. 
19 created.

The Lockney Precinct wa» cut a* 
follow»: with Main Street in Lock­
ney a* the dividing line, the line goe* 
north to the end of Main Street, 
thence one half mile ea«t. and thence 
north to the precinct line, and to the 
South to the Santa Fe Depot, we*t 
along railroad track to Pleasant Val­
ley road, and thence »outh to the 
Precinct line.

All partie* living we*t o f the above 
mentioned dividing line* will vote in 
Precinct No. 18, the voting box which 
hi* been e*tabli»hed at the Lockney 
Auto Company, and all those living 
eaat o f this line will vote in Precinct 
No. 5. which will be at the City Hall.

At Floydada the Precinct has been 
divided, so that the street running 
aero*» the north »ide o f the square 
with a few minor turn* make* the 
dividing line. All voter* north o f the 
line, which run* east and west, will 
vote in Precinct No. 19. and all south 
o f the line in No. 1. The voting boxes 
in Floydada will be established at the 
Court House. Box No. 1 being in the 
County Court room, and box No. 19 
In the basement, which is being used 
for a City Hall.

The dividing of these boxes will 
cause the election returns of the coun 
ty to be handled with more dispatch, 
ns when the primary, or any election 
with name* on the ticket is held it 
takes practically 24 hour* after the 
election for the judge* to announce 
the vote. The dividing o f these two 
precincts will be more satisfactory to 
all concerned.

Arabia la the only one of the many 
countries of the Old World that does 
not know anything about the luxuries 
of plumbing facilities. The Ameri­
can traveler, accustomed to modern 
sanitation, is always amazed at the 
unsanitary conditions existing in many- 
foreign countries. These travelers 
when passing through the dark nar­
row streets, which are rarely lighted 
by the sun's rays, where sewerage 
disposal systems are unknown, and 
where filth and disease are on every 
hand, begin perhaps for the first time 
to realise the value of a plumber.

"A  plumber your way will keep the 
doctor awav”, is no idle saying, asi 
he work» hand in hand with the doc 
tor in making the town unsafe fo r ! 
disease germs. Without the help of 
the plumber, it would be impossible for 
people to live in crowded communities 
and epedimics of disease would today 
be as rampant a» in olden times.

The kmeriran Home
It is not at all necessary today that 

a home be i>alatlal or even imposing 
in appearance in order that it may be 
modern. A modem home, which in­
cludes in its equipment plumbing fa­
cilities, is now demanded by the most 
modest o f wage earners. In fact the 
landlord who tries to rent a house 
without these facilities, finds that hr 
has a hard job ahead of him.

less frequent 4 ‘ plumbers become 
mure and more numerous. These dis­
eases are becoming more and more 
relegated to rural districts, where 
owing to the fact that large areas 
are sparsely settled, modern methods 
of sanitation are seldom used. Real­
izing this, forward looking sanitarians 
are now endeavoring to promote san­
itary plumbing in rural communities 
as a means of health protection.

Where a farm home has a wind­
mill and water storage tank, sani­
tary plumbing facilities can be install 
ed at a comparatively small cost. The 
added advantages gained by (such 
plumbing service should create a de­
mand for such equipment in every ru­
ral community. This is the day of 
progress and advancement, with 
plumbing established as one o f the 
moat important o f health factors, 
it will only be a shnrt time until we 
ran expect to sec pl-imbing facilities 
a< much in vogue in the country home 
as it is today in the city home. It is 
in a large measure the convenient 
facilities for bathing which invite the 
daily bath, to which the average A- 
merican owes his clear eye, quick 
-tep, and healthy body. That “ Clean- 
liness is next to Godliness." is he- 
eommg more and more the religion 
o f the American people.

That the live* of many o f these 

children are needlessly sacrificed on 
the altar of careles»nena, indifference 
and ignoranc, there can be no doubt. 
Mother love works miracles in carry­
ing children through vicissitudes <( 
childhood, hut it cannot always o ff­
set the mother's ignorance o f proper 
methods o f child care and proper 
diet.

Duties of Mother
In regard to the care o f baby, every 

mother should realize that it is her 
duty to nurse h«r baby, if  this is at 
all possible. A breast fed baby has 
a six to eight lietter chance for life 
than the bottle fed baby, and mothers 
should hear this in mind, anil never 
adopt artificial metods o f feeding, ex­
cept at the direction o f one’s family 
physician.

It is also best for a mother to con­
sult her family physician in the ear­
ly days of pregnaey, as proper care 
during the prenatal period will mean 
much for the better health o f the baby 
after birth. Expectant motera who 
wish advice on diet and other minor 
matters during this period, will be 
sent a series o f prenatal letters pre­
pared especiaPy for thi* purpose, if 
they will send their names to the bu­
reau o f child hygiene. State Depart­
ment of Health, Austin.

Every child has a right to be well 
born, and also the right to expert 
that it he valuable enough to be re­
gistered. However, it ia evident that 
many children are not well born, and 
statistics show us that 30 per cent of 
children horn in Texas last year were 
not registered This means that there 
were more than twenty-four thousand 
babies bom in Texas of whom the 
State has no record, ahd who have 
no legal status in life.

There is a state law providing for 
the registration of babies within five 
days after birth, this duty devolving 
upon the officiating physician or mid­
wife. Many o f these do not report 

! births. He sure that your physician 
registers your baby's birth, as thi* 
will mean much in future life. If 
you do not know whether your baby 
i* registered, write for this informs- 

I turn to the State Dejiartment of 
Health, giving name of child, date and 
place of birth.

The only addition necessary to the 

natural diet of a baby during the 
j first several months of its life, is cool 
boiled water to be given several times 
a day. A fter reaching an age a- 
round five or six months, orange 
juice and tomato Juice can be added 

, to the diet. As a rule, children can! 
he weaned after the ninth month, and 
should be weaned by the 12th month. 
Pasteurised or certified milk is best | 
milk obtainable for children after, 
weaning If  you cannot get this, boil 
fresh milk three minutes, and cool 
quickly. Keep ->n ice. Heat causes 
liarteria to multiply at an enormous 
rate in a very short time, causing 
milk left o ff to soon become harm­
ful food for children

A very young baby should sleep IS 
to 22 hours out o f the 24. At fi months 
old, it should sleep 12 hour* at night,: 
and probably 2 hours both morning 
and afternoon. The long period o f 
nght sleeping should be rontirvued 
throughout childhood, but the daytime 
nap* should be gradually sortrned. 
Never give a baby any sort of medi­
cine to induce sleep. All soothing 
syrups or other similar preparations 
contain drugs that are bad for the 
baby, if not exceedingly dangerous, i

I-et the baby sleep out of doors as 
much as possihle, well protected from 
the heat, sun flies and mosquitoes.' 
All the rlethr* hr needs during the 
hot weather, is u diaper and thin mu* 
i u slip, nnd the slip m*>y b- oiseank-d 
to i ilvnntage.

of diet from the easily digested milk 
of the mother, to other milk and to
solid foods that are harm on the di­
gestive organs of the child. Too o f­
ten parents ex|iect children of this
nge to digest the food on the ordinary 
family menu, which often leads to 
-erious results. ,

Only such foods a* are easily di­
gested should lie given young child­
ren. He sure that they have from 
a pint to a quart of milk |ier day. and 
be suit* that the milk Is of safe qual­
ity Fried foods, new potatoes, boil­
ed cabbage, corn and similar foods 
that are hard to digest should never 
t>e given to smaller children, and nei­
ther should tey be allowed to drink 
tea or coffee.

Sunshine I,mid For Them
I-et children pluy out of d»ora, and 

get a good tan coating, us there is 
health value in sunlight. A tan coat­
ing. however, should be attained gra­
dually in order that the skin may 
not be blistered. Scientist* have con­
clusively shown that there are certain 
ray* of sunlight, culled ultra-violet 
ray*, which have power to cure such 
disease- a* bone tuberculosis and var­
ious skin infections, as well a* pre­
venting tickets. Ordinary glass such 
a* used in windows, will deflect this 
ray, so sunshine through windows 
loses its curative properties.

Intestinal trouble o f children should 
not be regarded lightly, as if left un­
checked even for a few hours, may 
cause serious results. At the first 
appearance o f loose, ill smelling 
stools, or stools tinged with blood, 
call vour family physician, and stop 
all food and give only boiled water 
until his arrival.

Ordinary rare in the diet of child­
ren will do much in the prevention 
of intestinal trouble. Boil all water 
given them, unless it is obtainable 
from a known *ufe supply. Given 
them grade A milk if this is not 
obtainable, boil milk when fresh and 
keep in a cool place. Select your 
child’s diet with care.
