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Swifts fall in ‘almost perfect' final

It was THE almost perfect basketball game.

Can you imagine a basketball game, in the
1980’s, with no whistles — for ANYTHING —
in the first quarter, the first 6:02 of the second
quarter, in the last 5:15 of the third quarter?
No whistles for a foul, a turnover, a rebound
fumbled out of bounds. :

And to add to a true basketball lover’'s
delight, overtime.

Both teams — Nazareth and LaPoynor —
played their hearts out for 35 minutes Satur-
day in the State Class A finals in the Frank Er-
win Specials Events Center in Austin. It was a
shame from the very onset that one of the
teams would have to lose. It was a matter of so-
meone having a little better luck, something
small that would matter a great deal in the end,
that would prevent one of these teams from be-
ing the best team in the state.

The biggest shame was that Nazareth, the
team that forced the bigger and perhaps more
talented LaPoynor Flyers to play a different
brand of basketball, really did only two little
things wrong all during the game.

Those two little things brought the world
crashing down on the Swifts, leaving them one
win short of the state title for the second con-
secutive year after a 47-43 loss to the Flyers.

The loss probably ended a personal dream for
Nazareth coach Joe Lombard — the dream of a
double championship in boys and girls basket-
ball in the same year.

“I don't know if I'll be back next year with
the boys or not,”” Lombard said Saturday.
“It’s awful tough — this year was so important
to me because it's so tough coaching both
teams. I don’t think I want to coach both
teams next year.”

Coach Carl Dunklin was still in a bit of shock
an hour after the game.

“It was a Cinderella win and a Cinderella
season for us," Dunklin said of his unranked
LaPoynor club. *'I looked at Naz Thursday and
I said to myself, ‘They have no weakness.’
They're so fundamentally sound — they take
care of the ball, shoot the ball well block out
and rebound. The only thing they lacked was
something you can't coach — quickness."

Cinderella reared her ugly duckling head at
the most untimely spot in the game, with five
seconds left in regulation, as Nazareth was try-
ing to set up a last second shot with the game
tied at 40. :

Ricky Backus, who led the Swifts with 12
points, was dribbling the ball against a trap-
ing Flyer press near midcourt. He collided with
LaPoynor guard Randy Hurd and was charged
with walking. Kerry Pettie got the inbound
press and put up an airball from 17 feet as time
ran out.

“We told them to call time out with :15 left
unless they had the opportunity to go ahead
and penetrate and try to score,'' Lombard said.
“‘Ricky was trying to do just that, when he was
called for walking...I guess it was just a judg-
ment call on whether he got fouled or walked.”

That little thing prevented the Swifts from a
chance to win the game in regulation. The
other little thing that went just wrong cost the
Swifts a gold medal.

Trailing 42-41, Naz went into a control game,
content again to run down as much of the clock
as possible, but Flyer Curtis Steger knocked
the ball away from Chris Gerber, then missed a
six footer with :30 left. Darryl Street got the
offensive rebound, and put in a seven foot
follow-up and was fouled by Backus. Street
canned the free throw to put the Flyers up by
four, 45-41, with :25 left to play. Backus cann-

Family sued for

‘wrongful death’

Unspecified damages are be-
ing sought in a wrongful death
suit filed by the 242nd District
Court in Hale County by the
family of three Hart residents
killed in a Dec. 1 traffic acci-
dent near Plainview. _

Named as defendant in the
suit is the estate of Robert An-
thony Gonzales, also of Hart,
who was also killed in the acci-
dent on SH 194.

According to the suit filed by
Lubbock lawyer Mike Millsap,
Gonzales was the driver of a
1984 Chevrolet pickup that
crossed the highway's center
line and collided head-on with
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the 1981 Camaro driven by
Josie Garcia.

Gonzales was eastbound,
Miss Garcia westbound at the
time of the accident. The suit
alleges negligence on the part
of Gonzales.

Miss Garcia and two of her
step-sisters, Patricia and Lee
Centeno, were killed in the acci-
dent. Two other passengers in
the Camaro, Elvira Centeno of
Hart and Susan Garcia of
Plainview, were injured in the
wreck, which occurred about 9
p.m. eight miles west of Plain-
view.

After Nazareth's Swifts and
LaRue LaPoynor's Flyers went
to their dressing rooms at

halftime, with the Swifts
leading 22-20, the PA an-
nouncer commented: ‘‘Ladies

and gentlemen, even though
it's only halftime, I think you
will agree that we're watching
one of the best-played cham-
pionship games in the long
history of Class A basketball."
It was a Texas-size claim,
but accurate, and the crowd of
8,500 agreed with applause.
The Swifts had scored on
each of their first six trips
down the court, and were con-
trolling the tempo of the game

Commissioners seek
courthouse cleanup

Castro County’s Courthouse
will be getting a facelift in the
near future, as county commis-
sioners agreed Monday to
advertise for bids for refur-
bishing work.

Accordding to County Judge
Polly Simpson, caulking is
coming out from around win-
dows all around the cour-
thouse, and mortar between
the marble blocks has worked
out in some places.

“Plus, it's dirty, and needs to
be cleaned,” Mrs. Simpson
said.

The commissioners have
budgeted up to $30,000 for the
work, which is expected to in-
clude cleaning all outside sur-
faces, inspecting mortar joints,
caulking where needed, and
repairing of stone and metal.

CCHD-Nursing home
bill should pass

A bill that would authorize
the Castro County Hospital
District to operate a nursing
home has been passed by a
Texas House committee, and
will soon be heard by the full
House.

Former Texas Speaker of the
House Bill Clayton, now work-
ing for Capital Consultants of
Austin and lobbying for the
legislation, said the bill should
pass the House without any
problems, and also expects few
problems in the Senate.

Among other items, the bill

outlines the power of the
hospital district, which
operates Plains Memorial

Hospital in Dimmitt and the
county ambulance service.
A move started over a year

ago to establish a new nursing
home in Dimmitt after several
county residents voiced
displeasure with the former
owners of South Hills Manor,
now under new ownership and
known as Canterbury Villa.

PMH administrator Mar-
shall Cook said a nursing home
run by the CCHD would run as
a competitive operation, and
would require the construction
of a new building.

Cook said the hospital-
operated facility would offer
several advantages in care, but
would not share its staff with
PMH.

Savings would come from
sharing administration, laun-
dry and kitchen facilities, ac-
cording to Cook.

ed a 14-footer with :14 left to play, then fouled
after LaPoynor inbounded.

The foul was just the fourth of the half on the
Swifts — their fourth of the game, all on
Backus — and LaPoynor broke Eddie Pace
clear, into the forecourt, for the final layup of
the game on the ensuing inbound pass.

Pettie had led LaPoynor in its upset of
Snook Thursday, but the 6-4 senior took just
11 shots in the game, canning six of them, as
Naz had as many as four people between him
and the goal anytime he had the ball.

“Our main objective was to try and stop 20
(Pettie),”” Gerber said. ““We doubled on him,
and had our top people (the ones who play the
point in the Swifts 2-3 zone) come inside to help
out.”

Pettie got just one dunk in the game, with
5:04 left in the third quarter after making a
steal, but the Swifts said it didn’'t bother them.

“Coach had talked with us before the game,
because he thought (Pettie) would slam one
sometime,’”’ Gerber said. ‘It was just like a
30-footer. It just counted two points.”

In fact, the Swifts did counter with a Randy
Leavitt tip-in just 20 seconds later to re-
establish a four-point lead.

Naz never trailed until the overtime, taking
the first lead at 2-0 on a Backus jumper. Pettie
tied the score at 2, before the Swifts went on a
tear, opening up their biggest lead of the game,
six points, on a Backus jumper with 4:44 left in
the opening quarter at 10-4.

Pettie had six of the 12 LaPoynor points in
the first quarter, but just 12 for the game that
saw Nazareth slow the tempo against a much
quicker Flyer team.

“I felt our guys played really well,”” Lom-
bard said. ““We did everything we wanted to
do, we defended them just exactly the way we
wanted.

During physical exercise, the
heart must beat harder and
faster to pump blood to the
muscles, Herd explained. Some

blood vessels in exercising
muscles will expand to increase
blood flow to the heart.

“The hot environment can
dilate all the blood vessels and
blood will collect in the legs
because the muscles are relax-
ed. This, and the fluid lost dur-
INng exercise can cause a person
to collapse from the decreased
blood pressure,”’ said Herd,
who is director of the Sid
Richardson Institute for
Preventive Medicine of The
Methodist Hospital.

Just as he encourages people
to warm up before exercise,
Herd recommends a cool-down
period immediately after exer-
cising, and waiting at least half
an hour to one hour before
entering a hot environment.

‘“We just want” to get
everyone together to feel each
other out,” said Don Sheffy,
who is coordinating the effort
on behalf of the Dimmitt
Chamber of Commerce and the
Dimmitt Kiwanis club.

If you get Social Security
benefits and worked last year,
and earned over the annual ear-
nings limit, you are required to
file an earnings report with
Social Security by April 15.
Social Security officials sug-
gest that the report be used as
much for planning purposes as
for reporting purposes.

This is because the document
is designed to record how much
you earned over the limit last
year and how much you expect
to earn in 1985. Your benefit is
then adjusted to reflect excess
earnings — past and estimated
— and you won't accumulate
an overpayment — benefits to
which you are not entitled.

Few people have trouble
reporting last year’s earnings.
However, Social Security has
discovered that a great many
people have problems
estimating the amount of earn-
ings they expect during the
current year.

The result is that more than

soon as they occur. Some peo-
ple wait until the next earnings
report is due. Their report of
earnings results in a discovery
of a significant overpayment
caused by the lower level of
earnings estimated earlier.
