ed roads, and the roads that were 
paved were even more tully and lung­
er pu'ls than the roads that weio rot 
paved. More than that we user! rvd 
gasoline on the unpaved roads, which 
gives more mileage per gallon than 
clear gasoline, and used clear gaso­
line on the pavement, which cost 
three cents a gallon less than the red 
gasoline. In other words we made 37 
mile* more distance *>n the same 
amount of gasoline, which meant a 
saving of 2 1-2 gallons of gas. and 
then a saving of 3c on the grade of 
gasoline, which totaled a saving of 
54 l-2c on the gasoline bill, not say­
ing what the saving on tires and 
wear and tear on the car amounted to. 
Bonds to pave roads ip Floyd county 
would not cost the average tax payer 
more than $11 to $4 a year, and he 
would save practically 1-4 of a cent 
per mile on the gasoline that hr used 
in his car.

< OLD PACK AS SI CCESSKUL 

VS PR ESS I RE I VNNING

Most
hou*< wives do a little canning each 
y«ar but \ery few o f them have a 
vanity of vegetables canned for win­
ter :,m . Tbo reason for this n ew « 
t<i l>e that so many of them have the 
t - nk«n idea that vegetable» will 
n> t keep unle*s they are canned with 
e ■•«.. re»*ure eanner.

Hick canning method is the fart that

"•< ked in a steam pressure eanner 
•nd they can not b* kept if the cold 
puck method is used. However, such 
vegetables as green beans and turnip 
greens <*r cabbage can be kept by the 
cold pack process when they have 
thin bacon »trips placed in the jars.

Making a « eoker
Really, the only e*|wn»e in canning 

by cold pack is the containers, as it 
requires glass jar». I like jars bet­
ter than tin can», as the jar» may be 
used over ami over, the only expense 
being for lubbyr» and new top» each 
season Of course, there is more 
ilmigei in bieaking gla** jar*, but if 
care is used in handling them while 
hot the loss will he quite small. Glass 
jars may he used for canning with a 
steam pressure eanner and a sealer is 
not necessary. For cold pack canning 
I made the ttrst cooker l had from a 
five gallon lard can. using burlap 
sacks folded in the bottom to prevent 
the jars coming in contact with thei 
bottom of the can. The only objec­
tion I have t<> such a cooker is it 
will not allow enough jars to lie pro­
cessed at one time, thu* making can­
ning a »low task. Only four or five 
jars may lie pr«we»*e«l at one time in 
such a cooker. I like the galvanized 
wash boiler mueh better that just 
fits over the front of my stove and 
which holds eight quart pars at the 
time. Such a boiler with rack for 
holding the jars may he purchased 
for about » 1. H o  will simplify the 
canning problem to a great extent.

Preparing Vegetables 
There are a few rules that must be 

strictly followed if much success is to 
he had in canning by cold pack. The 
first thing to do is to carefully select 
the vegetables, taking care to use 
««nly fresh ones. They should lie 
cleaned ami washed a* for table u«e. 
then dipped in boiling water the re­
quired length of time This process 
is called blanching. The purpose is 
to eau*e the vegetables to shrink so 
that more may he packe«! into a iar. 
After they are blanche«! the vegeta­
bles are then dipped in c«*l«l water! 
and are reaily for the jars. Here i»J 
where so many fail in canning; they; 
do not sterilize the jars, rubbers, amt 
•ap« before placing any food in them. 
This 1« absolutely necessary for sue 
cess. Sterilizing kills all hacteriU 
which might he present in the jar* 
and a* bacteria i* what cause* food 
to spoil we can nudity understaml 
why this step is so important.

Time of looking Important 
When the jars are pack a teaspoon­

ful o f salt should be a«lded to each 
«tuart and the jar tilled t«> overflow­
ing with hot water. They are then 
ready for the cooker. The rubber and 
i ap shi ul«i he place«) in posith'n but 
the cap should not lie screwed down 
tight. Place the jars in the choker, 
cover with boiling water and proce»« 
for the length of time given in the 
table b« low. Right here is where 
more women make mistakes in can­
ning sml fail.

In canning corn «me should he 

careful to select the right stage to 
do the canning in. Corn should lie 
< unni'd before it reaches the starchy 
stage. It should not he allowed to 
stami after being taken from the 
stalk. It should lie Manche«! on the 
cob ami if only one jwrson is working 
with it, only enough should he rut 
from the cob to All one jar at a time. 
The jar shouUI he Ailed, a teaspoon­
ful of salt and two of sugar aihled, 
the jar Ailed with holing water and 
placed in the cooker. I f  more than 
one is working at a time, one can «ut 
the corn off the cob and the other 
All the jars.

When the jars have processed the 
given tenth of time they shouhl be 
removed from the water hath, sealed 
immeiliately and then placed on a 
table upsiile down to test for leaks.

You Can't Beat It 
for Farm Work!

Dollar Wheat
New York Journal of Comm«ice| 

Time was when dollar wheat was a 
“ far-off divince event,” rather than a 
traga-dy. Political spellbimlers of the 
early Bryan era could gather in votes 
throughout the Muhilr West by prom­
ising dollar wheat through govern­
ment Aat. Nowadays government aid 
is designeil to prevent dollar wheat 
rather than to achieve it; but such 
«(Torts as have b*-en made have been 
fruitless, the loa«i of two successive 
bumper crops anil prospects for a 
third having been too much for the 
world market to absorb. Grain trade 
circle» have been plunged into black 
gloom by the fall of May futures on 
the Chicago pit !>elow a «lollar for the 
Arst time in fourteen years. Will the 
time return when politicians tan con­
sider the dollar a pri«e level to be 
fought for rather than a disaster?

It is doubly unfortunate that

wheat prices should have dropped »« 
low at this particular time. From 
the producer*« standpoint, low prices 
are unfortunate at any time, With 
congress in the throes of battle over 
fat m relief, they are unfortunate for 
everybody. Presure for the passage 
of some unsound, unworkable and, in 
the lung run, damaging law will Ip: 
greatly in« rea»ed, and the effort of 
the admlniatration to hold wild con­
gressmen in check will he made more 
difficult.

It ahould he added that the drop 
of prices will give no comfort to the 
gentleman who retired aa Secretary 
of Agriculture on March 4 last. 
Mr Jardine, those with long memor­
ies will recall, advise«! farmers last 
fall to hold their wheat. Having re­
tired to the relative obacurity o f pri­
vate' life, he will not fa«e political 
consequences so unpleasant as those 
which his department's unfortunate 
prophecy concerning cotton prices en­
tailed two years ago. The sufferer*, 
as usual, will lie those who took his 
advice. Whether they are farmres or 
mhidlemen is a matter of dispute, the 
only «'crtninity being that someone 
ha* taken a loss running to a stagger­
ingly high total. Even if Mr. Jar- 
dine's pmprhry had come true, it 
would not have been justiAeil. but the 
fa«t that it was *o grievously wrong 
only serves to emphasize the point 
that price forecasts bv any high 
government official are highly im- 
proper.

WH AT II  I ARES TO HE
A VOTER IN MISSISSIPPI

Jackson, Mi» i „  May 20.- The ques­
tion is being asked why Indians do 
not vote in Mississippi as they do in 
other states. The reason grows «iut 
of the fact that in states where In­
dians vote they are auth«jri/.ed to do 
so by the constitution of su« h states.

The franchise article of the Miss­
issippi constitution provides that 
"every male inhabitant of this state, 
except idiots, in*ane persons, and In­
dians not taxed, who is a citizen o f 
the United States twenty one years 
old and upwards, who has resided in 
the state for two years, and one year 
in the election diatrii’t or in the in- 
cor| orated ■ ity or town in which lie 
offers to vote, and who is duly reg- 
isterrd as provided by this article, and 
who has never been convicted of brib­
ery, buiglary, theft, arson, obtaining 
money oi goods under false pretenses, 
perjury, forgery, embezzlement or 
bigamy, and who has paid on or be­
fore the first day of February o f the 
year in which he offers to vote all 
taxes which may have Urn 1« gaily 
required of him and which he has had 
an opportunity to pay according to 
law-, for the two prece«ling years, and 
w ho shall produce to officers holding 
the election satisfactory evidence that 
he ha* paid such taxes, is declared to 
l e a  qualifte«! elector; hut any minis­
ter o f the gospel in charge of an or­
ganized church shall be entitled to 
vote after six m«'fitha’ residence in 
the electn n district if otherwise qua).
