There are eleven breeds and fifteen
varleties of ducks. White Pekin and
Indian Runner are two of the most nu-
merous and popular breeds. The Pekin, |

black eggs. When ducklings and gos-
lings are hatehed they don't need to be
fed until they are one and a half to
two days old. The first feed may be
made up of two parts rolled oats, or
corn meal, two parts bread crumbs
and one part hard-bolled egg, with 8
per cent sand by weight. This Is mixed
with milk or water and fed molst four
times & day. Ducks have no crops/
like chickens, so their feed must be
molstened, as it goes at once to the
gigzard.
