Payers

For the benefit of our tax payers we are
giving you the new tax law regarding the
payment of taxes. Sec. 3H.B. and 1934
taxes that are not paid prior to Feb. 1st 1
per cent; March, 2 per cent; April, 3 per
cent; May, 4 per cent; June, 5 per cent: and
on and after the first day of July 8 per cent.
The bill also provides that all de
linquent taxes shall bear interest at the
rate of 6 per cent per annum from the date
of their delinquency.

The penalty and interest are released on”
the taxes that were delinquent Aug. 1st
1934 if paid between ¥eb. 9th to March 15.
1935. If the taxes are paid between March
15th and Apri! 1st, the penalty 2 per cent.
The penalty will be 3 per ecent if paid be
tween April 1st, and May 1st. 4 per cent if
paid between May 1st, and June 1st. June
1st, to July 1st Penalty 5 per cent. After
July 1st, the penalty will be 8 per cent to
gether with 6 per cent annual interest.
