“Cinch up your belt and
ride out the storm’’ could be
the adopted motto for ag-
related businesses for a while
if the Administration’'s ‘‘Pay-
ment in Kind"” (PIK) farm
program is adopted.

PIK might be a helping
hand to needy farmers, but it
could be a temporary slap in
the pocketbook to ag-related
businesses.

But, local ag-related
business operators all agree
that what's good for the
farmer will be good for their
business’. . . in the long run.

“l would call it (PIK) a
short term inconvenience for a
long term benefit,”’ said Fred
Bruegel Jr. of Bruegel &

The PIK program plus the
present program now in effect
would allow for farmers to lay
out up to 50% of their acre-
age.

If implemented, the pro-
gram would have a definite
effect on cotton gins, farm
equipment dealers, chemical
fertilizer and seed dealers,
grain elevators, and other
businesses.

Most of the local business-
men contacted support the
PIK program (with a few
reservations). All of them
feel that something must be
done to help the faltering
farming industry.

‘“We should have some

kind of program where the’

farmers can make some
money or we aren’'t going to

be selling anything,'' said
Carroll Webb of Dimmitt
Equipment. He added that in
a farming community like
Dimmitt it wouldn’t just in-
clude ag-related businesses,
but every business.

“If we're going to make a
living from farmers, we have
to_go along with what’s best
for the farmer,”’ said Bill
Roberson of Dimmitt Agri
Industries Fertilizer Division.

“Our volume of business
will be effected by whatever
percent is laid out or divert-
ed,”" Bruegel said. He added
that he supports the PIK
program and feels it will
benefit the farmer.

If the program is imple-
mented and farmers lay out

about 35% though, because
marginal land will'be diverted
and the farmers probably will
take better care of the land
planted.

““We would handle less
corn and grain,”’ Brown said.
“But, with the storage situa-
tion as tight as it is, I don’t
think it would effect us all
that bad.”

Roberson predicted that
fertilizer and chemical sales
would probably drop at his
company, but he said ‘‘Maybe
farmers will try to produce
more per acre.’’

Vaughn found
not guilty

James Willie Vaughn, 23,
of Dimmitt was found not
guilty of aggravated robbery
charges in 64th District Court
Monday with Judge Marvin
Marshall presiding.

The charges stemmed from
an Oct. 1 incident in which
Lupe Garcia of Hereford
claimed he was robbed of
8300 outside of the Alamo
Cafe, located on Northeast
Eighth Street in Dimmitt.

I had regained
consciousness and realized
something was wrong. 1
found my husband in the
living room; he was unable to
move and was cold to the
touch. I knew I had to get an
ambulance.

I couldn't see to dial, and
finally dialed the operator.
Frances Anes answered. She
immediately alerted her
service manager, Tomi

‘Poteet, and operator Betty

Reyes. They connected me
with the hospital and I tried to
give them the necessary in-
formation.

We live in the country,
about eight miles from the
hospital. I was so disoriented
I couldn’t tell them where we
live. Frances asked who my
friends were. The three
operators called friends, ask-
ing for information or asking
them to talk with me. Tomi
Poteet called the Sheriff's
Office and asked if they knew
where we lived. Highway
Patrolman C. D. Fitzgearld,
an old friend, said he knew.
C. D. and Sheriff Lonny
Rhynes led the ambulance to
our home. This took 15 to 20
minutes, and the operator
kept me talking during this
time. They aiso called my
friend, Kathy Thomas, and
she kept encouraging me.

When help arrived, C. D.
had to pry the phone — my
lifeline — from my hand. The
ambulance attendants loaded
my husband first, and the
nurses, Lee Norris and
Debbie Alexander, loaded
me. Marshall Young drove
the ambulance.

Dr. B. D. Murphy met us at
the hospital, and diagnosed
our problem right away as
carbon monoxide poisoning.
Later, tests at our home
showed a dangerously high
carbon monoxide level, and
the problem was traced to the
floor furnace.

My husband was very ill,
and I was very weak and
terribly disoriented when I
called the Dimmitt operators.
We could not have lived
another hour without help.
Frances Anes, Tomi Poteet
and Betty Reyes saved our
lives.

Bobcats blow 'em away

in Reese AFB tourney

Except for a few tense
moments in the championship
game against Morton Satur-
day night, it wasn't even
close.

Dimmitt's awesome Bob-
cats blew away the Roswell
Coyotes 91-64, the Brownfield
Cubs 85-54 and the Morton
Indians 78-59 for the
championship of the Presi-
dent's Division (large schools)
in the Reese AFB Christmas
Classic at Lubbock.

With their three tourna-
ment wins, the defending
state champions hiked their
season mark to a perfect 12-0
against teams of all classes.

Kevin Cleveland, who sank
65 points in the three tourney
games while hitting half of his
field shots and 83% of his
free throws, was named the
tournament’'s Most Valuable
Player. It was the Dimmitt
senior’'s third year to gain
all-tournament honors in the
Reese AFB Classic.

John Smith, who scored 58
points in three games —
‘mostly from the outside, ex-
cept for eight of eight free
throws — was named to the
all-tournament team. He was
joined by Greg Allen of
Canyon, Jerald Wrightsil of
Big Spring, Lynn Harrel of
Brownfield and Robert John-
son of Morton.

In their 12 quarters of play,
the Bobcats rang up 254
points to their opponents’'
177. Jeff Watts averaged 12
points and nine rebounds per
game, John David King 10
points and nine rebounds, and
point guard Fermin Gonzales
six points and eight credits
per game. Eleven of the 12
players on the Bobcat roster
put points on . the board
during the tourney.

The 6-4 Watts rang up a
first for DHS when he slam-
dunked a shot on a steal-and-
feed early in the Roswell
game. His slam-dunk was
just one spark in what Cleve-
land called ‘‘one of our better
games in all-around play.”

Dimmitt moved to a 41-25
halftime lead and held a 60-39
advantage going into the final
period. Then the Bobcats
struck for 31 points in the
fourth to Brownfield’s 25 to
finish out a 91-64 victory.

Cleveland scored 23, Smith

20, Watts 16 and King 11 as
the Bobcats connected on
58% of their field shots and
75% of their free throws.
The Coyotes’ foray into
Texas turned out to be a

bummer as they lost all three " [

of their tourney games and
finished in eighth place.

Meanwhile, Brownfield up-
set defending tournament
champion Big Spring by a
point in the opening round to
advance to the semifinals
against Dimmitt. And that'’s
where the Cubs got into the
wrong beehive.

“It was a good ball game

up to the half (14-12 in the
first quarter and 40-31 at
halftime),”” Cleveland com-
mented. ‘““But when we
outscored them 24-4 in the
third quarter, that won it for
us.
The Bobcats altered their
full-court press defense after
halftime and the Cubs
couldn’t handle it as they
became victim No. 11.

Cleveland finished with 22
points while Smith and Watts
sank 16 each and King scored
11. When King got into foul
trouble, Scott Nelson came in
to sink three of three from the
floor and two of two free
throws for eight points. King

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TAX CHANGES

Taxpayers who itemize
deductions on their 1982 in-
come tax returns need to give
careful consideration to
medical expenses and casual-
ty losses, says an economist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. Effective
Jan. 1, 1983, the new tax law
increases the exclusion on
medical expense deductions
to 5% of adjusted gross in-
come from the present 3%.
Also, all health insurance
premiums paid by the tax-
payer are treated as medical
expense and are subject to the
5% exclusion. Taxpayers
should consider paying all
medical bills by Dec. 31.
They also may want to move
up surgery and dental work.
Next year, casualty and theft
losses will be deductible to
the extent that the total ex-
ceeds 10% of adjusted gross
income. Each incidence is
reduced by the $100 exclu-
sion. -

The answer is if the nonres-
ident angler is an Oklahoma
or Kansas resident in either of
those age categories, he or
she need not purchase a
fishing license.

Officials said Texas grants
such exemptions only to
residents of states which offer
a similar exemption to Texans
fishing in their states.

All other nonresident
fishermen regardless of age
must purchase a $15 nonresi-
dent fishing license or a
temporary five-day nonresi-
dent fishing license for $4.50.

Texas also has special
agreements with Oklahoma
and Louisiana on license re-
quirements for fishing border
reservoirs. The agreement
with Louisiana allows resident
sport fishermen of either state
who are properly licensed or
exempt because of age to fish
common boundary lakes and
rivers between the two states.

Some toys can be hazardous

In the Christmas shopping
season, many shoppers will
be searching high and low for
just the right toys that they
hope will light up the eyes of
their youngsters on Christmas
morning. The Texas Society
to Prevent Blindness urges
shoppers to use common
sense in selecting gifts for the
special children in their lives.
Some types of toys can pose
serious injury hazards to
children, and particularly to
the young eyes they are in-
tended to light up.

Prevent Blindness reports
that over 4,200 Americans
ended up in hospital emer-
gency rooms last year as a
result of toy-related eye injur-
ies and that nearly 70% of the
victims were under the age of
fifteen.

““Most of the injuries were
caused by commonly available
toys,”’ said Dr. Avery Rush,
medical advisor for the Pan-
handle Branch of TSPB.
These include toy guns, pro-
jectile toys, self-propelled and
flying toys, slingshots, and
even such relatively ‘safe’
toys as dolls and stuffed
animals.”’

Particularly alarming,

according to Rush, is the fact
that over half of these injuries
were caused by bows and
arrows, BB guns, pellet guns
and other air, gas, or spring
operated guns. ‘‘Weapons
such as these, when handled
as toys, can obviously be
extremely dangerous,”” Rush
said.

"'There are two prime
safety factors that should be
considered in selecting toys,"’
Rush continued. ‘‘First, is
the toy appropriate for the
child's age? And second, how
much adult supervision will
be required, and available,
when the child uses the toy?
It is also very important that a
child be instructed on how to
use the toy properly and
safely.”

Prevent Blindness offers
the following- suggestions to
help shoppers choose safe
toys for their youngsters this
holiday season:

—Look for toys made from
shatter proof and flame re-
sistant materials.

—Avoid toys with sharp
edges, points, nails, or screws
that are exposed or can be
easily exposed.

—Check for rigid interior

frames or springs that can

easily puncture soft outside

fabric or plastic coverings.
—Remember that all pro-

jectile, flying, and self-
propelled toys can be
dangerous.

—Be sure to consider the
child's age and physical co-
ordination when selecting
toys.

Rush concluded by saying,
“A  little forethought and
good judgement can help
make this a safer and happier
holiday for all our young
Texans."

—Return the toy to the
store and explain why it is
being returned.

Potato growers to vote

on proposed amendment

Monday the nation’s potato
growers began participation
in a referendum on a .pro-
posed amendment to increase
funds for the National Potato
Promotion Board. Ballots will
be mailed to potato growers
by the U.S.D.A. and must be
returned by Dec. 27. The
proposed change must be
accepted by a two-thirds
majority of those growers
voting.

Currently, each grower con-
tributes 1 cent/cwt for use in
a national research and pro-
motion program. Approx-
imately $2.5 million has been
collected each year since the
Board's inception in 1971.

‘‘Because the current
assessment rate is based on
volume only, the board’s
budget has remained the
same over the last 10 years
while the consumer price
index has risen about 125%,""

said Bill Webster, potato
grower and Potato Board
president from Rexburg,

Idaho. ‘‘Inflation and rising
media costs have drastically
affected our budget -and re-
duced our marketing dollars. "’

The proposed assessment
formula will take into account
price as well as volume. The
new assessment rate would be
based on a maximum of one-
half of one percent of the
U.S.D.A. reported price of
potatoes over 10 years.

Based on 1972-81 prices,

the assessment could double
to about 2 cents/cwt.,
Websters said. The actual
assessment rate would be set
by Board members each year
but it could go no higher than
2.1 cents/cwt. (based on the
1972-81 price of potatoes.)
There would be one uniform
rate for all states.

The new formula was
chosen to provide continuous
protection against inflation
and to bring the program back
to a sufficient size to keep in
line with the original intent of
the legislation, Webster ex-
plained.

Since the Board's inception,
many things have been
accomplished. These-accomp-
lishments include: Increasing
per capita consumption of
potatoes; changing consumer
perceptions of potatoes from
““fattening’’ and ‘‘not nutri-
tious’’ to ‘‘low calorie’’ and
‘nutritious’’; opening the
door for increased exports to
Japan and South America;
working with retailers to
drastically improve potato dis-
plays and increase sales of
fresh potatoes; and becoming
the first produce item to have
a nutrition label.

After 10 years, The Potato
Board has shown that its
programs are enormously
beneficial, both to the
industry and to consumers,
Webster said. '‘With the
passage of the referendum we
will ‘be able to.do an even
better job in'the future of
educating consumers about
the benefits' of America’s
favorite vegetable and creat-
ing a bigger demand,”’ he
said.

Lost licenses
can be replaced

A number of sportsmen
have contacted the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment asking how to replace a
lost hunting or fishing license.

Officials said duplicate
licenses can be obtained if
certain procedures are
followed.

If you lose a license, it is
preferable to contact the
license deputy where the
license was purchased to ob-
tain the number and date of
issuance. If someone else
purchased a license at the
same time, it often is helpful
to use their license number as
a guide in locating the lost
number, officials said.

After  obtaining the
number, go to one of the

department’s 30 field offices
or to a county clerk’s office
which sells hunting and fish-
ing licenses (about half of
them provide this service) and
purchase a duplicate license
for 50 cents. If this is not
convenient, you may contact
the department’'s Austin
headquarters, 4200 Smith
School Road, Austin, Tx.
78744, (512) 479-4818 for a
duplicate license application,

Officials remind sportsmen
that it is illegal to purchase
more than one hunting license
or combination hunting/fish-
ing license. Resident hunting
and fishing licenses, as well
as the combination licenses,
are valid from Sept. 1 until
Aug. 31 each year.

Influenza virus infections
occur every year in the United
States, reminds Dr. Mary Ann
Shirer, health education
specialist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

Three dominant strains
anticipated during the 1982-83
flu season, Shirer adds, are

‘A/Bangkok, A/Brazil, and

B/Singapore.

““The antigens in this year's
vaccine reduce the likelihood
of infection and the severity of
disease if a vaccinated indivi-
dual contracts influenza,’' she
explains.

People considered to be in
the ‘‘high risk'’' category are
those 65 years of age or more,
and people of any age who are
chronically ill with heart
disease, lung or kidney dis-
orders, diabetes, severe
anemia such as sickle cell
disease; and conditions that
affect the immune (disease
fighting) mechanisms such as
certain malignancies and
immuno-suppressive therapy.

Influenza and pneumonia
have averaged more than
2,600 deaths per year, accord-
ing to a report covering the
past three years issued by the
Texas Department of Health.

Flu vaccine generally is
available through the winter
months, with November an

high risk

ideal time for the vaccination,
Shirer adds.

State and local health
officials will be conducting the
immunization programs, and
the vaccine will also be avail-
able from private physicians.
If there are questions relating
to the need for vaccine, check
with your local physician,
advises Shirer.

above that amount will be
split evenly between his com-
pany and the city.

“We want it fully under-
stood that we intend absolute-
ly no criticism of the utility or
phone companies,”” Schoner
said. ‘‘It's just that everyone
makes mistakes, and you
shouldn’t have to pay for
someone else's mistake."’

The initial fee will cover the
audit work for the past few
years — up to as far as
records can be found or as far
as the statute of limitations
reaches — while the company
will also continue to audit the
city’'s bills on a split-refund
basis for the next three years,
or as long as the city wishes.

Holidays for city workers
for 1983 will include Jan. 1,
(will be taken on Dec. 31)
New Year's Day; April 1,
Good Friday; May 30,
Memorial Day; July 4, Inde-
pendence Day; Sept. 5, Labor
Day; Nov. 24-25, Thanks-
giving Holidays; and Dec. 23
and 26, Christmas Holidays.
