Winston Churchill, he indicated,
had it all over Roosevelt in abil-
ity and personality, was “much
simpler and more direct in man-
ner."”

“There isn't anyone in America
quite like Churchill,” Willkie said.
“He was the most congenial com-
panion I've met in a very long
Pime. He has a gay huoyancy that
is incomparable.”

Willkie also told his friends that
he had absolutely no intention of
taking a job under Roosevelt.

“The President hasn't offered
me anything,” he said, “andq 1T hope
he doesn’t because I'll turn it down.
One thing I don't want is an ap-
pointive office. If war should come
I will enlist in the armed forces,
but I''m not taking a government

job.”
Willkie is still undecided what
he will do, but is leaning toward

a return to law. He has been of-
fered a number of lucrative posi-
tions, one carrying a salary of
$120,000 a year.

PEACE OFFERING

For Willkie personally the most
dramatic part of his hectic day in
Washington occurred at the Union
Station en route to the midnight

sleeper.

He was wearied, tousled and
alone, trudging through the great
domed waiting room, when sud-
denly he.came face to face with
General Hugh Johnson, alse  out-
ward bound.

During the election campaign

Johnson was one of Willkie's most
rabid boosters. But this love turned
to vituperation when Willkie de-
clared for the lend-lease bill. Since
then Gen. Johnson, in his syndi-
cated column, has heen “scorching
the pants off” the man who only
a few months ago he acclaimed as
a shining Sir Galahad.

So the other night both men
looked at each other in silence,
then Willkie remarked pleasantly,

“Well, Hugh, nice to see you."”

“Om, hullo,” replied Johnson.
Again there was a silence, which
was broken by Willkie with an in-
quiry about Johnson's destination.

“Oh, I'm just going fishing,”
and then, thawing a little the Gen-
eral added that he had not been
able to attenq the Senate commit-
tee hearing because he had been
busy with an article,

“That fellow Clark (isolationist
Missouri senator),” remarked Will-
kie conversationally, “is one of the
dullest persons T've met in a long

The members of our
department are glad to have been instrumental in saving
the citizens of our town many dollars in insurance pre-
miums. _

And rnow Ed quoting from your column you say “It is
probably true that in their efforts to raise sufficient funds
to do the things they want to do the fire boys may have
done some things that many of us don’t think beneficial
to all concerned.” :

We infer from this you mean the sponsoring of carn-
ivals by the fire department.
