W’ashington — There are several 
important developments behind the 
plan to make the North Atlantic 
safe for “all” ships of “all” nation­
al it ie.s.

One is the conversion of the old 
battleship Wyoming into an air­
craft carrier. From its decks, after 
conver.sion, airplanes will scout 
the North Atlantic for submarines, 
es.

The Wyoming is the oldest bat­
tleship in the Na\y, and came near 
being scrapped at the London Nav­
al Confereiite of 1930. However, 
the Japanese wanted to keep one of 
their old liattleships as a training 
ship, so tile United States counter­
ed that it would keep the Wyom­
ing. Otherwise she would be scrap 
iron today—and probably sold to 
Japan. As a training ship, her big 
guns were removed, but the Wyom­
ing still can serve ag an effective 
airplane carrier—especially in the 
North Atlantic.

Another development is the plan 
to .take over the French luxury 
liner Normandie as another air­
craft carrier. Incidentally, the Nor­
mandie wil bo used not by the U. 
S. Navy, but will be under Henry 
Morgenthau as part of the Coast 
Guard. It will be the biggest ves­
sel used by any Coast Guard in 
world history.

The Normandie was secretly de­
signed by the French for conver­
sion into an aircraft carrier. A huge 
sports deck was built so that it 
could be quickly changed into an 
airplane landing deck. Two elevat­
ors were even installed at each 
end of the ship for the bolstering 
of planes.

* * *
NAZI SUBMARINE TACTICS

The use of airplanes in spotting 
submarines in the North Atlantic 
was worked out partly as a result 
of Nazi tactics in locating British 
vessels. For some time the Nazis 
have used airplanes to spot Brit­
ish convoys, then radioed their lo­
cation to nearby submarines, us-

.61 of an inch from 4:00 yesterday 
afternoon to 1:30 this afternoon.

President Roosevelt called for 
$20.000.000 for an Inter-American 
highway from the U. S. to tflie 
Panama canal. Army and Navy 
chiefs .say it will be helpful in 
hemispherical defense, Sedetary of 
State Hull reported.

Senator Joe Guffey of PennsyK 
vania, a New Deal supporter, called 
today for immediate U. S. convoys 
to Britain because of the "real 
peril” that now faces this nation.

Britain reported today t'hat it 
had evacuated 48.000 of the 60,000 
men it took to Greece, and also 
had evacuated some Greek soldiers 
who will now fight with the Brit­
ish in Africa. London claims Ger­
man casualties were 1'25,000 to 150,- 
000.

Germans today cracked t'Ae outer 
defenses of Britain-held Tobruk in 
Libva by an assault with planes, 
tanks and infantrymen. Plight of 
the defenders may be getting des­
perate, according to some observ­
ers, but England maintains they 
can be evacuated by sea if that 
becoiT.es necessary.

The Axis columns apparently are 
afraid to push much farther into 
Egypt w’.iile Tobruk remains a 
constant menace to their flanks.

The German air force also blasted 
at Malta and the British base on 
Crete.

British prepared to meet an ex­
pected giant Nazi pincher cam­
paign against the Suez canal. One 
arm of the pincher would be the 
Axis column now bbrusting past 
Tobruk into Eg.\pt. The other 
would be stretched out from bases 
in Greece via the Italian-held 
Dodecanese Islands to French Syria 
where Nazis have already succeed^ 
ed in stirring up considerable dis­
content.

Observers are convinced that 
France cannot resist any Nazi de­
mands on Syria whiob is also the 
key to Turkey's back door, to Pal­
estine and the rich oil fields of 
Iraq.

ually lying in nests of three or four, 
awaiting signals.

When the submarines attack, one 
usually acts as a decoy and draws 
the British warships off to one side, 
other Nazi subs drive in for the 
kill. Inat, plus the fact that 1*0 or 
.30 merchant vessels now travel in 
a  convoy train, is one reason why 
ship casualties have been so heavy.

Fiom their vantage point above 
the water, airplaties fan look down 
upon submatiiu's lurking below tile 
surface, and if ihe weather is 
clear, can spot them miles awa.\'. 
The Navy has some airplanes es- 
l*ecially equipped for this type of 
patrol' work, carrying eight depth 
bombs each.

Some planes also carrj' a  new 
submarine detector which can pick 
up the sound waves from undersea 
motors. A few of these planes, sold 
to the British, were used in the 
Mediterranean and partly e-xplain 
wily the British Navy suffered so 
little damage from submarines in 
that area.

The Navy and Coast Guard plan 
to use this aerial technique in the 
w’estern Atlantic leaving the east­
ern Atlantic to British patrol. Pat­
rolling the eastern Atlantic from 
the air is not difficult for the Bri­
tish, since they can base their plan­
es on land, in fact have been oper­
ating such patrols for some time.

Big question of course is: “How 
far out at sea will Ameriacn planes 
and ships patrol”? Judging by the 
bints President Roosevelt dropped 
last week, the 1,000-mile limit will 
be subject to considerable stretch­
ing.

smashing cyclotrans. In rushing 
their secret experiments, U. S. sci­
entists know they are in a race 
with the Nazi.s.

German researchers also are work­
ing day and night to produce the 
some magic element. In fact, mili­
tary' experts are convinced that 
one motive for Hitler’s seizure of 
Denmark last year was the experi­
ments being carried on by Dr. Neil* 
P.ohr, Noljel Prize winner of the 
University of Copenhagen. He did 
the original work on U 235.

In this fateful race, the United 
States and Canada fortunately have 
an abundance of raw material. They 
possess almost inexhaustible quan­
tities of uranium bearing ores, such 
a.s pitchblende. The Great Lakes 
region of Alberta abounds in pitch­
blende. while large deposits are al­
so found in Utah and Colorado.

However, HitlePs occupation of 
Czechoslovakia provided him w'ith 
an abundant supply, too. It wa.s 
pitchblende ore from Bohemia that 
was used by the Curies in their re­
search leading to the di.scovery of 
radium

its. Tne construction of new pro­
duction facilities, however, will 
enable the volume of business to 
expand enormously in months to 
come. Business activity as a whole

freely. This is especially true of 
workers. Many have a steady job 
for the first time in years. TCie 
rich are spending because they be­
lieve their wealfh may be confis­
cated; whiie the poorer always 
spend all they get. We of the mid­
dle class think we need so many 
necessities, plus t'be luxuries of a 
new car, radio, etc., that we are 
putting out cash faster than we 
are taking it in. This is witnessed 
by mounting instalment sales. Little 
thought is being given by anyone, 
anywhere, to the coming "rainy 
day."

Individual Spending
The winter resort business in

Bankers and businessmen feel 
much t'he same the country over. 
They are heartily in favor of our 
preparedness program. Though they 
know that it will penalize their 
business, bankers are in favor of 
raising real inflation more than 
anything else. T iis is in spite of 
the fact "i-.' they contract to only 
take in and pay out "dollars,’’ re­
gardless of what the dollar is 
worth.

Retail sales are well ahead of 
last year in fbe larger cities and 
defense spending is filtering into 
the rural areas where the outlook 
for sales is bright. Cotton and 
woolen mills jn the South and in 
New England are booked to capacity 
for months ahead. Shipyard con­
struction, shipbuilding, and, of 
course, aircraft production, partic­
ularly in t'he West Coast area, are 
hoom.ing. Automobile o u t p u t  is 
again being handicapped with labor 
troubles. Federal housing and can­
tonment construction continue, par­
ticularly in the South.

In the industrial areas, steel pro­
duction has passed its theoretical 
capacity, while the opening of t'he 
Great Lakes to spring traffic is 
stimulating activity in the inland 
ports. Petroleum and its products 
are entering a better period of 
prices and consumption. Livestock, 
including cattle and sheep, ore en­
joying high prices and owners are 
optimistic over the outlook. In fact, 
most W’esterners and many East-

orners seem more anxious to own 
a ranch than to own securities. 
Crop conditions are generally ex­
cellent. Mines are operating at ca­
pacity. The motion picture industry, 
while bewailing the loss of Euro­
pean markets, is enjoying gains in 
audience receipts and rentals.

Conclusion
The picture I see from my own 

studios and trips and fron the re­
ports of my associates is one of 
very general prosperity. True, many 
cases of hardship remain with us 
and many individuals are not alive 
to changing econorr.ic and social 
conditions. My mail daily contains 
letters from men who still are very 
bitter toward Washington and the 
Stock Exchange crowd. However, in 
tihis great 1 nd, opportunitie.s still 
exist. One has only to recognize the 
turn of the tide and to swim with 
it.

Austin — With few exceptions, 
every person operating a motor 
vehicle in Texas must have a lic-en- 
»e under the new driver’s license 
law which became effective last 
week. Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., 
BUtte police director announces.

The three types of licenses are

private operators’, commercial oper­
ators’, and chauffeurs’. A per.son 
holding a chauffeurs' license may 
drive any commercial or private 
vehicle without any other license, 
and a person liolding a commercial 
license may operate either a com­
mercial or a private vehicle, but 
not as a chauffeur.

E.xemptions include operators of 
road machinery, farm implements, 
and government cars.

Scout Camporee 
Rules Announced

Official rules for field events for 
the Dallam-Hartlei»-Sherman Boy 
Scout camporee Friday and Satur­
day. May 9 and 10. were announced 
by Field Scout Executive Chester 
L. Dunlap today.

Field events include knot tying, 
stretcher race, triangle bandaging, 
water boiling, and firebuilding with 
flint and steel.

’ Five boys will be a knot tying 
team. 'They will be tested on abil­
ity to tie and knowledge of use 
of square, slip, bowline, sheet 
bend, figure eight, fisherman’s, 
sheepshank, clove hitch, timber 
hitch, two half bitches and steve­
dore types of knots. In a relay 
event tying five knots from the 
group, the first man will tie the 
knot, the second will untie it and 
tell how it is used, and the next 
man will tie another knot. Eadh 
team will furnish two ropes about 
four or five feet long.

In the stretcher race a team will 
consist of two stretcher 'bearers 
and one patient. Each team will 
furnish a blanket and two stretch­
er poles.

Triangular bandaging team has 
four boys and one patient, each 
group providing five neckerohiefs or 
bandages .The bandages will be 
taken from the handbook.
