So under the Council's ruling, 
E aster comes on the first Sun 
day following the full moon on 
or a fter the vernal eq u .no .. the 
•quinn. haing that season of the 
year when the sun crosses the 
plane of the earth 's equator 
making day and night all oyer 
tha earth of equal length In the 
Gragortan calendar this date 
fall* on Mat . I« .1

The method of calculating the 
full moon is file d  on ancient 
procedures, and while modern 
astronomers do not always agree 
w i t h  these conclusions, the 
custom has prevailed down 
through the centuries.

Coder this rule th# latest date 
on which Foster can pos-ibly fall 
is April 2b» whieh happened in 
194'i hut won't happen again until 
2038. This F.aster, being the 21st, 
Is therefore within four days of 
being the vary latest pov 'lilc time

the observance o f Faster, and to 
bring the wide variations into 
focus, the British I'm I in men t in
