agent-iha to register, and a law enforcement oommiaaion.

Thp legislature pa awed a number o f helpful water billa
The major one, wrhich ia to be- submitted to the voter* for 
approval n#*T !Yov 5. would duthonze the atate to issue 
sanojton.onrrin revenue bonds Thia money would be loaned 
to local areas to build dams cpd other conservation pro ■ 
jects. The idea of buying storage space in federal reser-j 
vmrwta of doubtful value to begin w ith and does not jus 1 
tify the calling of a special session.

As Sen. Searcy Brnorwell of Houston pointed out, the 
stateuilready has a lobby control act if the proper authori­
ties would enforce it--.

Thi crime commission, which would be composed of 
gran4 jury foremen from over the state, will not serve 
any furpoae which regular jaw enforcement agencies 
cannot adequately handle if they will perform the duties 
required of them by law.

It would he desirable to hive registration of persons 
practh-i ng before state agencies, hut this does not create 
an emergency.

Whether our recent articles 
about summertime jobs for teen­
ager* had anything to do with it 
of not, we don’t know, anyway we 
teceived a personal communica­
tion from the t\ S. l>ep»rtmeiit of 
labor this week saying the reason 
many employers shied away froth 
opening their doors to teen-ager* 
was their fear of running afoul of 
the Federal Child labor law.

That thing ia a complicated 
mesa if there ever was one. O f 
cdursa, it was enacted to prevent a 

I lot of abu*es that prevailed once 
1 upon a time In cheap factories 
I throughout the country that were . 
I working children and teen agen* 
(ligh t and day like slaves and pay 
I ing them about a third as much 
I as they would have to pay an 
I adult.

And there are enough skin 
! flints in the country today who 

would h« doing tha same thing 
ware it not for tha protaction of 
tha Child Labor Law Of course, 
wa are not talking about any­
body around hero. Wa mean 
thnae big factories in tha big 
citias. aspacially in tha garmant 
industry, that go in for cheap 
dresses and clothing—they ware 
tha principal offenders And 
there ware others, too.

As a matter of fact, kids 
cas't even work in factories any 
more Tha law saya “ they must 
not work where goods are manu­
factured er processed, nor in 
mining, manufacturing. pro- 
cesaing. or similar work "  There 
are certain types ef jobs they 
ean hold around those places, 
perhaps in offices, hut not where 
tha goods are being made 
Also in any type of business, 

even the nicest and safest, em­
ployers must maintain all kind* of 
records relative to their employees 
under IA fear* of age. The big 
Id*—  which are able to offer a 
lot of employment, had just rather 
not fool with it
