Fur bettor or for worst, 100 
lUiigrr liunisowssir signod up for 
the new MiBiiun water rates be­
fore the deadline was reacbod
Wednesday night

Ho w id*-a|»read was tii« interest 
in the new rates, however, that 
some tioo reMdent* investigated 
and had their water bills figured 
before d«H idmg w hetiier or not to 
sign up for the new deal.

It finally developed that the 
biggest group of signers were thoae 
who could assume a $10 mimaium 
monthly water bill for the months 
of July, Auguxt and September of 
IwaSt year, aiid 2tl per cent to it, and 
get by with 112 a month this year 
for an unlimited supply of water 
That was the group which wound 
up with the biggest bargain, many 
think.

The heavy users of last summor 
dal not sign up in such big droves 
They figured if  they got by on $20 
rr $jf» a month last year, whkAi 
was about the drbst m history, 
they could do tlie same this year 
They also figured it would not be 
possible for them to use much more 
water, anyway, whether they sign­
ed or not.

Many homeowners had thair 
water bill* figu red and. stated they 
would like to sign up for the now 
rates but doubted they coaid use 
that much water with the pressure 
at their houses being * hat it was 
"Get me some pressure out there 
and I ’ll sign right now/' was 
familiar statement to water do 
partment employee* from the time 
the low rate schedule Was an­
nounced.

Another large group of signet* 
■m luded those who had water bills
lunging from $12 to $1$ a month. 
They were the homeowners who 
tried U» keep lhe*r lawns a n d  
ftower* and shrubs last year but 
dirtied themselves Considerably, so 
they signed right on up accepting 
the 2h per cent increase for an un­
limited supply.

Inasmuch os the biggest part 
of the Migners got on the dotted 
hne as soon os the plan was an 
itounred. around the find o f the
