A directed verdict also end* the 
ca»e before the jury can decide 
it. It to a decision by the court on 
a question o f law. Hither plaintiff 
or defendant may concede the 
fact* hut deny, a* a matter of law, 
their power to sustain the other 
party'* ca*e.

A judge may render a “ judg 
ment notwithstanding the verdict" 
after th* jury ha* brought in it* 
verdict, when he should have 
granted, hut mistakenly denied, 
undirected verdict.
