Corn Makes
Record Yield

Although corn is not considered
a major crop in Castro county
good yields have been reported

‘'to the county agent's office. Per-

haps the best yield in the county
was made by B. Vaughn who
lives 8 miles north of Dimmitt.
Mr. Vaughn planted 20 acres of
hybred No. 12. The corn was
planted on alfalfa land and was
watered four times. No fertilizer
was used other than that follow-
ing alfalfa.

The corn was harvested with a
mechanical picker and made a
yield of 125 bushels per acre. Be-
sides this record yield much corn
was gathered during the roasting
ear season and eaten or canned.
The No. 12 hybrid makes a good
yield and is also good for roast-
ing ears.

According to County Agent R.
L. King hybrid corns are recom-
mended in Castro county. Because
of the scarcity of these seed those
farmers who plan to plant corn
should make arrangments for
seed as soon as possible. Kinds of
seed to plant and sources of these
seed are available at the County
Agent’s office.

Governor Proclaims
Better Health Week

Austin, Texas, Nov. 28—Gover-
nor Allan Shivers, by official pro-
clamation, has designated the
veek between December 4-11 as
Better Health For Texans Week,
emphasizing venereal diseases.

The purpose of the week-long
drive, according to State Health
Officer Geo. W. Cox, is t. ‘“ac-
quaint all segments of the popu-
lation with true facts concerning
this most serious group of illness-
es, thus providing a weapon of
knowledge which all persons can
use in their own protection.”

Cox indicated that the health
department informational cam-
paign would be a year to year
project from now on, with a dif-
ferent phase of public health be-
ing the subject each year.

Highlights of this year’s drive
will be a state-wide radio address
by Governor Shivers, and a short
motion picture trailer featuring
the Governor and the State
Health Officer. Informational
packets have been prepared fpr
distribution throughout the State
by city and county health units.

The official proclamation reads:

“One of the most important
factors that will influence the fu-
ture of Texas is a healthy citizen-
ship. Public health has many pha-
ses, all contributing to the wel-
fare of mankind.

“One of these is the campaign
to eliminate the venereal diseases.
Methods of diagnosis and treat-
ment are at hand to prevent the
unnecessary suffering caused by
these diseases. All that remains
now is to induce our citizenship
to take advantage of the present
day knowledge.

“In recognition of these facts
and the vital importance of health
in our everyday lives, I, as Gov-
ernor of the State of Texas, de-
signate the week of December 4-
11 as Better Health For Texans
Week."”

Principle appeal of the cam-
paign is directed to leaders of in-
dividual communities. Dr. Cox be-
lieves that the “final solution to
the venereal disease problem will
be forthcoming only when it is
tackled on a community basis.”
