When we first came to the plains 
it was blackleg, but an almost 
sure remedy was found Then 
came “ shinnery,”  blind-stag­
gers, foot and mouth not to men­
tion others, to take toll of cattle 
and horses, and every once in a 
while cholera slips in among the 
swine, but the latter has never 
gotten a good hold on the plains 
section.

The new disease now raging 
among cattle of this section 
seems to have them all skinned 
in its sureness of death, as well 
as its ease and swiftness in 
spreading, although it is said 
that the serum put out to check 
the disease is effective. We 
heard of one man w ho had ICO 
head of cattle and lost the whole 
hunch over night. We cannot 
vouch for this story, but it came 
from parties who seemed to 
know what they were diking 
about. On the other hand our 
informant said those who had 
given the serum had not lost 
any. He had lost a few him­
self. but after rounding up and 
inoculating the hunch, he hed 
lost no more.

We hope the disease-will pass
as quickly as it seemed to ap­
pear. or at least the serum will 
prove as effective as it is row- 
thought to he. for a 100 per cent 
loss over night is not only very 
expensive, but panicky as well. 
So far the disease has not been 
so destructive in Terry county as 
in some other sections. Let our 
stockmen be prepared for emer­
gencies. however.— The Terry 
County Herald.

W e have not heard of any dis­
ease in our county so far an­
swering the above description, 
hut it would be well for our peo­
ple to be on the watch and 
prepared at the first outbreak.

No 
other occasion has a greater sen­
timental appeal. Every person 
—man, woman and child—no 
matter w hat age or station in 
life, is affected by the deep emo­
tional appeal of this day when 
we honor our Mothers.

Mother’s Day is observed not 
only in our schools and churches, 
hut by some act of individual 
kindness to our living mothers 
whom we owe so much.

The idea that college exists 
not to teach a man what to think 
but how to think is gaining 
ground in academic circles.

During the two weeks fol­
lowing the Christmas recess 
there were held no classes, no 
lectures except for freshmen and 
students in the more elementary 
courses. Preceding the final ex; 
amiration in June there will be 
another suspension, somewhat 
longer than the first, o f routine 
work.

These two “ reading periods”  
are given to Harvard undergrad­
uates with the understanding 
that they shall use them for as­
signed work, done without the 
assistance o f professors. Tutors 
and professors, o f course, will 
be amenable to conferences in 
case students feel they need ad­
vice. Each student, however, 
will plan his own work, accord­
ing to his own methods.

Undoubtedly, a certain num­
ber will consider the time an op­
portunity for extended vacation 
with extensive cramming during 
the last few days of it. but it is 
expected that a majority will 
make the most of their freedom 
by doing a piece o f carefully 
planned study. Upon the way 
in which they receive it depends 
the success of the experiment.---

April, April,
Laugh thy golden laughter;
But the moment after.
Weep the golden tears.

April! New life is bursting 
everywhere—grass, leaves, in­
sects, birds. The month of chan­
ging weather is here with its 
sunshine and showers—sonu* 
times cold enough to put pep in­
to us, then warm enough to take 
it out and make us languid and 
iazy. Summer is just arourd 
the corner, and it ’s time to get 
ready for it.

The "Farm Alarm Clock”  page 
tells what to do this month in 
the way of farm work. I want 
tv ring the alarm clock on this

page for seven things to dn in 
April in the way of health work. 
Here they are: —

1. Clean out the rain barrel. 
Mosquitoes will soon be hatching 
there.

2. Get up all the old tin cans, 
punch holes in them or do some­
thing so they cannot hold water. 
Thousands 'of mosquitoes are 
hatched out in these old water- 
catchers.

3. Drain the water holes, if  
any are around the home. Clean 
all water ditches so the water 
can run. If there are stagnant 
water holes on the farm, drain 
them dry, or spray them with 
crude oil or motor oil every two 
weeks to keep mosquitoes from 
breeding. Mosquitoes not only 
annoy but they transmit chills 
and fever.

4. Start the all-summer cam­
paign against flies. Clean all 
manure out of stables and lot 
and spread in the fields. Flies 
begin to breed in earnest in 
April, and this procedure of 
cleaning stable and lot will les­
sen our fly crop by millions. 
Clean up and burn all fiy-Lreed-| 
ing trash and refuse or put it in 
a compost to rot for later use on 
some crop. Flie9 not only an­
noy, but they, too, carry deadly 
disease germs.

5. Repair the sanitary closet 
s<> that it will be impossible for 
flies to get in and carry filth 
away on their feet to your food 
and drink. I f  you are still shy 
on a sanitary closet, build one at 
once; or better still, put in asep­
tic tank outfit. Flies are dirty 
pests that like to feast on filth; 
but they are quite generous and 
are willing to leave a portion of 
it in our food and drink. Ty­
phoid fever, diarrhta and enter­
itis are often carried to wall peo­
ple by dirty flies. Your state 
board of health is quite willing 
to send instructions for building 
sanitary privies and septic tanks. 
Drop them a card to your capital

city.

6. Look over your screens; 
see that there are no holes or 
eracks that will allow flies and 
mosquitoes to enter the house. 
It is much easier and better to 
keep these pestiferous pests out 
than to try to get them out after 
they get in. A fter flies get in 
and wipe their dirty feet on our 
food and have a hath in our cof­
fee or milk, they have done us 
about all the damage they can 
do.

7. See that there is no chance 
for surface water to get into the 
well or spring. During the 
spring and summer, we are apt 
to have heavy rains that will 
wash into the well or spring, if 
great care is not taken. Surface 
water is dirty and unhealthfu1, 
and should therefore be kept out 
of our drinking water

There are many mure things 
we can do for better health in 
April, but let’s do these seven 
things at least. — Progressive 
Farmer.

Tlie guesswork connected with cook 
ing u rib roust of beef to the desired 
degree of “dnneness" can be eliui 
touted, according to the bureau of 
home economics of the I'nlted Stales 
Department of Agriculture A meal 
tlieruiometer, thrust Into the thickest 
part of the roast, so that temperature 
»f the meat at the center can be reuti, 
is ao exact guide iu cooking. Every 
tiftie you cook a rib roast you con gel 
the same results If you cook to the 
jame temperature— 140 degrees Kali 
renhelt for a rare roust, 160 degrees 
Fahrenheit for a medium roast, or 180 
degrees Fahrenheit for a well dime 
roast. A three-rib roust will probably 
require l."> minutes to the pound to be 
rare. 18 minutes to the pound to 
be medium, and 20 to 22 minutes to 
the pound to be well done.

Here are the complete directions for 
cooking u rib roast, of beef: Select a 
two or three-rib standing roust. Wipe 
It off with a damp cloth, sprinkle with 
salt, am. then lightly with flour. Place 
the roast In an open pan without wa­
fer and wiib the fat side of the roast 
ap. As t e fat melts and cooks out 
It will baste the meat Through the 
fat covering Insert s meat thermome 
ter so that the bulb reaches the cen 
ter of the roast Sear the meat for 
20 to 30 minutes In a hot oven (500 
to 525 degrees F.), until lightly

browned, then reduce the tem[>eruture 
to utmul 350 degrees Fahrenheit and 
continue the cooking until the ther­
mometer la the meal reads ilm tern 
perature that corresponds to rare, 
medium, or well-done, whichever you 
prefer

Serve the meat on a hot platter, 
surrounded hy brown potatoes or by 
squares of Yorkshire pudding. York­
shire pudding is the traditional ac­
companiment to roast beef. It owes 
Its popularity partly to the fact that 
it Is flavored with the drippings from 
the meat. It used t> he customary to 
cook the Yorkshire oudding under the 
rack on which the meat was rousting, 
so thut Hie Juices of the roast would 
drip on It. but a more easily managed 
method Is to put It In a pan by It­
self. and haste It occasionally with
drippings. Yorkshire pudding is made 
of the following Ingredients:

1 cupful milk t eggs
4  cupful flour 4 tablespoonfuls
ky teaspoonful of beet drippings

Sift flour and salt, add the milk and 
beat until smooth, add the eggs, and 
hent wltb Dover egg beater for five 
uilr^tes. Pat the beef drippings into 
pans with high sides and when hot 
pour In the batter about one-half inch 
thick. Bake In hot oven for 15 to 20 
minutes. Cut In squares and serve
at once with the roust.

Dried fruits help out the sprlug 
menu. Dried apricots have an etq>e 
dally good flavor and may be used In 
numerous ways, after they have been 
soaked overnight and cooked until 
soft. For Instance, an apricot short­
cake Is easily made from the cooked 
pulp, sponge cake r biscuit, and some 
whipped cream. The recipe here giv­
en for apricot whip will he popular 
with the family. It originated in the 
bureau of home economics.

14 lb dried apricots 14 tap salt 
I cup water 4 egg wbltea
14 cup sugar

Wash the apricots through several 
waters until thoroughly clean. I'lace In 
a bowl with the water to souk over 
night. In the morning cook tlie aprl 
cots In the water In which they 
sonked for about 15 minutes or until 
soft I’ress the cooked apricots 
through a cuilantler. and measure the 
pulp. There should be s cupful or e 
little over. Heat the pulp wltb the 
sugar until the sugar Is dissolved 
stirring all the time to prevent scorch 
Ing. Whip the whites of the eggs un 
til very light. Add the salt and »he 
hot apricot pulp in small amounts 
until all of It Is mixed with the whites 
of the eggs, whipping always In the 
same way. Place the mixture In a 
greased baking dish In a pan sur 
rounded by water. Bake at a very 
low temperature (from 250 degrees 
to 275 degrees Fahrenheit) for 50 to 
60 minutes. When baked at this low 
temperature for this length ot time 
the pudding should not fall after cool 
Ing or when served. Serve «4th a cus­
tard sauce made from the yolks of 
the eggs or with plain or whipped 
cream. Or If preferred serve the aprl 
cot whip uncooked. By adding the 
hot apricot pulp to the egg whites the 
raw eggy flavor Is removed, and the 
whip may be served at once.

It seems almost Impossible to think 
of a new way In which prunes may 
be served, but the bureau of home 
economics describes a dessert made 
with them hy stiffening the prune 
pulp with gelatin. V, lien served with 
whipped cream this delectable dish 
will he found very popular with the 
family.

H lb. prunes 1 cup sugar
t cups boiling wt- 14 tap. salt

ter 14 cup lemon
1 tbs gelatin juice
Vi cup cold water

Select plump prunes. Wash well and 
soak overnight la water to rover. 
Simmer unlil tender la the same wa­
ter. Remove the stones and chop or 
cut th# fruit very fine Soak the 
gelatin In the cold water. Add the
boiling water and stir until the gel 
atln la dissolved. Adtl the sugar, lemon 
Juice, salt, and primes Stir uni I* well 
blended, ("hill, stirring occasionally 
until the fruit Is well mixed When 
set serve with whipped cream The 
pulp of one orange nttty be added If 
desired.

Should Be Aid and Not Hitl* 
drance to Self-Dressing.

The prime requisite of practical 

rompers for a child of three or over 
Is that they should he un aid and not 
a hindrance to self-dressing.

These 
qualities are correct size, shape, color, 
and shell texture of the eggs, aud a 
tendency to lay a large number ol 
eggs,” said I’rof. O. O. Hall of the 
Cornell poultry department, (peaking 
ou breeding poultry for egg produc­
tion recently.

"In any breeding program there are 
three fundamental principles which 
must be kept In mind. They are first, 
a standurd of excellence or Ideal; sec­
ond, constant breeding toward that 
Ideal; aud third, courageous culling 
from the time eggs are selected for 
the Incubator until the time when j 
males and females are put In the I 
breeding pens.

“Aside from the personal element of i 
the poultryman himself, two sets of 
factors control results. The first set 
can be grouped under the term, i 
•heredity’—those causes which are In­
ternal and relatively hard to control. 
The characteristics of an Individual 
due to this set of factors are pos- j

acters are dependent. In part, upon 
this second set o f factors, environ­
mental conditions and Influences, un- j 
der which a bird lives.

Ing. and general care and manage- j 
ment full under environmental condi­
tions and influences.

"The most accurate method of con­
trolling heredity Is by the use of a 
syctem of Individual pedigree hatch- j 
lug and progeny testing. Such a sys­
tem requires trapnesting and careful­
ly-kept records. Birds to be pedi­
greed should be carefully selected and 
only such mating or lines which show 
progress towards the desired goal 
should he continued from yenr to year. |

"When It Is impossible to do Indi­
vidual pedlgreeing, pen mating may 
be used. Iu pen mating, from three 
to five males may lie used In as many 
pens with 12 to 20 selected female* 
each, and the progeny from each pen 
may be marked so that the different 
lots can he Identified later. The ofT- i 
spring from each pen can then be ob­
served, and the male lines continued 
from only those birds which show 
best results.

“ Egg production may be Improved 
also by selecting the best individuals, 
both males and females, and mating 
them by the flock or mass method. 
This Is the most common practice 
among farmers. Progress with It Is 
slow, however, and after a time a 
point Is reached where the average 
egg production Increases little, if any, 
from year to year."

Evidences of a new Asiatic Invasion 
have been brought to Los Angeles hy 
fishermen in the form of Sardinia 
Melanosticta. known In Japan as 
"lasshi,”  otherwise the Japanese sar­
dine. whose native haunts htp the 
warm waters of the Indian ooeart.

The tiny fish, similar to *he Call- 
fornia sardine, or Sardinia OaeruleH, 
except that they are longer and of 
distinct streamlund design, nre be­
lieved to have migrated past Java 
head up to the Japan sea. thence 
across the Pacific In the warm Japa­
nese current to the Aleutian Islands, 
anil finally down the Pacific coast to 
southern California waters.

The 15,000-mlle trip of the Sardinia 
Melanoatlcta has no precedents In Pa­
cific fishing history, veteran fishermen 
deolnre, except In that of the Jap­
anese tuna, or "maguro,”  which for 
several years have been found in lim­
ited numbers off the California coast.
