The Panhandle- l leans excepted, are strictly spot

It is true that some
of the members of these exchan
ges gamble on the New Orleans
New York or Chicago future
markets, but others who are cot-
ton merchants or brokers deal in
futures only in legitimate hedg-
ing.

Cotton producers and consum-
ers need central markets where
they may either sell or buy any
month in the year, but they can
get along with profit without the
gamblers who buy and sell fa-
tures on margin with no other
motive than to take a chanee on
the rise and fall of market quo-
tations, If the gamblers were
denied membership privileges in
cotton exchanges, and the “dear
public'’ —the litile tin horns who
are induced to take a flyer ir the
market about every so often by
a'leged brokerage firm who send
out seductive literature— were
refused the opportunity to spend
their money in that manner,
wide fluctuations would be a rar-
ity indeed. Members of the le-
gitimate trade would then have
the opportunity of transacting
business on a fair basis without
unusual risk. -~ Farm and Ranch.

EGGS IN WHITE SAUCE GOOD

Appetizing Way of Serving Eggs.

(Prepared by the Bureau of Home Economlies,
United States Department of Agriculture.)

There are many appetizing ways of

perving eggs after they have been
hard cogked. One of the best liked
is to reheat them In a white sauce
either cut in halves lengthwise, or

with the whites and yolks separated
In this case the whites are often ~ut
up into small pleces and mixed with
the sauce, while the yolks are pressed
through a potato ricer and sprinkled
over the entire dish, Eggs served in
this way are sometimes called “gold
enrod eggs.”

The burean of home economics
glves these directions for preparing
goldenrod eggs for a lunch or supper
dish:

Allow one and one-half egegs for
each person. Cook the eggs at the
simmering point for 30 minutes. This

The Fed-
lerated Agricultural Traders of
America has been inmrpg»raled
with the object, ostensibly, to
further the business interests of
the middlemen. The idea ad-
vanced in the meeting which re-
sulted in the new organization
indicated that these men think
the best way to help themselves
is to fight farmer co-operatives.
Just as everybody looked with
indifference on the attempt of
producers to organize co-opera-
tively for marketing purposes,
there was no incentive for devels
oping a fighting spirit. When

the attitude of the middlemen
and the public in general could
be expressed in the words, ‘‘Oh,
well, let them organize; no one
will be harmed, for they never
will stick,”” producers did not
have the enthusiasm necessary
to make the desired headway.
Nevertheless, co-operatives have
kept plugging away, making a
little progress here and there
until some of the fellows who
have always had their in
the disposing of farm produects
begin to sit up and take notice.
All at once they discover that co-
operative organizations are be-
coming a real menace to “‘inves-
ted'’ capital, and they are out to
give battle

Of course, many middlemen
have invested much ecapital in
their business, and it must be
admitted that they have been
efficient in many instances in
rendering service to both produ-
cers and consumers. It is natu-
ral that they should have a de-
sire to protect that capital, but
they do so through honest and
efficient service rather than in
an aggressive and vindictive
manner such as was indicated in
the Chicago convention. They
will accomplish nothing in ap
pealing to Congress in an effort
to have Government encourage-|
ment of co operative marketing
withdrawn, or by going before
farmers with untruths regarding
co-operative organizations,

The middlemen of 1928 are for-
getting that farmers have more
invested capital than they have,
and that their dividends have
been few and small. The produ-
cers are out to protect their in-
vested capital, and their experi-
ence has taught them that the

One of the most determined and desperate
luels ever fought in the United States was that
n which peWitt Clinton and John Swartout ex-
chinged shots five times. It was the result of
differences and bitter quarrels between the
political followers of Clinton and the adherents
of Aaron Burr,

DeWitt Clinton was admitted to the bar of
New York at an ean age, and immediately en
tering the school of politiecs he became an apt
puyj under the tutorship of his uncle, George
( tor Republican leader and governor, who
made him bis secretary and appointed him to
other secretarial positions. George Clinton was a
deputy in the New York provincial congrese; a

brigadier-general in the Continental
governor of New

elected governor In 1800: and was made
vice president of the United States in 1804, filling
that office until his death, eight years later,

After serving four years in this position he was
removed, but was reappointed two years later
He was again put out of this office in 1810, but
was reinstated and continued to serve as mayor

until 1815,

Clinton was an unsuccessful Presidential ecan
didate In 1812, From 1811 to 1812 he held the
honorary office of lieutenant-governor, and In

1817 he was elected governor; was re-elected In
1820 ; declined to be a candidate two years later;
and was again elected in 1824 and In 1826, His
brilliant and remarkably successful career was
cut short by death while still In office,

Clinton was a public-spirited citizen, At the
very beginning of his career he was an earnest
advoeate of public Improvement. It was owing to
his efforts that the Erie eanal was bullt, and this
great achievement added much to his popularity.

Clinton and Burr became engaged In flerce
political disputes In which offensive personalities
were the outstanding features. John Swartout, an
intimate friend and defender of Burr, became
more or less mixed up In the quarrels of the
two leaders,

Swartout, who had himself been nard hit by

viclous attucks were bssed on personal and
selfish motives, This angered Clinton, who de-
nounced Swartout as a liar, a scoundrel and a
villaln. Such vilifying epithets were more than
Swartout could stand and he accordingly chal-

lenged Clinton, who promptly accepted.

The shooting match took place In 1802 on the
ground at Weehawken, N. J.,, where the famous
duel between Burr and Hamilton was held in
1804, and where Hamilton's son had been Kkilled
iIn a duel in 1801, On reaching the designated
spot Swartout demanded that Clinton should sign
a written apology. Clinton Indignantly refused to
do an:thing of the kind. Just before taking their
places Clinton remarked: “I wish 1 had the prin-
cipal here” He referred to Burr, who, If he had

stood before Clinton at that meeting, might not
have lived to kil Alexander Hamilton
Swoartout was seconded by Colonel Smith, and

saying that it was useless to ask him to quit. At i

this stage of the affair Clinton once
asserted that he entertained no animosity.
Furthermore, he stated he was sorry for what
had occeurred, and then offered to shake hands
and forget the past. While this conversation was
in progress, the attendant surgeon extracted the
bullet from Swartout's leg

For the fifth time he faced Clinton, and was
agaln wounded In the left leg, a few Inches above
the ankle. Still standing, and determined as ever,
he called for another shot, Thereupon Clinton
refused to comply, and walked away. Swartout
sald he was much surprised at his action In
nelther apologizing nor affording full satisfaction,

While Clinton was In the United States senate
he bLecame involved in another “affair of honor”
In the course of an animated debase he had used
language that was offensive to Senator Dayton of
New Jersey, who was a friend of Burr. The next
day Dayton sent him a challenge which was
accepted without any long-winded correspondence.
They met on October 24, 1803, and upon Clinton
making n satisfactory explanation and offering an
apology the duel was called off,

Two years after this incident Swartout fought
a duel with Riker, who was severely wounded,
Riker hecame a judge of the city recorder's
court of New York, and served on that bench for
many years,

Early Recreation Spots
