SWAT THD CORN BORER.

A very serious menace threat-
ns the production of corn in the
?lains country, and the farmers
re called on to meet the s tuation
wnd evolve some plan to combat
e destructive corn borers, if|
hey are to continue to grow corn,
\s is known, corn usually pro-
luces a very good yield here most,
very swar, and has been a source
of considerable revenue, grown in
onnecton with cotton and grain
orghums has been the means of
otat.on and diversification, which
3 a combinaton much to be de-
ired. But if we continue to raise
corn, it is evident that we w:ll
have to devise some way by
which we may be able to handle
this serious situation. The raveges
yf the Southwestern Cornstalk
3orer promise to become more
lestructive to its host than the
»oll weevil is to cotton. The farm-
rs are very well aware of this
condition. An inspection of any ol
he corn fields in this terr.tory will
show that from three-fourths to
nine-tenths of the stalks are af-
fected, and many of thee stalk
re so badly tunnelled and eaten
hat they fall to produce any ear:
at all, or so light and immaturc
s to be worthless. Pull up a few
stubs and split them open, down
.0 the base, and see what you
nd. Nature has provided thi:
little white grub with an instinct
o reproduce itself, and it seems
0 be an adept at the business.
Like the boll-weevil, eradication
s, perhaps, impossible, but ma)
e controlled. The best method
o far known, is to take the mold-
»oards off your middle_burster
nd root the stalks out, leaving
1s little soil attached to them a
yossible. This will expose the cori
roots to the weather, and experi-
ments carried on by a few farm-
ors last winter proved to be so
successful that nearly all of the
orn borer larvae were destroyed
)y the freezes following. Thic
hould have been attended to be
fore now, as we have had some
‘ery favorable weather for Killing
insects. But, perhaps, there ic
dlenty of time yet tor this, as wc
re very likely to have tempera-
ures for quite awhile yet, low
nough to destroy the grubs. I
Jdl farmers will unite and pre
ent a solid front in fighting thu
destructve pest the results arc
sertain to be wonderful. Whei
aly a few individuals are work
ng singly, here and there, littlk
ood can be accomplished. Unitec
76 may succeed, divided, we ar.
ertain to fail. Therefore, all
Jarmers are called on to get bus)y
vithout delay, and plow out the.r
sorn stubble as suggested above,
or if you have a better method,
Jhen use it, and let your neigh-

bors know it.

gle, Tate drew his pistol and sho
his opponent three times.

Bohannan slumped to the side-
walk, dead Tate ran inside th:
bank, pursued by Carl and Joh
Bohannan, who had been attract
ed by the shots. Tate dived in
side an open vault for protection
and his pursuers charged afte:
him. From inside the vault, Tatc
again opened fire, and two shot
felled Carl Bohannan. John Bo-
hannan was siezed and held b
pcrsons inside the bank.

Carl Bohannon died 30 minute
after he was shot, in a local phy-
giclan’s office to which he wa.
carried. He carried a pistol, it was
learned, but did not draw it in
the bank. It was found in his
coat pocket after his death.

The ten-year feud between the
two families was re-opened Thurs-
day night when four of the Bo-
hannan brothers gave Tate a se-
vere beating in a fight at Grier,
15 miles west of here. Following
the fight, Tate went to his home,
secured a gun, returned and quar-
reled with Louis Bohannan. ey
fought and Tate fired three shots
at him, one of which clpped
three fingers from Louis’ right
hand. Tate was arrested on a charge
oi assault with intent to kill, but
yesterday was released on bend.

The feud started ten years ago
when one of the Bohannan boys
shot Tate's son during a fight at
a t;:ll game at Pleasant Hill,
