Castro county's cotton acreage 
allotment for 1955 has been seet 
at 54,386 acres, local ASC Secre-
ttary Doyle Thomas . disclosed 
Tuesday. 

Thomas said the State ASC of-
fice notified him last week that 
the county allotment would be 
46,636 acres. He further Stated, 
howeveer, that 4,747 more acres 
were added to the allotment for 
hardship 	cases, 	bringing the 
county total to 54,386 acres. This 
figure compares to the  1954 final 
allotment which came to 68,628 
acres. 

The first allotment figure for 
1954 came to approximately 34,-
000 acres but was later revised 
upward, being based on county 
cotton history. A total of 66,738 
acres of land were seeded to cot-
ton this year. 

Thomas indicated that cotton 
allotment notices are now being

Cotton ginnings in the county 
as of Tuesday brought the county 
total to 33,140 bales or about 75 
percent compllete on the basis of 
a predicted county yield of 45,000 
bales. 

With the grain sorghum har-
vest in the county almost over or 
about 95 percent complete, early 
predictions of a ten million bushel 
yield are proving to be "close to 
accurate". This, according to the 
current loan rate of $2.05 per 
CWT, would mean the largest 
money harvest in the history of 
the county or just over ten mil-
lion dollars. 

Thomas said that the local ASC 
office would write over $4,000,000 
in grain sorghum loans. "We have

Dennis Named

Edgar Dennis, pile-driving Dim-
mitt Bobcat, fullback, received 
notice this week that he has been 
chosen player of the week in Class 
A competition by the sports staff 
of the Amarillo Daily News. The 
honor was given Dennis on the 
basis of his fine play in the Am-
herst ;game Friday night, which 
the Bobcats won 26-13 to take the 
District 2-A championship. 

Dennis, noted this year and last 
year for his hard-driving runs 
that have paid off in touchdowns, 
led the Bobcat offensive show 
against Amherst by scoring three 
of his team's four touchdowns. 
In the Amherst game he netted 
183 yards on 17 tries, one of these 
being a 50 yard jaunt for a TD. 
In the last three Bobcat games, 
he and Halfback Bobby Brock 
have been especially impressive 
while the Dimmitt line has also 
been stubborn about giving up 
yardage to the opposition.

Tuesday, November 16, was 
just another day for Dimmitt 
Postmaster Tom Bice although it 
marked his twentieth year as head 
of the local post office. The slim, 
grey-haired postmaster passed the 
day by attending to his usual dut-
ies. 

From a point of service, Bice 
has probably spent a longer ten-
ure of duty here than any other 
post office official or employee. 
He assumed the position of acting 
postmaster on November 16, 1934, 
succeeding Clyde Holland who 
held the job for a little over a 
year. Before Holland, Mrs. Donald 
Duree (now Mrs. Gaines Neill) 
served as postmaster for about 
14 years. 

Unlike many public officials 
who have been on the job for a 
long period of time, Bice has no 
unusual stories or amusing inci-
dents to relate. He simply states, 
"It's been an enjoyable exper-
ience and I have liked my work". 

The post office was located in 
the building now occupied by 
Pesina's Dry Goods Store on the 
north side of the square when 
Bice took office after attending 
school at West Texas State Col-
lege. A third class post office at 
that time, Bice had one full time 
clerk and one part time clerk to 
help him with his duties. Most of

Dennis kicked 
the extra point and Coach Fields' 
squad was on the long end of a 
26-6 score. 

With Dimmitt reserves working 
a lot of the time the Bulldogs 
got their last score in the final 
minute of play on a pass com-
pletion --from Porter Nuttall to 
Hardwick that was good for 26 
yards. Hardwick scampered 
along the side lines for another 15 
yards and went over standing up. 
Porter Nuttall pitched complete 
to prother Delvin Nuttall for the 
extra point and the game ended 
with Dimmitt. winning 26-13. 

Dimmitt outgained the visitors, 
435 yards to 277, making 19 first 
downs to six for Amherst. The 
Bobcats completed two out of 
four passes for 72 yards and Am-
herst connected on six out of 14 
for a total of 80 yards. Dimmitt 
intercepted four Bulldog passes 
while having one intercepted.

An in-
teresting comparison shows that 
postal receipts at the end of Bice's 
first year (1935) amounted to 
$4,757.89 while the 1953 total 
came to $18,347.75 or an increase 
of $13,589.86. The old post office 
housed about 200 boxes as com-
pared to the present 446, which is 
inadequate as at least 200 ad-
ditional boxes are needed. The 
post office was moved to it's 
present location in 1938, but only 
in recent years did it make the 
jump from third class to second 
class.

His pres-
ent assistants consist of his wife 
and two mail clerks, John Hardy 
Wood and Frank Latimer, all of 
whom know their work well and 
are very efficient.

He refers to the newly-opened 
concession' to rent Geiger count-
ers. This, he thinks, gives Pan-
handle residents an opportunity to 
experiment with a Geiger counter, 
have fun, and maybe find uranium 
without having to travel great 
distances or invest in expensive 
equipment. 

"Anyone who finds a deposit of 
ore assaying as much as 20 per 
cent uranium per pound is eligible 
for the $10,000 reward given by 
the Atomic Energy CoMmission," 
Cowart says. "Amateurs have as 
good a chance at that bonus as 
experienced prospectors." 

Is there uranium in Palo Duro 
Canyon? 

"If I knew where there was a 
deposit of uranium in this canyon, 
I wouldn't be standing here rent-
ing Geiger counterS," Cowart an-
swers. "No one knows whether 
there is uranium in the canyon, 
and the only Way to find out is 
to test every rock exposure with 
a Geiger counter." 

Cowart says the AEC lists 
three types of sedimentary rocks 
as most likely to contain uranium, 
and all three types are found in 
Palo Duro Canyon. The canyon 
has not been thoroughly prospect-
ed yet, either. In fact, only a few 
visitors have taken Geiger count-
ers into the canyon. 

The Geiger counters rented at 
the park are the simplest, but not 
the least expensive, made. They 
record clicks in err phones, the 
number of clicks increasing great-
ly if radioactive minerals are 
found. Everyone renting a 
counter gets a sheet of simple ins-
tructions on its uses and another

Social Security Changes for Farm 
Families Go Into Effect January 1 

Dimmitt Motor Co. 

The 1954 Amendments to the 
Social Security Act now brings 
Federal Old-Age and Survivors 
Insurance to most farm families. 
These amendments go into effect 
January 1, 1955 and make two 
main changes concerning farm 
people. These major changes will 
be explained below. 
Coverage of Farm Employees 
If you hire farm help on your 

farm, or if you do farm work 
for other farmers, the following 
changes are important to you: 

1. Whether farm work is cov-
ered for social security purposes, 
starting January 1, 1955, depends 
on the amount of cash wages 
earned, not on the number of 
days worked. Any employee paid 
$100 or more in cash wages tor 
farm work during a calendar year

2. If you are a farm worker 
and have earned this social se-
curity coverage, be sure to show 
your social security card to your 
employer. If you are the employ-
er, be sure to demand that you 
see the worker's card so you can 
copy his name and number di-
rectly from the card. You must 
have this information when the 
social security tax return is made, 
and only by copying the name 
and number directly from the 
card can you be sure you have 
this information accurately. 

3. Cash wages of less than $100 
in a year are not covered for 
social security purposes and will 
not be reported. 
Coverage for Self-Employed Farm 

Operators 
If you operate your own or a 

rented farm, the following chang-
es are important to you: 

1. If your net profits are as 
much as $400 in 1955, you will 
make a social security report on 
these profits early in 1956 when 
you file your 1955 income tax 
return. 

2. Even if your net profits are 
less than $400 in a year you may, 
on a voluntary basis, report for 
social security purposes up to 

of your gross income before 
expenses, not to exceed $900. 

3. This voluntary coverage ap-
plies only if you have net pro-
fits of less than 1420—coverage is 
compulsory if your net profits are 
as much as $400. 

Purpose of Federal Old-Age 
and Survivors Insurance 

1. To pay retirement insuran-
ce to covered employees after 
reaching the age of 65, and in 
some cases to the wife or child-
ren of such persons. 

2. To pay survivors insurance, 
in monthly payments, to the sur-
vivors of deceased workers. 
How the Program is Financed 

1. For employees, the tax rate 
is 2 percent of the cash wages  

paid, with the employer paying 
a matching tax of 2 percent. 

2. For the self-employed farm 
operator, the tax rate is 3 per-
cent of net profits up to a maxi-
mum of $4200 per year.

Rural Education 
Booklet Available

RUSSIAN SHELL GAME 

The Reds are now playing the 
old well known shell game in their 
international relations. Their 
game is to keep the rest of the 
world guessing on where the next 
crises will occur. In playing this 
game, they keep a continual pres-
sure at all times on all fronts 
without relaxation. The crises in 
Korea quickly shifted to Indo-
China, with small crises cropping 
up in Berlin, Guatemala, Egypt,  
The Near East, Algeria, Formosa,  
Quemoy, and the plane incidents 
which seem to have been strateg-
ically timed and placed by the 
Reds. Many of the • writers and 
commentators at the present time 
are guessing that the real hidden 
crises lies in Quemoy, an island 
which lies just off the Red China 
coast. You will recall the pres-
sure that has been exerted in this 
particular area by the Reds. This 
has been considered by many as 
the forerunner of the attempted 
invasion of Formosa. This situ.. 
ation is receiving much considera-
tion at the present time by the 
State Department here and the 
governments of our allies. 	The 
questions concerning Formosa and 
the surrounding islands are very 
explosive, both from a domestic 
standpoint and an international 
standpoint. 	There is a distinct 
division in the Senate thinking as 
to what part Formosa should play 
if a third world war is to be 
avoided. Watch for much news 
on this subject and this area in 
the near future, 

PROBLEMS IN THE U. S. 
(Unstatutory FEPC) 

Many people think that if a 
law is not passed by the Congress, 
it is not a law and cannot be en-
forced. This conclusion is basic-
ally sound and, according to the 
Constitution, is exactly correct. 
However, much as I regret it, that 
theory seems to have become out-
moded. It has apparently been 
supplanted by what is known as a 
"Presidential Directive." For ex-
ample, the Congress has never 
passed a law dictating to a man 
who he can or cannot hire in his 
business. However, under a 
Presidential directive, a business 
man cannot get a contract with 
the Government unless he is will-
ing to comply with certain Fair 
Employment Practice require-
ments that do not leave him free 
to act independently. Several 
other directives of the same 
nature concerning other segments 
of the economy are now in the 
making. It will be nothing less 
than the use of economic pressure 
to earce compliance with rules and 
regulations that have not been en-
arg-ed into law in conformity with 
V-- procedure outlined in the Con-
s'itution. This is dangerous busi-
ness.

Expenses incurred by farmers 
in the prevention of soil erosion 
have been given favorable tax 
treatment under the new 1954 In-
ternal Revenue Code. 

Prior to enactment of this new 
provision, the InternE Revenue 
Service had attempted, with vary-
ing success, to require the capital-
ization of expenses incurred in 
countour farming, terracing and 
other soil erosion work. Under this 
rule, expenditures could be deduct-
ed over a period of years, but the 
courts in some instances had al-
lowed farmers to deduct these 
expenses in the year incurred. 

The new law permits farmers 
to deduct in each year all ex-
penditures incurred in that year 
for "soil or water conservation in 
respect of land used in farming, 
or for the prevention of erosion 
of land used in farming." 

This deduction is limited, how., 
ever, to 25 percent of the gross 
income derived from farming for 
the taxable year. 	Any excess 
over and above the 25 percent is 
deductible in succeeding years, 
but in each year the entire de-
duction is limited to 25 percent 
of gross income. 

This liberalizing provision does 
not allow the deduction of expen-
ditures for the purchase, construc-
tion, improvement or installation 
of depreciable machinery, tile, 
masonry, metal or wood struc-
tures, appliances and facilities 
such as tanks, pipes, reservoirs, 
canals, dams, wells, pumps and 
conduits. Such expenditures, as 
under the prior law, must be cap-
italized and deducted over the es-
timated useful life of the asset. 

Those expenses which may be 
deducted include the cost of lev-
eling, grading, terracing, contour 
furrowing, construction, control 
and protection of diversion canals, 
drainage ditches, earthern dams, 
water works, outlets and ponds,

brush removal and planting of 
windbreaks and other treatment 
or moving of earth, provided that 
these expenditures are incurred 
for the prevention of erosion of 
farm lands. 

A farmer may elect to deduct 
these expenses incurred in 1954 
on his 1954 tax return, or if no 
such expenses were incurred in 
1954, may make the election on 
his tax return for the first year 
in which such expenditures are 
incurred. However, if the election 
is not made at that time, the 
taxpayer must obtain the consent 
of the Commissioner of Internal 
Revenue before being allowed to 
expense these items. 

Once made, an election is bind-
ing for all subsequent years, un-
less the taxpayer requests and 
obtains authority to make the 

As cold weather draws near, 
the danger of carbon monoxide 
in the home or garage increases. 
Many people throughout the state 
are lighting poorly or faulty ven-
tilated heaters and furnaces in 
their homes or running their cars 
in closed garages. Closed houses 
keep the cold out and the deadly 
fumes in. A few people live to 
tell about it because someone 
found them before it was too 
late. 

The burning of any fuel that 
contains carbon may produce car 
bon monoxide. This is true o 
coal, coke, wood, oil, kerosene, 
gasoline and such gaseous fuels as 
natural or manufactured gas. Last 
year 7 Texans died of carbon 
monoxide poisioning, two of them 
in automobiles. 

All heating equipment should 
be vented to a flue. 	Keep all 

rooms ventilated. 	Do not turn 
the heater higher than it was 
intended to run. Never leave gas 
heating appliances burning while 
you and your family are asleep. 
Regulate adjustable air-mixing 
valves so that enough air is sup-
plied to insure complete combus-
tion of the gas. 

If a person is overcome 

carbon monoxide they should first 
be removed to fresh air. In ad-
dition open windows and turn off 
the gas in the room. If the victim 
has stopped breathing, administer 
artificial respiration and if pos-
sible an inhalor should be used 
to administer oxygen. Keep the 
patient wary and lying down until
