Mr. Pearsont was fatally in-
jured about 5:20 p. m. Saturday
when his car struck farm equip-
ment on a trailer being towed by
a pickup truck and overturned
17.8 miles south of Plainview on
Farm Road 400. Occupants of the
truck were uninjured.

The victim was driving alone
at the time of the accident. He
was returning from Dimmitt after
a visit with Mr. and Mrs. Moran.

- Plainview Hospital and Clinic
Foundation shortly after the ac-
cident. He died at about 9:30 p.
m., Saturday of severe head in-
juries.

Bus service was discontinued
through Dimmitt over six months
ago by the Texas, New Mexioc
and Oklahoma Lines on the con-
tention that lack of business fail-
ed to justify continuation. Cham-
ber Manager Glen Youts stated at
the meeting that the company
would ask the Railroad Commis-
sion for discontinuance of service
for another year. He added, “We
must get someone else to make
application for the bus franchise
through here before TNM&O will
consider renewing service.”

Wooddell exclaimed in conclus-
ion that he would like for the
club to appoint a committee and
have pressure brought to bear
against the company in an effort
to force them to relinquish their
franchise or renew service. Fol-
lowing this statement, Lion Presi-
dent Buck Cleavinger asked Youts
and Wooddell to conatet the bus
company relative to re-establish-
ing service here.

The Dimmitt Bobcats of Coach
Leo Fields went through the air
and on the ground Friday night
as they romped to a smashing
33-0 victory over the outclassed
Lockney Lomghorns of District 3-
AA. In the process the fighting
Dimmitt team proved beyond
a shadow of a doubt that they
have a passing attack this year
as well as a ground atack as
the Bobcat crew scored once
through the air and four times
on the ground. One of the TD’s
scored on the ground was set up
by a 35 yard pass from quarter-
back Richard Wood to Clinton
Glenm.

The stingy Bobcats now have a
record of two non-conference wins
and no losses and have racked up
64 points while holding the op-
position scoreless. They have the
reputation of being ome of the
highest scoring aggregations in
the state in class A competition.

Close to 1,000 persons witnes-
ed the onslaught at Lockney Fri-
day night; a good portion of this
number being from Dimmitt. The
Cats got off to a quick start-as
Fullback Edgar Dennis took a
‘Lockney punt on about the Dim-
mitt 40 yard stripe and raced 60

yards for the initial score. Dennis:
also booted the extra point to
make the score 7-0. This all hap-
pened just six minutes after the
game got underway.

After an exchange of fumbles
and several good runs by Quarter-

back Paul Wiiliams the Lockrey
crew threatened to
titeluip the score but lost

the ball on a fumble on the Dim-
mitt 11 yard line. Dennis prompt-
ly proceeded to sprint 63 yards
on the very next play from scrim-
mage for a score only to have
it called back because of a clip-
ping penalty. This was early in
the second quarter but failed to
thwart the Bobcat offense as
Wood in two plays gained the pen-
alty back and enough extra yard-
age for a first down. The Bob-
cats lost the ball on o fumble,
however, and were temporarily
prevented from scoring. After
holding the Longhorns on downs,
Wood took charge againr moving
the ball to the 13 yard stripe.
On the next play the elusive
quarterback heaved an aerial to

Dennis with the aid of fine block-
ing, broke loose around left end
for a 31 yard jaunt to move the
ball to the ten yard line. Two
plays later Dennis fumbled the
ball at about the six yard stripe,
but alert End Troy Stafford cov-
ered the ball in the emd zone
and turned the miscue into a
touchdown to make the score
20-0. The score remained 20-0 as
Dennis failed to make the con-
version.

Second Victim In Serious Condition

To 24-Year-Old

Thomas  Garcia, 24-year-old
Mexican worker here, died in
Castro County Hospital at 3:40
a. m. today of a gunshot wournd.
Another local Mexican, Manuel
Lopez, 18, was in serious con-
dition at the hospital suffering
from what Sheriff M. H. Fowlkes
believes to be an accidental gun-
shot wound. Hospital attendants
described Lopez’'s condition .as
fair.

Both Mexicans were wounded
in a shooting incident Wednes-
day at 3 p. m. in the Mexican
village in northeast Dimmitt. The
shootings, according to Deputy
Sheriff J. V. Messenger, are be-
lieved to have resulted from an
accidental shot. Deputy Messenger
gave the following account.

“A. J. Barnes, who lives on the
Alvin Hastings farm just north-
west of Dimmitt, and Garcia drove
to Lopez's house. They called
Lopez out to talk with them and
show him a 22 automatic pistol.
‘While the pair were examining
the gun, it went off shooting
Lopez in the stomach or abdo-
men. Lopez's father heard the
shot and came rurmming out of his
son’s house with a 38 automatic
Colt, which he used to fire a
shot at Garcia. The bullet struck
Garcia in the neck, resulting later
in his death. Barnes fled the
scene in his car and notified the
sheriff’s office of the shooting.”

Dear Editor:

The Dimmitt board of trustees
and the local citizens are making
a grave mistake by providing sep-
arate class room facilities for the
Negro enrolees of the school.

It is time that the citizens real-
ize that the termination of seg-
regation is a necessity of the
era—an era in which the demo-
cratic system is matching itself
against the stupendous forces of
Communism; in which the world
is trying to band itself together
into one, indivisible power wherein
all men are brothers; in which
the United States has taken upon
her shoulders the responsibilities
of the exemplar of the world; and
in which the pigmentary differen-
titation -of brother citizens is
juvenile and paradoxical to the
highly techrrical advancements of
the atomic age, as well as to the
teachings of the Bible and to eur
Sunday Schools to which the
average American child is in-
troduced at an early age to the
Sunday School card picturing
Jesus enfolding his loving arms
about “all the little children of
the world—red and yellow, black
and white.”

In the last few years, our gov-
ernment—consisting of you and
me—has been making remarkable
progress in alleviating the wvul-
nerability of racial discrimination
from its system. One tremendous
step forward was with the elimi-
nationt of segregation within _the
armed forces, wherein a person
is catolagued not by his pigmen-
tation but by his potential values
of his initiative to achieve. By
this same token, various forces
are pressing Congress to exclude
“the color code” from our public
school system.

It is up to the towns and cities
such as Dimmitt, which compose
this nation of ours, to assist the
government by healing or pre-
venting the scars of immaturity
within their own limits.

Why must Dimmitt, as she is
confronted with Negro applica-
tions for enrollment in her schools
for the first time, follow the out-
