Being the first case of its

from all walks of life. The 
court room was filled from ear­

Barrett, tall and slender, 

neatly dressed, with a fresn 
have and haircut, appeared ln 

court without showing the least 
sign of worry or nervousness- 
Grouped well to the front of 
•.he crowded court room weke 
members of his family. Includ­
ing his wife who never lost faith 
with the man who was charged 
with one of the most brutal 
slayings ln the Panhandle. As 
for Barrett, he barely noticed 
his family or friends, but paid 
strict attention to the proceed­
ings of the court. His son. whose 
wife was killed, was one of the 
State witnesses.

Trial Moves Swiftly
Spectators, who had expect­

ed a prolonged trial with all the 
sordid facts of the case brought 
out. were surprised at the swift 
ness with which the proceed­
ings moved After the chare" 
was read the defense entered 
a plea of guilty.

Among the articles entered 
as evidence was an old 16 
guage, singlebarrel shotgun, a 
tin wash boiler with a large 
hole ln one side of It which 
was blown through It when one 
of the charges ml«sed the vir- , 
tlm, two empty shotgun shells, 
and a rough drawing of t** 
house and yard. The shot gun 
was without trigger guard and 
the wooden grlD was broken 
\nd patched with tape 

Ray Jordan, defense lawyer,! 
endeavored to convince the 'tin 
that the defendant was subject 
to spells of violence, and at 
times was not responsible for 
his acts He closed by asking 
that they "show mercy” ln re­
turning a verdict. Immedlate- 
lv District Attorney Meade Grif­
fin was on his feet, beginning 
with. “Mercy? What mercy dll 
Nona Barrett receive that Juno 
warning at the hands of Frank 
Barrett when he loaded and 
reloaded a single barrel shot­
gun to fire three shots that 
took her life? What mercy did 
'he receive as she was falling 
to the ground crying “Daddy, 
You’re killing me." and the de­
fendant snarled that “It's too 
d------ late now?

Defendant Is Unemotional
Probably the only emotion 

shown by Barrett was when the 
prosecution ln closing Its argu­
ment to the Jury, asked that the 
defendant be given the death 
penalty. Chas Dean, county 
attorney, who assisted the State 
In the case, ended by saying: 
"It Is a solemn, yes, a terrible 
moment, when 12 men must say 
whether a man shall live or die 
It Is likewise a tragic matter 
when the State and Its prose­
cutors are compelled to ask 
that a man be given the death 
penalty, but It was also a ter­
rible mement when Barrett 
killed his daughter-in-law Be­
lieving as we do that Frani 
Barrett, bv the atrocity of his 
crime, so fiendishly planned and 
brutally executed, has forfeited 
his right to live and must pay 
for this crime with his life- 
We accept our solemn duty and 
ask that you find the defen­
dant gulltv and assess unto him 
the punishment of death.”

: meal within a few minutes 
Shortly after 8 00 o ’clock they 
began their deliberations, and 
It is sad that within thirty 
minutes eleven of them were 
agreed on a penalty of death. 
At 9 00 p. m Judge Clements 
asked that the Jury be brought

Into the court room to report 
All seats ln the room were fill­
ed and standing room was tak­
en. Silence reigned as Barrett 
was escorted ln by a deputy 
sheriff He walked with a 
swift steps to a bucket of wat­
er which stood on a table and 
drank thirstily, his hand shak­
ing. He leaned forward with 
Intent gaze as Judge Clements 
asked the Jury foreman If they 
had anything definite to re­
port. The answer was that 
"within the next hour" they 
would likely return a verdict 
Barrett was returned to his 
cell, passing within a few feet 
of his family without turning 
his head.

At 2 o'clock Friday afternoon 
word was sent out that a ver­
dict had been reached Many 
spectators had become wearied 
of the waiting and had gone 
about their affairs, although 
a good sized crowd was still a- 
bout the court house. When 
the sentence of 99 years was 
read. Barrett seemed much re- 
ieved, and asked that he be 

permitted to shake hands with 
he Jury. As he did ao It was 

with a "Ood bless you” to each 
man. He also shook hands with 
the District and County attor- 
neya saying that he held no 
hard feelings toward them as 
he knew that they hack done 
their duty

He was taken to Amarillo 
late Friday afternoon from 
which place he will be sent to 
the penitentiary to begin his 
sentence.—Castro County New*.
